IV. PUBLIC FORUM

Mayor Kevin McDermott called two times for public forum.   Norm Autry owns the property at 640 MN Ave, there was damage caused during for the water project after long discussions they would only pay a depreciated value which is $1900 that he had to pay out of pocket.  He has spoken with the engineer and Ellingson and city attorney. He had to settle and sign that he would not sue Ellingson and the landscaper.  The curb stop was placed on the wrong side of the property and will cost more to hook up to the city water. Attorney Fred Suhler; he apparently signed off on offer with the contractors.  It is not the city’s role to compensate.  The damage happened and you signed off.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; with regards to the location of the curb stop that was an engineering decision.  What expenses will be incurred because of the location?  Norm; it will be an additional 150 feet.  Had a conversation with the attorney about a case where his daughter has had two hail damage claims.  And the insurance company didn’t want to pay for a new roof.  Attorney Fred Suhler; you negotiated a deal with the contractor and he had to sign so he could pay his contractor.  He would like the city to have the curb stop moved.  Mayor Kevin McDermott we will speak with the engineer and get some additional answers and get back with you. Councilor Nathan Hartung and City Engineer Joe Palen will meet with Norm at the property.

2. People’s Coop Updates: Lighting issue.  Tim Clawson; have been making progress, shooting for February or March occupancy. In the development agreement they determine the location of the lights  and then approved by the city.  Gary Fitterer and Russ Turner are also present. They would like to move forward for the lighting. The intersection is not lit at this point. Gary: director of engineering services.  Requested 12 lights with concentration by People’s building and County 12; average is 260 feet in the downtown it is 295 feet. The concentration would be close to the drive accesses.  Recommend the original design be approved. Certain lights could not be turned on until needed.  Councilor Nathan Hartung the concern was to have areas lit when there isn’t anything there.  More comfortable with the option to leave some off.  Councilor Scott Keigley more lights may make more businesses want to be there. Councilor Nathan Hartung believes 12 are appropriate. The ones between should be turned off.  The lights would be break away. Mayor Kevin McDermott at 12 would there be one big arm with a 250.  Also at 12th and Lake Shady Ave. Councilor Scott Keigley motioned to install the 12 lights and that the unnecessary ones will not be turned on; Councilor Doug Gillard second; discussion: there is downward lighting. Tim; they have the wastewater treatment facility when the lights are up they may want some of those lit for security. Is there any other light than the shoebox lights? Authorization of turning additional lights will come from the city clerk. Ayes: Councilor Scott Keigley, Councilor Nathan Hartung, nayes: Mayor Kevin McDermott, motion carried.

A. Budget: Fee Schedule Food Permit: was discussed to bring the food permit back to 200 except for non profits and residents. Councilor Doug Gillard had to leave. All for giving the locals a break. How can you charge different amounts other than they are in established buildings? Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to return the fee to the $200, Councilor Scott Keigley second; discussion difficult to break it down.  All in favor, motion carried. Lot rent; property owners were able to take DOGR spots without compensation. The ROW issue came up and the county the ordinance that Councilor Nathan Hartung is writing will regulate that to a certain extent. It will be under the umbrella, the fee would be 25 -40. It will be a regulatory fee Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to have lot fees of $25, Councilor Scott Keigley second; all in favor, motion carried.  Meter; Councilor Scott Keigley motioned to charge $225 for the meters, Councilor Nathan Hartung second all in favor motion carried. Water Fee; discussion; there is still a guessing game with it being new with not having a history of usage.  Then after another year of history may change it.  The water system isn’t sustaining itself.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to increase the rate; Councilor Scott Keigley motioned to change the rate to $15 Councilor Nathan Hartung second. All in favor, motion carried.  Swimming pools; flat fee for pools. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to have a pool fee of $35 Councilor Scott Keigley second all in favor, motion carried.  Councilor Scott Keigley motioned to approve the fee schedule with the above changes, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried.
