I. CALL TO ORDER 

The meeting was called at 7:01pm.
II. ROLL CALL 
Members present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Doug Gillard, Councilor Scott Keigley, Councilor Nathan Hartung, Fred Suhler, and Deputy Clerk Meri Pittelkow. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein was absent.
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA 
Councilor Scott Keigley motioned to approve the agenda Mayor Kevin McDermott 2nd all in favor, motion carried. 
IV. PUBLIC FORUM

Mayor Kevin McDermott called three times for public forum with no response.
V. DEPARTMENTS & COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Mike Morrow: not present
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs :  3 (Medical Assist, CO, Car in ditch had to extricate) 
2. Site Tour of PCS new building: inspected fire hydrants, locations of chemicals, and roof access. Will do another tour later. IT area needing sheets. Currently 20-30 people working there during day.
3. Attended Wabasha County Mutual Aide Meeting 11/9/11, which OFD joined a couple years ago. They have 800 MHz radios so will be interoperating. Upcoming: joint training Mayo One and Zumbro Valley Mutual Aide. OFD wants to host Firefighter One and Two in January on a Tuesday and Thursday. Monday 11/14/11 OFD meeting: gambling donation to City sign approved.
4. Kwik Trip Gas Account. Mayor Kevin McDermott: is best route to go. Fire Chief Dan Sundt: is more sophisticated than Greenway, plus cash back. Councilor Doug Gillard: where do you gas now? Fire Chief Dan Sundt: Pine Island. Discussion regarding benefits of Kwik Trip. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve Kwik Trip Gas Account. Mayor Kevin McDermott 2nd, all in favor motion carried. Discussion regarding future gas station at Oronoco Crossings, Councilor Nathan Hartung indicate Cenex a possibility.
5. Payroll: $6026.00. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve EOC, Fire Department and 1st Responder payroll, Councilor Nathan Hartung 2nd, all in favor motion carried.

Councilor Scott Keigley: is there a limitation? Fire Chief Dan Sundt: No not for 1st Responders, need for rotations. Councilor Nathan Hartung motion to approve new 1st Responder Brian Kabat, Councilor Doug Gillard 2nd, all in favor motion carried.

E. PERSONNEL
1. Meeting Update:  None - 11/2/11 meeting cancelled.  
2. Department Head Meeting: 11/21/11 at 6:30pm.
3. City Council 2011 Meeting Attendance and proposed 2011 salary. Councilor Scott motioned to approve City Council 2011 Meeting Attendance and proposed 2011 salary, Councilor Doug Gillard 2nd, all in favor motion carries. Mayor Kevin McDermott: if there is a difference in Councilor Breitenstein’s time, we will make the adjustment. 
Kyle Ketterling arrived. Public Forum matter addressed. He is representing Mike Kann, who wants to make an offer to buy city land to north of 115 West Center Street for $1500. Public Works Director Tim Redepenning: there is water easement there to Klennerts. Kyle Ketterling: Mike Kann needs it for a drain field. City Engineer Joe Palen: I have not looked at it but City will need to maintain the easement to maintain water main. Kyle Ketterling: Mike Kann would have no problem with an easement. Councilor Scott Keigley: motioned to send description to Joe Palen for review, Councilor Nathan Hartung 2nd, all in favor motion carries. Fred Suhler: I think we need to know how we got the property and for what purpose. Councilor Scott Keigley: Eight years ago when we blacktopped the road the landowners had to give to city.

Fred Suhler: we don’t own the underlying fee - is public ROW; need to understand the City’s property interest - do we have authority? Fred will advise at next meeting.

