I. CALL TO ORDER

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
IV. PUBLIC FORUM

Larry Orth from Rochester Carefest and Lutheran Services;  the goal is to motivate and call together the churches for one day service, focus for the first five years was Rochester, there have been a number of large projects. 1. Runs  7 (car/truck accidents/EMS assists) working with dispatch to clarify calls so they send out appropriate vehicles and equipment.

Resolution 11-5 Accepting Resignation and Declaring Vacancy: Councilor Paul Briggs has stepped down and thanked all for the   Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to accept Councilor Paul Briggs resignation and declaring a vacancy, Councilor Doug Gillard second; Voice Vote: Ayes:  Councilor Doug Gillard, Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Nathan Hartung, and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Resolution 11-6 Calling for Special Election to be held with the Regular Election: Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to have the special election held with the regular election, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; Voice Vote: Ayes: Councilor Doug Gillard, Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Nathan Hartung, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, all in favor , motion carried.
3. SEMCHRA: 11-7 Property Buyouts Resolution Authorizing Execution of Sub-Grant Agreement:  Karen DuCharme has been working on the property acquisition. One of the forms changed the letter of commitment of funds to $152,000; the city will not have to pay the money. The DNR will cover 12.5% there is also a bill to have the DNR cover the whole 25%. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to accept the sub grant buyout agreement, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second discussion:  once it is demolished, what can the city do with the land? It can be a Park or rent out the land for a community garden, there can’t be any structures or paved surface. The agency will work with the city on a future use. There could be a shelter.  Councilor Doug Gillard; with the grant, the city will not have to pay anything right now? Karen; the $76,000 is the city share; it can passed on to the resident and they are working on other resources. Karen spoke with county assessor to determine the values. Councilor Nathan Hartung spoke with Kathy Frette from the county and she does an informal appraisal for the assessed value.  The homeowner does have the option to do a second appraisal at their expense. At the time the contracts are brought forward the city can back out if the match is not covered.  Looking at getting the local match at time in kind for hours spent on the project. 1. April 25th MOU: Project Oversight Committee, Update; State approved funding language. City Engineer Joe Palen would like to set up a MOU meeting by early June. He had a meeting at the lake from many agencies to look at the short term stabilization. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein will replace Councilor Paul Briggs place on the committee appointed by Mayor Kevin McDermott. Look at June 2nd at 6:00pm. Sandy will send out notice.

L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Seal coating: Quotes; Pearson Brothers is the low bid at base of $36,005 and alternate of $37,715. Mayor Kevin McDermott and City Engineer Joe Palen met prior to the council meeting and went out and looked at the rehab. Craig will start on the shouldering tomorrow.  It will be under budget by about $7000. There is two inch crack fill for the length of the frontage and it is a $7000 repair.  That could be converted to a bike lane in the future; it would need to be 4 feet wide right now it is 3 feet. On the approaches off of Center and 1st Street there are some crack filling and seal coat needed in those areas.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to accept the Pearson Brother’s alternate bid of $37,715, Councilor Doug Gillard second; discussion:  aesthetically it is a better surface, there is less loose rock. The bids were competitive. The other bid would be like a pea rock. All in favor, motion carried.
2. Frontage Road extension / intersection update City Engineer Joe Palen; process is proceeding slowly it has been a wet spring should haul sand and rock next week.
3. Lake Shady Rehab; pay request $118,490.91, near completion Councilor Doug Gillard  motioned to pay the request, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second all in favor, motion carried.
4. MNDOT Landscaping – City Sign – Hwy 52 will begin next summer.  Looking at sign north bound lane on the south side of the south interchange.  Have talked to Schad Tracy to start getting some prices.
5. Snowplow Estimates: Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to accept the bid, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried.
6. Street Sweeping Estimates: Rochester Service Co. $1385, Wigham $1795; after further review of the roads and rains; feels it not necessary to sweep.

Discussed the frontage road and when they could start construction. OACC was discussed

3. Amish Barn: zoning ordinance complaints there is a concern that renters are living there.
4. CUP end date, there isn’t one it stays with the property, 

5. Gathering Permit: Carol Olson, DOGR event coordinator; level the playing field,  are proposing that DOGR buys a $25 gathering permit per vendor, it would bring in about $7000 and then the residents would have to pay this as well and follow the hours posted, each vendor would have to purchase the permit.  Instead of DOGR donating money.  Councilor Nathan Hartung would inform the residents of this ordinance that has not been enforced but will be in 2012.  This would also help safety issues. Wherever there is a gathering of 100 or more people whether public or private property assembled with a common purpose which includes flea markets. The ordinance is already in place it would just now be enforced.   Would have sheriff check each vendor. This would need to be done thirty days prior there would be a list of all participating.  Mayor Kevin McDermott likes the idea of leveling the playing field, but how do you prevent covering one property. Carol; ask for the sales tax number. An Officer and Councilor Nathan Hartung would go to each vendor for verification. The homeowners are profiting from gold rush.  This will start next year will let them know this year though. Attorney Fred Suhler; you are restricting the rights of property owners and they will be upset. Councilor Doug Gillard; Gold Rush pays for the garbage and all the other expenses. With a garage sale the homeowner is not promoting the event. Attorney Fred Suhler will look at the ordinance and will bring back next month.

Mayor Kevin McDermott disagrees, the time frame was set because there were a lot of complaints that there had been improvements to individual and they wanted some use of their system. If buying a house, would have the seller, pay the cost, it is changing the rules mid stream.
4. Well Sealing Bids; committee recommends getting a city wide bid for sealing; City Engineer Joe Palen; MN recovers grant for the 16 properties that were flooded thought it would be more efficient.  Sheila will check with MDH and see if it is allowed.   Some have already connected.
