Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to approve the agenda with additions, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to accept Scott Keigley as the new councilor, Councilor Doug Gillard second; all in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Kevin McDermott made three calls for public forum, no one came forward it was closed at 7:07pm.
V. DEPARTMENTS & COMMITTEE REPORTS

A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Mike Morrow
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs  6 (car accident/EMS assists) had an additional 2 after submittal of agenda information, 
false alarm and car accident.
2. - Plan to order gear washer/dryer soon. Can wash two sets of turn out gear at a time  and 
drying racks holds four, and then a stackable washer / dryer for towels.
3. - Did timed pumper/droptank/hydrant testing and working on Insurance Services Office 
(ISO) paperwork for early July activity. 
4. Had a request for use of the six wheeler from the Mantorville Fire Department ; 24th -26th  
Dan will ask for a written request under the Mutual Aid Agreement. 
5. Siren changed to 6am- 8pm the tone is changed for calls and tornadoes. There was a concern 
how to determine between a call and a tornado warning.  
6. Tim and Cain – will bag unused hydrants.
C. FIRST RESPONDERS ~ Jeff Allhiser, 1st Responder Director

1. Runs – 15; 9 township, 6 city
2. New Member: Michelle Tiede; she was approved at the 1st Responder Meeting and passed the background check.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve Michelle Tiede for the first responder’s, Councilor Doug Gillard second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. First responder vehicle broke down and was taken in for repair.
D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director
1. Anemometer located at the Fire Department was taken down and cleaned it. It seems to be moving more freely now. If once reinstalled, it does not work; he would like approval to repair for $250.00.  One out of four hand held’s works.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the $250, Councilor 
Nathan 
Hartung second all in favor, motion carried.
E. PERSONNEL
1. Meeting Update: June 1st
a. 4th of July: Fireworks (lake bed concerns) the six wheeler is available if there is a problem.
b. Electronic Newsletter: staff would like to discontinue the hard copy after this year and mail out by request only.  It would be publicized in the next two newsletters for hard copy sign up, and would save paper, postage, and staff time.  It would enable us to put out more updates and newsletters throughout the year.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the electronic newsletter, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried.
2. Cain’s Review:  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve Cain’s review, Councilor 
Skyler Breitenstein; second all in favor, motion carried.
3. Cell Phone reimbursement; city staff use their personal cell phones; the personnel committee 
has suggested some cost reimbursement be provided. Will discuss the amount at the July CC 
meeting. 
4. July Reviews; reviews for all employees will be done this month so any changes in wages can 
be accurately reflected in the budget, which will be worked on in August.
5. Council Pay: 4 meeting pay limit; a council member has suggested that this be discussed and 
possibly increased so more residents may show an interest in running for council in 2012.  
Leave it at the total of the 48 meetings but not 4 per month because some months you have 
seven or eight meetings and some only three. Councilor Nathan Hartung believes that the 
mayor pay is set too low, because he attends so many meetings. Mayor Kevin McDermott  
motioned to approve the total of the 48 meetings throughout the year, Councilor Doug 
Gillard second; discussion; this may attract more residents to serve.  All in favor, motion 
carried. This will take effect in 2012.

PFA (Public Facilities Authority.) Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to accept 
resolution 11-07 Councilor Doug Gillard second; Voice Vote: Ayes; Councilor Nathan 
Hartung, Councilor Doug Gillard, Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler 
Breitenstein, all in favor, motion carried. 
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Lynn Benrud 
1. Meeting Minutes –  May 18, 2011
2. Gathering Permit DOGR - $20; DOGR is requesting approval of the gathering permit for Gold Rush August 19, 20, 21. 
3. Gathering Permit Requirement: Attorney Fred Suhler letter was forwarded and copies provided to City Council and the Gold Rush Committee.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; the way that the ordinance is written it is difficult to charge a gathering permit for just Gold Rush Days but  could possibly charge the homeowner for the permit. Discussion:  the person benefitting should purchase the gathering permit. Attorney Fred Suhler it would be difficult to control, there are decades of history, the only word in the ordinance to stand on is participates.  How do you tell 400 that they are responsible for garbage or police protection and what portion are they responsible for? That’s why the umbrella organization is the only reasonable interpretation.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; we have to establish a way of sending fees to those involved. Attorney Fred Suhler; this is not a tax, if the city regulates an activity is must be equal to the service; you can’t charge a vendor for service that doesn’t come close to the tax.  You can’t look at it as a revenue raiser. City Council and are separate from DOGR. DOGR may have money issues; but the city must operate as a government. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein transient merchant may be more applicable. Attorney Fred Suhler; if it is undesirable; change the planning & zoning ordinance.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; the city doesn’t get hurt financially. It’s hard to regulate when people go onto private property; it is chaos with people coming into town prior to what Gold Rush allows.  Attorney Fred Suhler that is why the city has allowed gold rush to do that.  The city allows public property to be used for Gold Rush; the city has no contract from Gold Rush and whatever they want to go to the city will.  This is not a partnership. The city needs to be divorced from this. Gold Rush promotes the community. The city of Rochester allows an organization to use certain portions of the city, not sure of any food vendor regulations or fees involved.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; one of the things is to find out from other communities what they do that allows these things to go on. I will bring it to the next gold rush meeting, Attorney Fred Suhler; think you will find out that there are not close ties such as Oronoco.

