1.  Updates:  Olmsted County EOC will start meeting quarterly instead of monthly.  Mike Bromberg has been compiling lists of equipment that communities have.

1. Dragon Software; contacted company.  $100 or $199 software packages. Discussion on pros and cons.  Councilor Nathan Hartung knows someone that uses the product and has had good results.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to purchase the $199 software package, Councilor Jayne Krause second all in favor, motion carried.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Liquor License Revision: addition of 4 3.2 Off Sale Alcohol Licenses. Ordinance 2013-1.
Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve Ordinance 2013-1, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; Discussion: Attorney Fred Suhler maximized the amount of licenses allowed by MN law.  Voice vote all ayes, motion carried.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Kevin McDermott 
Attorney Fred Suhler new there would be at least two new members, thought that the concerns would be different with the new members.  He doesn’t work for Gold Rush if the five council members would like to see changes then council needs to make the decision. Gold Rush is controlled by the city, but the city can’t control if others decide to do something on their own. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; the 2002 resolution designates the official make up of Gold Rush. Attorney Fred Suhler; but anyone could join as a member, there are no dues or requirement of experience, the board has the authority for final decisions, but you can be a member without being a member of the board. 
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting  Minutes:    
Charlie Fried, Chair:  Parks have proposed by laws and operational plans to be approved by council, not necessarily to add to Ordinance but to be accepted by council. It recommends the committee size, term, who should be members, and City staff roles.  A three year term and 7members is recommended.  It would be a good number it would cover good city coverage geographically and they would set a tier situation, they talked about the council delegate roll, and they would like to have staff involvement as an ex officio status.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the parks by laws, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
Katie Dudley; would like to know where the committee is at.  If the lake bed becomes City Park land the committee would be turned to the parks.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; quite a bit of money has been secured but they are trying to receive more funding.   The dam should be removed by the end of this year.  The  Project oversight committee is working on the restoration. 
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1.
Window bid:  $1150 each west side of building ($3450 total); money was set in the budget for this year to replace them.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the three windows to be replaced, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. CIP City Shop:  many of the issues have been addressed; Attorney Fred Suhler has issues with how Rochester is doing the sales tax contract of use; he doesn’t like how it is defined. A city garage would be difficult to fund; the use is going to be restrained by the regulations set. Mayor Kevin McDermott; will contact CEDA, Ron Ziegler.  There is a fee for services.  Mayor Kevin McDermott and Clerk Sandy Jessen will attend the Rochester meeting on January 24 at 1:30pm at Rochester City Hall to meet about this money.  Economic development projects are how the money is to be designated. 
Schedule:  consider authorization to put out for bid and approve specs, would have a February 14 submission date and go to council on the 19th for bid acceptance. Tim Redepenning; the mezzanine has been changed to an alternate and he is comfortable with the specs; there can be additional changes if needed.  Mayor Kevin McDermott:  The council last year approved up $350,000; it doesn’t mean we have to spend that much, but we need the bids to know.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the plans and send out to bid, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried. 
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Turnback:  MN Ave & Cty Rd 12 we will set a public informational meeting.  Mayor Kevin McDermott, City Engineer Joe Palen, and Clerk Sandy Jessen met with Olmsted County on the turnback issue. When the roads are completed they want to turn it over to the city when the rehab is complete its about 5.23 miles of roadway.  They brought a map and everything in red is county roads to be turned over.  Mn Ave will be a complete rebuild. On County 118 they will rebuild all the way to Jasiks, which is partially gravel now. There will be seal coating on 12; that was new when the 52 project we completed. There will be some curb and gutter.  There will be a February community meeting for residents to show where curb and gutter will be installed for storm water control, the county is funding this, it will restrict some of the parking, the frontage would restricted and there would be access but smaller entrances.  Mn Ave is in need of repair it will be a huge asset to the community. They will start in May and throughout the summer.  The process is quick and shouldn’t impact Gold Rush. On February 20th or 21st would be the informational meeting. Engineer Joe Palen; curb gutter prevents wash outs and access for businesses would be impacted.  Mayor Kevin McDermott and Engineer Joe Palen will meet with those that would have the most impact. Just south of the bridge and just downhill from Center Street the curb and gutter would direct storm water.  Attorney Fred Suhler; bridge repair was listed in the paper.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; yes, there are some repairs needed on the bridge. I would like to have a guarantee; we are working with state to add language for major repairs. It would be the same as with townships; small cities under 5000 people would have a cost ceiling. We will continue to work to get the bill passed. There is also state bonding dollars available. Councilor Nathan Hartung; has a concern with the culverts.  They will be repaired, extended or replaced. 1.6 million dollars will be spent on this project.  Set meeting for February 20th at 7:00. It will be posted website, post office, and City Hall. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to set meeting February 20th at 7:00pm, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – January 10,2013
2. Casey’s Sign Variance; P&Z motioned to approve the two and for them to redesign there exiting pole sign, and deny the two extra signs, Doug Gillard will replace Carol Olson.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve Doug as a Planning & Zoning member, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; all in favor motion carried.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve the back of the back of building sign and the entrance sign, approve the two signs, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.   The second pole sign and one in the corner were denied.
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Minutes- meeting canceled because it was  Christmas Day   
2. Water Assessment:  flooded homes request for reimbursement.  Flooded homes requested to be reimbursed the assessment fee.  It is difficult, but bottom line is that the water line was put in by the city in front of and for those homes.  At the same time the city is losing because they won’t be on the system.  It is a lose lose situation.  It is difficult to force the rest of the resident tax payers to pay for it for them.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; it seemed as though they paid for it up front, they didn’t pay for what would be credited back. Each homeowner was given an offer on their home and could dispute the amount.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to deny request for reimbursement, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried.
