The meeting was called to order at 7:00pm.

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.

Three calls for public forum, no one came forward and it was closed at 7:06pm.

B. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs: 0
2. Have members attending Riverland fire school and Sky warn spotter training this month in Zumbrota.

3.  Attending Olmsted County Emergency Responders and Wabasha County Mutual Aid meetings. 
4.   Received $500 donation from Kwik Trip to Relief Assoc.

C.  FIRST RESPONDERS ~ Jeff Allhiser, 1st Responder Director
1. Runs: 7 Township
2. Pagers that are older will be null and void in June.  They are $525 each and they need 10 of them. They will also apply for grants. Can the gambling tax be used from the gambling general fund, the tax is designated in the budget.

3. Township agreement: the amount was increased to $8000. Can the 2000 be used for training renewals? Looking at April or May.  Whatever is left could be used for pagers.  Training and pagers will be used out of the $2000. 
D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director 
1.  There was a meeting last Thursday; they talked about Rochester alerts. The system is a notifyer system it is a sub group; you can use it by text and e-mail.  Mike Bromberg would do training on using the system for notifying other members. Council will decide who should be trained and will contact Pat to set it up.  Go to Rochester alerts page and add information on the civilian side. They want to add the information for a targeted area for evacuations in case of incidents.  Kevin Torgerson did supply Pat with a radio.
E. PERSONNEL*
1. Meeting Update:  Wednesday, March 7,2012 
2. New Hire:  there were just fewer than 40 applicants; applications were reviewed by staff and the personnel committee.  A dozen were chosen for closer review and four were scheduled for interviews. Two were chosen to be decided upon by full council. Applicant A is recommended for hire with Applicant B as an alternative. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve applicant A and applicant B if applicant A doesn’t accept, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Evelyn Mohlke Resignation: effective April 30, 2012; council needs to determine a course of action on park operations for the season. Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to accept Evelyn’s resignation Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.  Mayor Kevin McDermott: They have been a huge part of the park and will be missed.

2. Resolution 2012 -4 City Sign; permit:  color scheme for sign and brick needs to be chosen and 
ordered. Mayor Kevin McDermott  motioned to pass Resolution 2012-4 for the MNDOT 
sign permit, Councilor Nathan Hartung  second, voice vote: ayes: Mayor Kevin 
McDermott, Councilor Doug Gillard, Councilor Nathan Hartung, motion passes.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Kevin McDermott 
1. Meeting Minutes  2-15-12 & 3-7-12
2.  Vendors on private property; Ordinance change:  Gold Rush is recommending a new city ordinance which requires homeowner’s to purchase a gathering permit ($25) for Gold Rush weekend.  One of the concerns is safety and organization and allowing people early setup. This addresses more control to the vendors that will be coming in.  An ordinance was created by the Gold Rush Committee and is being put to P&Z. It is recommended by the Gold Rush Committee.  Property owners will be required to pay a gathering permit for Gold Rush weekend. This will allow for better security and set up times, and will eliminate the traffic control issues. This is being brought to city council and given to the attorney for review.  Attorney Fred Suhler looked at it I can fix the wording to fit existing ordinances.  He has stated in the past that it is difficult to deal with and a number of people will be upset.   This will not be self executed process and law enforcement will have to ticket them and the county attorney will prosecute them. At the public hearing they will explain to the people why the ordinance is being proposed and if there are a lot of complaints, it will have to be revisited.  As it is it is unregulated and the city is not liable, the regulation requires responsibility; if you pass a law it will need to be enforced.  That will require law enforcement and the Olmsted County Attorney.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to allow Attorney Fred Suhler to look at and correct the language of the ordinance and hold a public hearing, Councilor Doug Gillard second, discussion; hold a public hearing, take a chance this is a tough line to walk; being on council and Gold Rush. This has been an ongoing issue.  Council will find out what the citizens say. All in favor, motion carried. Buttons:  Gold Rush will selling them as a novelty item and will hold a giveaway contest. All three days at noon, must be present to win. A raffle may or may not be exempt and may need a permit through the state.  
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting  Minutes – no quorum
2. Oronoco Park: camping permit due $232.64 for 17 weeks, policy changes.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the camping permit, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried.  It has been talked of doing an honor system or a camp host; the honor system to start.  The city will notify the sheriff for additional sweeps through the park. See how it goes can adjust as needed.  Roof needs to be looked at.

