I. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Kevin McDermott called meeting to order at 7:00pm

II. ROLL CALL 

Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Doug Gillard, Attorney 
Fred Suhler, and Assistant City Clerk Rebecca McGuire. Absent: Councilor Nathan Hartung and 
Councilor Scott Keigley.
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA 

Councilor Doug Gillard made motion to approve the agenda, Mayor Kevin McDermott second 
motion, all in favor, motion carried.
IV. PUBLIC FORUM 
Kelly Parker, Fireworks Operator – Kelly began by talking about having a bigger and better fireworks show for Oronoco next year. “I have wanted to do this for years.” He said, “New real-estate helps. Indoor fireworks can be used for the show closer to the crowd. We have corporate sponsor to help with the funding. I have talked with some and have $700 in sponsors already. I would like to see the fireworks show advertised in the newsletter and add the corporate sponsors into the newsletter for recognition. We would also put in what they donated. I would like flyers made up too. Mazeppa is a $13,000 show and I am hoping to get a show more along that line.” Kelly thinks he can create it to be a more public experience. Such as having other cities come to Oronoco. “I get a $370 fee but I take $200 of it to put back into the budget to do the fireworks for the next year.” He states that he really enjoys the fireworks. Kelly is excited to make it bigger. He is looking for permission to increase the show for next year. Mayor Kevin McDermott said “Thank you for a great show already.”  Council has no problem with what he wants to do for next year.
Lenny Lorance, Rochester, MN – He is running for County Commissioner. Lenny has 12 years of experience. He has a list of things he is involved in. He also worked to rewrite ordinances. “I am looking to retire in 2 years from my full time work and I want to be more full time as a Commissioner.” He stays pretty involved with Olmsted County politics. “I would really like the opportunity for the position and thank you for your time.” Council thanked him.

V. DEPARTMENTS & COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Mike Morrow – was not present.
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs: 3, one fire was behind Tilly’s
2.  Having Riverland do Ethanol fire training this month. Dan states that the paid class comes out of the training budget. He thinks it is close to $600.
3.  Reviewing draft updated maps from the Rochester-Olmsted Planning Department. Dan said he is still working on it. It is taking longer than expected.
4. EAM coming the week of August 20th for pump tests/truck maintenance. Dan said that it might be an earlier date.
5. Dan let council know that they are investigating starting a fire explorer program, one of the members has a 14 year old son looking into the program. The Fire Department is at the very beginning stages investigating it. Rochester did theirs through the boy scouts and just ended their program. They are looking at going through boys scouts for Oronoco too.
C. FIRST RESPONDERS ~ Jeff Allhiser, 1st Responder Director – Dan Sundt spoke for them.
1. Runs:  8; 6 township, 2 city
2. Pull Tab Gambling License: $100. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the Pull Tab Gambling License, Councilor Doug Gillard second the motion, all in favor, motion carried.
D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director - Dan Sundt spoke for him too. He said there is nothing going on to report.
E. PERSONNEL
1. Meeting Update:  Wednesday, July 11, 2012,   
2. Reviews: Rebecca McGuire 6 month & annual, Cain Dolan annual, Tim Redepenning 
annual, Sandy Jessen annual.  Mayor Kevin McDermott states that the review was not in the packet so he can not show it to council. He goes on saying that Rebecca is doing really good. She knows her weak spots and is working on them. We agreed to 50 cents at 6 months and 50 cents for January for the yearly. Cain is up for his annual review. He is doing very good and is doing the majority of the labor. He thinks he started at $16 an hour. We are giving him a $2 adjustment. Tim and Sandy, we are looking at a 3 percent for the budget. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said “We can go into the League of MN for the raises and we did a lot of research for city size. We Increased 50 dollars for medical for full time employees and less for part time.” Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to except reviews as stated, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, no discussion, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Eastwood Bank Credit Cards: Sandy Jessen $2000, Tim Redepenning $2000, Cain Dolan 
$1000, Rebecca McGuire $1000 (when vested).  Cancel Wells Fargo Cards when completed. 
Mayor Kevin McDermott explained some of it further as to what we use them for. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said its day to day stuff. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he goes through the bills with Clerk Sandy Jessen. He encourages for others to look at it too. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion to accept Eastwood Bank Credit Cards for all employees, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried. 