1. Meeting – November 7, 2011: cancelled. Councilor Doug Gillard: Still waiting on the guy about city park trees - black walnut. 
2. Brush Dump: location, costs, fees, process. Councilor Doug Gillard: Still looking into this.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair*
1.  City Engineer Joe Palen: Informational Update: working with Olmsted County to issue public information letter to people attending restoration sessions and area homeowners regarding 1) engineering/survey work being done the next couple of weeks, and 2) geotechnical work -  soil and penetration borings to gauge depth of bedrock and sediments. Looking for contaminants, hazardous chemicals. Also an investigation of dam. Council wants to communicate to community that things are happening. Work will be contained to lakebed itself. Councilor Doug Gillard: concerned regarding timeline and obtaining the funds for restoration.  Joe Palen: we don’t have all the funds. We are pursuing additional funding: Clean Water Legacy is one, DNR Dam Safety is another, and our project is one of their top projects. Last would be bonding money to fund all phases, and that is why we are having Project Oversight Committee meeting January10th. Councilor Doug Gillard: what is status of dam tear out? Joe Palen: We are in initial phase - preliminary engineering and documentation of project. Will take about a year (soonest) to see tear out - fall 2012 at earliest. Councilor Doug Gillard: I thought the money was there now to take it out. Joe Palen: yes, it is, but it can’t be removed until you do all this preliminary work; in order to remove it, you need to build the structure to take its place, and that is the rapids. 
J. COMMUNITY CENTER*
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. Well Sealing Grant: in progress
2. City Shop: location, size, and costs. Written Recommendation of Personnel Committee. Mayor Kevin McDermott: this has been an ongoing discussion. I have talked with department heads, and we have Recommendation letter of the Personnel Committee submitted by Councilor Skyler Breitenstein. We have good headquarters here now; however we all know what state the shop is in. We need to move forward and get something going with CIP. We have plenty of land. Public Works Director Tim Redepenning has rough drawing of a 60x80 building (our current is approx. 40x40). Nothing elaborate but is needed. We have 2 Public Works employees now with equipment and in order to do maintenance, need a place to work and take care of things. It is the recommendation that we get some bids and get something going in the spring. Councilor Doug gillard: what is cost? Tim Redepenning: roughly $60/sq ft. Plan I have shows a very small office, rest room, and the remainder open. That number would include septic and water connection. Councilor Nathan Hartung: that depends on the location, and we are looking at approx. 5000 sf. Cost would vary if we need to add septic. We are probably looking at ~$350,000+-. Discussion regarding process. Fred $200,000-300,000 requires bond - is the process so have to have specs drawn. Usually process is 1) authorize specs 2) prepare specs then 3) discuss specs - then in position to know what you want. Councilor Nathan Hartung: I have a contact that will draw them up no charge; may not be kind of plan you submit to city with all specs but enough to get bids. Fred Suhler: if requiring formal procurement then have to have bid bonds. Is a formal process, doubt Oronoco ever has done - Oronoco did it for the water system and water tank, but its bonds and insurance ….Mayor Kevin McDermott: question I have is: shop will be pole style not brick, will be steel of a certain height and size…Fred Suhler: I know what you are saying, these days can buy out of catalogue, but you still need to have plans. Tim Redepenning: if we go to Cleary or Morton they all will do plans – won’t do water connection or septic but will act as a general contractor. Fred Suhler: Sandy asked: do we have to bid everything or can we act as own contractor? Tim Redepenning: we talked about being our own general contractor but that is not going to happen. Fred Suhler: we need to define what it is going to cost as that will define what we need to do. Tim Redepenning: these numbers are coming from building people and the range Councilor Nathan Hartung stated $250,000-300,000 is probably accurate. Sandy talked to Bruce at Stantec and he quoted her $25,000. Joe Palen: for that you will get plans and specs for concrete, pipe gauge, insurance requirements bonding requirements and warranties that you can give to contractors for bid. Fred is right – this is a much different process than building a house as you have to follow state statutes. Some are proponents of design build some aren’t. I you want to meet with Bruce I could set that up. Councilor Scott Keigley: before we get too much further need a location. We need to nail that down. Mayor Kevin McDermott: is council in full agreement that we build in the ball field behind Schad Tracy? Then we don’t have to purchase property. I am wide open to suggestions.  Councilor Scott Keigley: ballpark is zoned parkland. Joe Palen: might want to put together feasibility report making recommendations of a few sites then go through rezone process. Councilor Scott Keigley: ballpark was wet during flood and we don’t want to fill it. Joe Palen: we can look at it, rezoning may be reasonable step. Councilor Nathan Hartung: I recommend we look at west side of 52 - have talked to people unable to sell land on Frontage Rd. Would be good site for Public Works and City Hall as that is zoned and is new center of Oronoco. New construction in area will improve taxes. At exploratory stage now, but we just need to know in general where we are - closer to $350,000 or $250,000? Could sway our minds. We need to take plans that my friend drew to Northland and get estimate to use information to determine if we can or not. Tim Redepenning: I have talked to these people, that is where I got the $60/per sf number – $55-$60 - in that range. Fred Suhler: if over $100,000 will have to go through procurement process. Planning and Zoning should have something to say about it. Councilor Nathan Hartung: we probably need to find out - if it’s between $275,000-$325,000 that is possible, so then need location and then we have to have a feasibility report. Then narrow down to three, then get site plan, then decide engineer design build, and then bid out. Hoping to do April but probably closer to May, but need to have course of action now. Recommend motion earlier that we have exploratory committee associated with this. Joe Palen: would like to offer suggestion regarding financing – contact Mike Bubany and have him run numbers on bonding payments. Tim has done research and has good idea of costs. Then take a look at sites, and have charett meeting. Bruce can give direction on architectural decisions. Mike is with David Drown Associates, does CIP planning – is an all purpose consultant. Mayor Kevin McDermott: we should set a meeting with Mike Bubany and have him lay out numbers. Councilor Scott Keigley: I motion clerk to contact Mike Bubany to set up meeting with Council. Mayor Kevin McDermott 2nd, all in favor motion carries. Tim figures $60/sf. Councilor Doug Gillard: discuss sites at that meeting? Mayor Kevin McDermott: once we look at financing we will have better idea. Councilor Scott Keigley: site work could be $200,000, will have to know how that will affect. 