1. MOU: June 2nd, 6:00pm update.
· Bonestroo will proceed with the project providing that the city receive the funding 
through the county or MnDOT and staff will move forward for the design bid process. 
J. COMMUNITY CENTER*
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. Park & Community Center Well sealing: we are getting estimates for well sealing and will 
also be applying for the Olmsted County well sealing grant. 
2. River Park Park; work should begin next week and be completed by July 1st.  The park is 
closed until this is complete.
3. City Shop; 
4. ISO rating: flow testing will be completed once River Park and Cedar Woodlands are 
connected in August. They will do the survey for the Communications, Fire and the Water 
paperwork in July.  
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Seal coating: waiting for schedule
2. Frontage Road extension / intersection update: People’s Cooperative Services would like to 
install the lights for Oronoco Crossing LLC. The lights will be 250 Watt High Pressure 
Sodium - Copper Box Lights with 6’ mast arms. The City of Oronoco will be responsible for 
the monthly fee for 11 lights. The monthly fee for the 12th light at the intersection of CSAH 
12 and Lake Shady Drive South will be the responsibility of Olmsted County; city cost of 
$1,570.80 + tax annually. City Engineer Joe Palen has had correspondence and they are 
proposing to install street lights as required from the development agreement. They 
submitted a design showing 11 or 12 lights with about 250 feet spacing.  They would not be 
within the clear zone so they would be break away; this is different from what exists in town.  
There would also be businesses with lighting; other corridors are not lighted like this. 
Businesses would have their own lighting.  It is not appealing for that many lights; the 
county will already having a light at the county road and 12th Street corner should be lit.  It 
would be cause for resident complaints.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; in regards to 
complaints, at this point, there is nothing in place that will be put there, but there may or not 
be enough lights. It should be analyzed after the businesses are in place. Councilor Nathan 
Hartung motioned to not put in that many lights and pay for that many lights and 
reevaluate as the properties develop, Councilor Doug Gillard second, discussion: 
Councilor Doug Gillard; not paying for the electricity, are we allowing the lights? No. 
Friendly amendment Councilor Nathan Hartung three year time line. They are proposing 
11 lights; the city is scaling it back to the two lights.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; friendly 
amendment to make the lighting more in line with existing lighting  in town and to be 
reevaluated within three years.  All in favor, motion carried.
3. Lake Shady Rehab; pay request: $22,681.25 to PCI Roads:  there is retainage held yet.  North bridge towards overpass it looks like someone dumped some concrete; it needs to be cleaned up. Between two bridges there some remaining cracks and some that are filled aren’t level. City Engineer Joe Palen will check into those two items.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to pay the request, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried.
4. MNDOT Landscaping – City Sign – Hwy 52; northbound lane on the east side just prior to the turn off Mayor Kevin McDermott and City Engineer Joe Palen will meet.  Working with Schad Tracy on it. At the Gold Rush meeting they expressed interest of joining in on the cost.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – June 7, 2011  people’s radio tower there are state guidelines, driveway P&Z will add an ordinance  if necessary.
2. People’s Coop Updates:  building permit issued
3. Michelle Quandt: building permit; letter from city engineer in regards to her building permit.  The 100 year flood elevation will need to be determined. There are some issues for the plans needs to have a registered engineer do that work. It tough for someone has gone through the flood but need to follow the regulations. Question of the septic as well. Draw a list of things she needs to provide. The requirements that are needed to sign off on this.  City Engineer Joe Palen can speak to her and explain Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to give the letter and guidance from City Engineer Joe Palen for what needs to be provided to obtain the building permit, Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to have Michelle receive the letter and guidance form City Engineer Joe Palen letting her know what needs to be provided, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second all in favor, motion carried.

2. Pay Requests: final in July from Ellingson, Bonestroo; $4274.54 water, $20,658.46 total. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to pay Bonestroo, Councilor Doug Gillard second; all in favor, motion carried.

A. Complaints: letters sent for tall grass / weeds; there has been a few complaints on tall weeds and grasses; most have complied to the city request.
B. MN Recovers Flood Grant:  the city has received the grant to help the flooded residents in the downtown area connect to water and seal their wells for up to approximately $4400 for 16 homes.  The state is requiring an application be developed and Sheila Craig has help us to complete this.  It will then be sent out to affected residents; the grant only lasts through 10-31-11; but we may need request an extension due to the short timeline.  There may be two or three open spots for the grant as there were some condemned homes that will not be re-building and connecting to water.