K. PUBLIC WORKS*
1. Well Sealing Grant: in progress
2. City Shop: CIP schedule and proposed site review.  City hall location is recommended.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to accept the site at the city hall west of Schad Tracy, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Well Repairs: as the city doesn’t possess the title to the well house PFA will not reopen the loan for the repairs needed.  The final close out on the loan is September 21, 2012 which means that the title would need to be received, the repair would need to be complete and billed, and all documentation would need to be submitted to PFA by August 30, 2012 for possible payment. Hold off with the repairs and try to include in next year’s budget.
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. County Turn back Meeting; March 19, 1:00pm.  There will be additional meetings. There is a series of turnbacks in conjunction with Elk Run. County Road 12 will be turned back to the city and the township will also receive some roads and will work with the city to share responsibility.  The other road was MN Ave. The county has a proposal to reclaim and repave and turn it over to the city in the year 2013.  They would give cash or do the repairs.  The bridge and the road itself present a large amount of liability and we are unsure of the options. Attorney Fred Suhler should look at the options as it is a state aid road. There is the maintenance, snow plowing, crack filling, culverts, ditch cleaning, and what will it take to bring them up to a standard that the city would take it over.  The bridge would be a large expense.  Bring findings from Attorney Fred Suhler for the next meeting. And set special meeting in May to deal with item.  There are some drainage issues and making it an urban roadway was discussed.
2. Lake Shady Ave: gravel on roads from trucks pulling out from the People’s location. Councilor Nathan Hartung:  this shouldn’t be on a constant basis as the gravel is compacted the less that will be pulled out into the road.  The responsibility for clean up.  City Engineer Joe Palen  suggested that People’s Coop sweep as needed. Councilor Nathan Hartung  motioned to send a letter to People’s Coop for cleanup and compacting the gravel,  Councilor Doug Gillard  second, motions carried.  Mayor Kevin McDermott abstained from the vote..
3. Asphalt Repairs; 1st Street NE, Oronoco Park driveway:  three areas on 1st Street NE are in need of repair with a total estimate of $21,824.  A second bid was received by Aslakson’s Blacktopping for $12796.80. There is $15,000 in the streets budget.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve  the Aslakson  bid for the repair of 1st Street NE, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Street Sweeping:  Wigham $1895, Rochester Service Co. $850 recommend spot sweeping.  It was also suggested that once we receive a good spring rain that it may not be necessary to sweep any of the roads. Hold off one more month.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – February 9, 2012
2. P&Z recommends the approval of the zone change. There are issues that will be covered by the CUP.  Neighbors didn’t have a problem with the change.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve the zone change to M1, Councilor Doug Gillard second, discussion: Mayor Kevin McDermott has concerns as it isn’t part of the future land use plans. It was discussed with requiring a CUP and the parameters that will be set. There is also a concern with the road, it was a cart path and was just paved recently. Traffic and load on the road could be an issue.  The traffic should be low density; no semis, two axle trucks only.  There is a buffer around the area and it will not be a visual problem. Reconstructed the road cost effectively, it isn’t built for commercial traffic. There will be 36 storage unites.  Jeff: every five years will add 30 units. There is potential for growth.  There is not a huge amount of traffic there is an occasional person that would store recreational items.  Pickups and U-hauls would be the most used vehicles.  If it developed into a residential neighborhood it would have more traffic; but it wouldn’t be U-hauls. They would work with the city.  The concern that he heard that it is not highly traveled.  The road could be addressed in a development agreement.  Didn’t remove the subsurface and there has been some cracking. Ayes: Councilor Nathan Hartung and Councilor Doug Gillard, Nayes: Mayor Kevin McDermott, motion passes.