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Resolution 2012-9 Appointing Additional Election Judges; Katie Dudley  & Julie Pendergrass 
Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion for Katie Dudley and Julie Pendergrass to be appointed as additional election judges, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried. 

2. Resolution 2012- 10 Street Vacation Glassenapp 145 2nd Street SW. Attorney Fred Suhler said “The resolution can’t be passed tonight.” Joe Palen brought out a map for council to look at. County is in process of acquiring part of the property of Mr. Glassenapp. Attorney Fred Suhler talked a little more about the vacated alley and access. “It is a complicated problem. Tom Canan has been working on ownership and he is out on leave.” They think part of the alley is not vacated on Rock Street. Joe Palen said “The County has been doing research and they cannot encroach on the lake bed.” Attorney Fred Suhler doesn’t think the county can acquire a fee interest in the alley. “County doesn’t have a right to say they own it now.” He doesn’t think the vacate changes the ownership. The plat they have is too old to really look at. His advice is to take a step back, give the 60 day notice to the DNR. “We need DNR Commissioners input first. We need to comply.” Mayor Kevin McDermott worries about September not being a lot of time for construction. Joe Palen said they need a septic system. Attorney Fred Suhler gave an example of another situation as a basis to help this situation. Mayor Kevin McDermott asks what the boundaries are. Attorney Fred Suhler explains the boundaries. Joe Palen asks if it’s reasonable to grant it subject to approval of the county. Attorney Fred Suhler doesn’t agree with that. Joe Palen stated that if it doesn’t get accepted, then go through DNR? Mayor Kevin McDermott is looking at a way to do the 60 day deal and approve the easement on contingent and that way if it approves, that they don’t have to wait longer for another meeting. Attorney Fred Suhler explains the problems with that plan. His advice is to set a hearing as soon as you can. “They have no right to put a drain field on the easement and it doesn’t function as an access to the lake. You need to give DNR 60 days. Just in case they think it interferes with public access. City needs to give 2 weeks’ notice for the special hearing.” Mayor Kevin McDermott said he just wants to work with our citizens. Attorney Fred Suhler said “You and the citizens are victims to something you have no control over.” Mayor Kevin McDermott went ahead to get the street vacation going. He is looking at a meeting on the 9th; Schedule it for 5:30. Council agrees with that time and date. Mayor Kevin McDermott sets a Special Public Hearing for August 9th, 2012 for 5:30pm on Resolution 2012- 10 Street Vacation Glassenapp 145 2nd Street SW.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Kevin McDermott 
1. Meeting Minutes –  June 20, 2012 passed
2. Lot Fee; $25 passed last fall. This is part of the fee schedule ordinance and part of the budget, it is for the maintenance of the lawns of city owned property used by DOGR – Mayor Kevin McDermott said “There was some confusion on this I would like to reverse.” Attorney Fred Suhler said “You can pass an ordinance to undue that ordinance. I think you made an ordinance for that.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said “To get out of it takes more to get into.” Attorney Fred Suhler said “It is the same but you have to pass an ordinance to over ride a previous ordinance.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein had a few more questions to clarify. Attorney Fred Suhler explained the process further. Mayor Kevin McDermott said “We need to draft an ordinance to remove that and get it published.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said “It has to be for September.”  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to draft a new ordinance and have Attorney Fred Suhler write it up, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second motion, all in favor, motion carried. 
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting Minutes:   July 9, 2012.  Lance – “I was asked to come up with a budget. It was received in the packet.” He asked if anyone had questions. “The tennis court came in around $6000 and we were thinking we would love to have it but not this year. I would like to keep it on the list but it is not in the budget for this year.” Councilor Doug Gillard suggests prioritizing what we want more and shoot for that. Mayor Kevin McDermott agrees. Lance said that they will make a list of the more important ones to the least important for what they want done.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair*
1. Lake Bed Weeds; this issue has been brought to the county’s attention by a resident – resident not present. Mayor Kevin McDermott asks if everyone has seen the letter from Tom Canan about the weed bed. Council said no. Councilor Doug Gillard said “Mustard is growing out there now that the bed is dried up and now it needs to be addressed.” Mayor Kevin McDermott said he doesn’t know what we can do at the present time. He explained the property lines to Councilor Doug Gillard. Discussion continued about the weeds and what should get mowed. County is working with owners to figure out property lines. Attorney Fred Suhler suggests the homeowner be responsible for their properties. Councilor Doug Gillard said “DNR should take care of it.” Attorney Fred Suhler said “It is more complicated than that.” He explains that further. Mayor Kevin McDermott wants to do something. Councilor Doug Gillard asks about maybe drafting a letter? Mayor Kevin McDermott wants to make a motion to do something. He is not sure where to draw the line. “It’s in limbo; it’s not cities property yet.” Attorney Fred Suhler was addressed to help and he feels it is to take the heat off the county. Councilor Doug Gillard talked more about the weeds. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said “First its ownership we need to address.” Kelly asked who planted the seeds. “Shouldn’t they be responsible too?” Mayor Kevin McDermott doesn’t want it complicated. “At present time, send a letter to the county saying we don’t feel comfortable dealing with the weeds until the property ownership has been decided.”