Mayor Kevin McDermott: Called Recess at 8:14pm.
Mayor Kevin McDermott: Reopened Meeting at 8:22pm.
3. Lead/Copper report. Mayor Kevin McDermott: Nothing to add to that.
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. MNDOT Landscaping – City Sign – Hwy 52: Waiting on decision from DOGR. Mayor Kevin McDermott: We may need to talk to Harold at MN DOT about location - may be problem. Joe Palen: the gas utility locates are there. Mayor Kevin McDermott: We have Schad bid, I like the other sign but would be nice to keep business in city. Is more money, but is brick pillars and aluminum/steel sign. Drawing colors TBD, notice 3 ft off ground for visibility in winter. We have $6500 in donations and can take the remaining out of CIP for the sign for the community. Donations help quite a bit - DOGR nice donation - is advertising for them 365 days per year. Motion to accept sign not done till spring. Councilor Scott Keigley: for a bit of brick this is way high. Councilor Nathan Hartung: I agree. I use another company, they will bid on it, they are putting sign up on East Circle Dr. & Viola, and maybe we should ask Sign Here and Signs Are Us or Precision Signs. Mayor Kevin McDermott: I gave them a rough idea – the brick work is what escalated it, that was $4000. Councilor Scott Keigley: we don’t need to rush on this - it won’t go in until spring. Councilor Nathan Hartung: I agree. Mayor Kevin McDermott: I agree. Councilor Doug Gillard: Ed Trost at Schad Tracy will work with us. Councilor Nathan Hartung: I move we table one month.  Councilor Doug Gillard 2nds, all in favor. Table to December and talk to masonry people in town

2. Elk Run Interchange:  removal of signs. Mayor Kevin McDermott: we don’t know when they will do this maybe not till open.
2. MN DOT Letter re: land acquisition. Joe Palen: property was donated by Ruckers for pond to address flooding problem. 
3. Ditch next to Grace Lutheran parking lot; Clerk Sandy Jessen has spoken Chad from the county and he will look at the area.
4. City ROW trimming – Tim Redepenning: we will be doing this over the winter.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – November 10, 2011. Councilor Nathan Hartung: Representatives from McGhie and Betts provided background on the proposed project and the request to rezone the property on the east side of 3rd Avenue SW from R2 to B3. The owner has a variety of uses intended including potential development of an assisted living center, church, daycare and other daytime businesses. 

2. People’s Coop Updates:  light options. Joe Palen: PCS having lighting study done (fiber-optic). Ball now in their court.

Residents irritated by omitted road lift and poor snow removal issues.