 Joe Palen gave an update on Lake Shady, on the design process for the lake bed. It is scheduled for August 9th, 2012 at 6:30p.m. in Rochester presented by Zumbro Water Shed. He would like the same presentation to be held in Oronoco. “What about meeting the 15th?” Mayor Kevin McDermott said it’s Gold Rush. “Meet after Gold Rush?” Discussion on times and meetings between council took place. Joe Palen said it should be advertised. Councilor Doug Gillard suggests the last two weeks. Council decided the presentation is set for August 29th, 2012 at 7:00pm at City Hall. One of the council members suggested sending a letter to Julie.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER


 Mayor Kevin McDermott said there is nothing at the present time.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. Well Sealing Grant: in progress
2. MN Recovers grant submission; final in July Mayor Kevin McDermott said “There is one final submission before the end of July and then this grant will be closed out.  Because there were remaining funds I have contacted the state to pay out to residents costs that were above the state allotted amount.” 
3. Two city wells sealed; 75% cost covered by grant. 
4. Well Repairs: FYI on the ongoing bearing.
5. Fire Hydrant markers for River Park, Cedar Woodlands and Lake Shady Ave/Peoples Co Op 
$1,032.00 for 48 markers.  Mayor Kevin McDermott makes motion to purchase 48 markers, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.   
6. CIP City Shop; building location. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he had no luck getting anywhere with the building. “It doesn’t meet the code. It was too expensive just for the engineering alone and then you get the bid. I am frustrated and we have done what we could do. We need to proceed with the city shop, the bond money is approved. There were a couple people who mentioned not liking the location; we need to utilize city property instead of purchasing more property. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made motion to move forward with the new city shop, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried. 
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. County Turn back: Meeting July 13. Mayor Kevin McDermott and Clerk Sandy Jessen met with Mike Sheehan and Chad Schuman about this. Kevin explains the turn back to the audience. “We have not heard back from MnDOT about the passing lane. We have an agreement but it is not formalized as of yet. In township it turns into a dead end. It will be little traffic. I want to re-evaluate this. Minnesota Avenue turn to past Pat Hall’s place all the way down; I won’t except unless it’s a full blown rebuild. Things need to be redone. I will stay on top of this.”

 On bridge – county states that all bridges, cities with under 5000 citizens, they use bonding dollars. Township went to get legislature’s approval that there would be a cap at 10,000 for whatever needs to be done to a bridge. Joe Palen explains the bonding funds. Engineering is a bigger ticket item; it could be 100s of thousands of dollars.  There is no guarantee that that will be done in the future. We are throwing around a few concepts to lower liability for the city. Joe goes into the costs further. It was repaired 94 years ago and a few repairs were done in the 70’s. Mayor Kevin McDermott said they will inspect at no charge to the city. He will meet with legislatures at the end of the month and keep up with this. Joe Palen said the meeting was good and we are making progress. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we came up short with lake shady. As long as they agree to what we ask for and it’s done right, it’s a big undertaking for the city. We are going to continue meeting, turn back won’t be till next fall.
2. CSAH 12 Reconstruction; council will look into it and decide what to do.
3. MNDOT offer: $7500 water reservoir .41 acres of .85 acres, City paid $67,000. The city can order another appraisal and will be reimbursed up to $1500 by MNDOT – Mayor Kevin McDermott explained this a little. Attorney Fred Suhler said to just say no. He explained a little further his reasoning. Joe Palen said there is a dry pond at the bottom of the parcel. Attorney Fred Suhler doesn’t think they will be as generous to us as we were buying it. Mayor Kevin McDermott asks what the process is now. Can we get another appraisal? Will we be reimbursed up to 1500? Joe Palen said to call the same person that appraised the tower site. Attorney Fred Suhler said he’s not so sure about that. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein makes motion to get another appraisal. Mayor Kevin McDermott second, all in favor, motion carried. 
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – June 14, 2012
2. Street Vacation; Glassenapp, requires voice vote – discussion was mentioned above.
3. Oronoco Crossings 10 acre parcel.  Set city council public hearing for final plat. Councilor Doug Gillard proposed to set the public hearing for August 9th, 2012 at 6:00pm. Audience member, Bill from McGhie and Bets came forward to ask why another hearing had to be set. Councilor Doug Gillard thinks we might not have to have one going back threw his paperwork. Attorney Fred Suhler looked up ordinances. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein started looking too. “We don’t want to have more meetings than we have to then.” McGhie and Betts representative, Bill states that Sandy mapped it out for them and there was a date set, so they didn’t think they needed to do another meeting. 
Took 5 min recess at 8:25pm – went back to June 26th meeting to re-evaluate. 
Open at 8:40 – discussion continues between council on the closest date we can hold a public meeting. Joe Palen made recommendations on things that still need to be filed and other things they looked at that need to be done: Such as a revised insurance. The letter of credit has expired. A small discussion took place between Joe Palen and Bill. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we can do the 6th if we have a quorum, or call to see if we can have one on the weekend. McGhie and Bets representative Frank said “A few days won’t matter. We need to keep things on track. We are on a time crunch.” Mayor Kevin McDermott apologizes for how this went. He will talk with Sandy about the issue. The date is set for the Public Hearing on the 9th of August at 6:00pm for Oronoco Crossings 10 acre parcel. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said no one has objections; we all want to see this.
4. Public Hearings set: CUP & Preliminary Plat. P&Z is set for August 9th for CW III, requested additional information and a rezone on the Kuehn property.
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Minutes- canceled meeting 
2. 24 Water Meters; $4700 total. Needs motion. Will come out of the WAC/SAC fund – Councilor Skyler Breitenstein makes motion to approve the 24 water meters, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried. 
VI. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
A. Letter from Resident:  Councilor Doug Gillard suggest sending letter back to say city will work with her. Council re-evaluated the letter. Attorney Fred Suhler said “Have we taken any action so far to enforce the misdemeanor?” Council said no. Council deiced to let it go for now.
VII. UNFINISHED BUSINESS*
A. Landscaping around sign. Council decided it needs edging and mulch. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein suggests getting solar lights and not have electrical at this point. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asks “Should we have Tim and Cain work with you Mayor Kevin McDermott?” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein makes motion for $350 for mulch and solar lights, Councilor Doug Gillard second, all in favor, motion carried. 
VIII. NEW BUSINESS*
A. 2013 Budget; preliminary numbers 
B. PFA Payment: from WAC/SAC $30,000 balance from water fund. Needs motion – PFA payment.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein makes motion to accept PFA payment, Mayor Kevin McDermott second, all in favor, motion carried. 
C. Kelly Parker:  $600 sponsors for additional fireworks; he will find the sponsors. Spoke during forum. Council talked more about where the fireworks get launched from.
