I. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Kevin McDermott called meeting to order at 7:03pm.
II. ROLL CALL

Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Doug Gillard, Attorney Fred Suhler, and Assistant City Clerk Rebecca McGuire. Absent: Councilor Nathan Hartung and Councilor Scott Keigley. Mayor Kevin McDermott mentions that Councilor Nathan Hartung is on his way.
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Additions: VI.A. - 6th Lane NE request for street sweeping






VI.B - SEMCHRA to appoint Joe Wheeler to execute the demo contract with Fitzgerald.
Kevin added V.H. 3 to the agenda. Councilor Doug Gillard made a motion to accept the approval of the agenda, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, ALL IN FAVOR, Motion Carried.

IV. PUBLIC FORUM 
Mary Hoeft – City of Byron Administrator. Spoke about the City of Byron having two building officials, one being a limited building official. The limited official cannot work commercial jobs with architectural drawings. The city didn’t want to jump into hiring because of the economy. The city will work under Tommy Thompson as the building official. The contract between Byron and Oronoco will not change. Both parties had to agree to the contract when there was a change. Byron is still doing things the same way they have always done it. Byron can put something in writing so the City of Oronoco can verify the contract. Council thanked Mary and stated they had no problems with anything Mary proposed.
Note: The laptop used for taking the minutes was having issues. There was a discussion between Council and Assistant City Clerk Rebecca McGuire as to how to proceed. The meeting was all taken by hand.

Mayor Kevin McDermott announced 2nd call for public forum.

Shawn Hunskor – 415 2 Ave. NW – “I live right behind the park.” Shawn continues, “I wanted to have a presence there at the park, such as Mr. Dolan. I would like it to be 12 months instead of 6 mo. on and then 6mo. off.” Council thanked him for his time.
Carol Gunderson – 220 4 Street NW – “I want to echo what Shawn said.” Carol said. “It’s important to have someone there because it is historical and having it vacant causes problems. We left our place vacant for a time and came back to water damage. You don’t want that. Trust me. I would like to see Cain there all year round as well.” Council thanked Carol for her time.
Mayor Kevin McDermott announced 3rd call for public forum.

Mayor Kevin McDermott closed public forum at 7:10pm.

V. DEPARTMENTS & COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Mike Morrow. Not present.
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs: First Responder responded to 2 car accident calls in case of extrication/extra help was needed.
2. Training pay. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein and Dan Sundt discussed training and the expenses with training. Dan wants to bring it up at the budget meeting. Mayor Kevin McDermott said, “We will put it in the budget talk.” Dan said, “We would like to see compensation for weekend training. Not that they joined for the money but we are asking them to give up their weekend.”
3. Truck maintenance/EAM update. Dan Sundt stated that the trucks have all passed the test on the two main pumpers. One pumper is 20 years old. That one is leaking. The Fire Department will have to make a plan. It’s significant damage. They can’t fix it on site. They will have to figure out how to get rid of the truck for a week. The estimate was too much money. So they are waiting. Anticipating on waiting for the beginning of the year to see where the fire department is at that time. “It is our main engine and it has to be fixed at some point.” Dan said. Mayor Kevin McDermott invited Dan to the budget workshop meeting to go over it then. Mayor Kevin McDermott and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said it is something we will plan for.
Councilor Nathan Hartung arrived at 7:13pm.

C. FIRST RESPONDERS ~ Jeff Allhiser, 1st Responder Director
1. Runs:  10; 5 City & 5 Township. Jeff talked about the runs. He also asked council if they knew the timeline with MnDOT? He would like the time line on the construction. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he would talk to MnDOT to find out. 
2. People’s Coop Grant $2500; 5 pagers purchased. Small discussion went on about the grant. Jeff stated that they now have enough pagers for everyone and have 2 extras. Council thanked him.
D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director. Not present.
E. PERSONNEL
1. Meeting Update:  Wednesday, August 1, 2012. Mayor Kevin McDermott and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said they had nothing to add.

1. Meeting Minutes –  July 18, 2012 & August 1, 2012
Mayor Kevin McDermott said, “It’s here!” The crowd laughed. “There was an issue with garbage this year, so for next year, we want bids for prices. We have good entertainment this year. I know I am looking forward to it. Community service workers are here. Joanne is in charge. If anyone is passing by, stop in to see how it’s going.”
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting  Minutes:   meeting canceled.
2. Oronoco Park Tree trimming; Mayor Kevin McDermott explained that the bill was $665.30. It was over the approved amount of $500 by $165.30. Councilor Doug Gillard made a motion to approve paying the $665.30. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second motion, ALL IN FAVOR, Motion carried.
3. Mayor Kevin McDermott added the caretaker position as an addition under approval of agenda. Mayor Kevin McDermott said, “Cain is doing a good job. We have had glitches with the phone, but we are working on it. It’s a bad position to put a man in to find a new place every 6 months. A lot of citizens came forward to have him there year round.” Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Park Caretaker Cain Dolan to live at the park house year round. Councilor Doug Gillard second, discussion on pay was started with Councilor Skyler Breitenstein about off months, moving every 6mo., and stability. Mayor Kevin McDermott reminded council there was a motion on the table. ALL IN FAVOR, Motion Carried. Mayor Kevin McDermott adds that, “We should get a phone line back in the house and have internet because of the emails for the park. So there are no problems with communication.” Councilor Doug Gillard said he should be fully in charge of reservations with the park. Park Caretaker Cain Dolan has concerns about council switching and the new councilors not agreeing with him being in the house. Cain said, “What if I’m out in a month or shorter. I would like a grace period to find a new place.” Councilor Doug Gillard asked about having it 60 days? Councilor Nathan Hartung suggests having a yearly contract and explains his reasoning. Attorney Fred Suhler Said, “He would be the only city employee that can’t be let go for a year. We don’t have that for any other of our employees. Same could go for Cain to give us a year notice if he is looking for a new job.” A discussion went on between council about having a contract or not. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein explained the temporary agreement that is in place and if council should move it into a permanent position? Discussion continues about contracts and adequate notice. Councilor Doug Gillard suggests tabling the details for later. Councilor Nathan Hartung went back to the concerns with a new council coming in and that the current council should have something in place. Attorney Fred Suhler said “The concern is the housing. He could still do the job without living at the house. What about a lease with the house? We should separate the job and the house. Give it 30 or 60 days notice to move out.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said council should work under the premise to work on it at personnel? Councilor Doug Gillard said “We have a motion on the table, we need to discuss it.” Mayor Kevin McDermott said “We passed him to live there year round. What about 60 or 90 days?” Councilor Nathan Hartung said “Let’s discuss it at personnel.” Mayor Kevin McDermott asked council if everyone agreed on the phone and internet to be put in the house. Council agreed with having phone and internet put in the house.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair*
1.   Zumbro River Restoration Project Update; completed RFP solicitation, completed wetland determination, past due cultural resources report, continuing to monitor wells and environmental review of Lakebed sediment by MnDOT.  City Engineer Joe Palen said the Watershed meeting is on August 29, 2012 at 7:00pm. The location will be at the Community Hall. “We will have more information after that meeting.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein thanked Joe for the reminder.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER. Moved passed this topic.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. Well Sealing Grant: in progress. It ends December of this year.
2. MN Recovers grant submission; closed. Everyone has received final payment. This was for those affected by the flood. Final disbursements were sent out.
3. Well Repairs are being discussed at budget meeting.
4. Air Conditioner quotes for City Office; bids enclosed. DMC $3375. Superior $2150. Both don’t include electrical work which would be approximately $500. Mayor Kevin McDermott said, “We need something done for Rebecca and Sandy. The unit we have is a turtle and breaks down easily.” He explains the bids. “We like to see this part taken care of. We have a little money. We have talked about replacing in this room (community center) too.” Councilor Doug Gillard asked why not a window unit? Mayor Kevin McDermott said “Windows are too big. We can’t go through another season the way it is.” Councilor Doug Gillard asked why not cutting the glass out and having it fit? Councilor Skyler Breitenstein talked about an email from Sandy with just a new unit like the one in the office in the $1000 range. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he is open to all options. Discussion between council went on about cost, different units, and space in the office. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said “We should put a cap on not exceeding superiors bid.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion for air for City Hall to be capped at $2150 or less of a cost and to have Public works Tim Redepenning investigate prices for a wall/window unit since it’s going on clearance, Councilor Doug Gillard second, ALL IN FAVOR, Motion carried.
5. CIP City Shop. 5 bids were received for engineering, three were very close. Stantec $24,200 plus $1000 reimbursable expenses capped, Armon $33,450, Brunton $30,600, Kane & Johnson $22,150 plus bidding and construction admin $4070 (bidding not broke down from construction), Terry Grubbs $22,340 plus reimbursable expenses (no cap). Mayor Kevin McDermott said that money is tight and explained bids. He would like to stick with our engineer (Stantec). “I am comfortable with our firm and it’s the best bid.” Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Stantec for City Shop Engineer, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein seconds, ALL IN FAVOR, motion carried.
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. CSAH 12 Reconstruction; MnDOT is incorporating the 650’ turn lane. Mayor Kevin McDermott explained what the situation was. That they are on a time crunch and they agreed to the 650 turn lane to cemetery hill. There will be a stop sign at the top. This is just an FYI.
2. MNDOT offer: $7500 water reservoir .41 acres of .85 acres, City paid $67,000. City would like to negotiate a higher offer. The appraiser thought negotiating would be a better option for the city. Mayor Kevin McDermott said, “We want to renegotiate.” He explained the situation. “City would have to incorporate $1500 on top of price for an appraiser; we want a higher price as a better offer.” Mayor Kevin McDermott made motion to request more money. Discussion went on as to what to ask for. Councilor Doug Gillard asked, “Do we have a choice whether to sell or not?” Joe said, “No. We have to sell.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein wants a number. Councilor Nathan Hartung asked what the appraisal price is. Joe explained what was being sold. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to ask for 10,000. Councilor Doug Gillard second. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asked it to be higher, to double it. Then if they talk it down we can settle at 10,000. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein amends it to 12,500. ALL IN FAVOR, motion carried.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – July 9, 2012. Councilor Doug Gillard reviewed Peoples Energy Cooperative’s final plat, motion is approved, and Planning and Zoning recommend it to the city. Planning and Zoning approved Cedar point as well and recommend that to the City. City Engineer Joe Palen reviewed the grading plan and there have been a few modifications. Made comments about the water main and working with the developer. Extend from Minnesota Ave. to Cedar Woodlands. It doesn’t impact the preliminary plat. Also talked about 18’ of bed rock out there. Doesn’t think it will impact anything. Councilor Nathan Hartung made a motion to approve the preliminary plat. Councilor Doug Gillard second. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he would like to see this go, if everyone is comfortable and there are no hurdles… City Engineer Joe Palen said, “No, we are working with the developer.” McGhie and Betts representatives Tom Gauthier and Bill Bleckwenn asked if they can set up a meeting to work the minor issues out (between McGhie & Betts and Stantec). Tom also invited Councilor Nathan Hartung to attend the meeting. Councilor Nathan Hartung said he would like to attend the meeting for Planning & Zoning. They will be in contact with each other. ALL IN FAVOR, Motion carried.
2. Preliminary Plat; CW III, P & Z recommends approval. 
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Minutes- July 24, 2012. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said, “Lawrie and Floyd Whitaker were there. Talked about rehashing, in conjunction with the job, about the letters on the pumping report. It was a request to send out to pumpers and homeowners.”
2. Pumping reports – Councilor Doug Gillard doesn’t want letters going out to those who are current. City Engineer Joe Palen said the city clerk’s have been keeping really good records. Mayor Kevin McDermott makes a motion to approve the letter.
3. Septic Ordinance / Proposed Fine; $200. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein discussed a misdemeanor for more than the cost to have it pumped. Councilor Doug Gillard said, “We should fine pumpers too, those who didn’t turn the report in, not just the homeowners.” Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said that council can discuss it at the workshop but motion is to send out the letter. City Engineer Joe Palen went on to explain the letter that was just sent out and the mishap with the phone # being wrong. People may still contact him. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to send out the letter but not a fee as of yet, Councilor Doug Gillard second, ALL IN FAVOR, motion carried.
VI. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
B. 6th Lane NE request for street sweeping. There is remaining gravel from the seal coating project and winter sanding; $350 Rochester Service. Mayor Kevin McDermott explains that for whatever reason it never did get swept. Mayor Kevin McDermott made motion to accept Rochester Service to sweep for $350. It is past warrantee time. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, ALL IN FAVOR, Motion carried.
C. SEMCHRA; Mayor Kevin McDermott explained that they need to appoint Joe Wheeler to execute the demo contract with Fitzgerald. Councilor Nathan Hartung made a motion to approve Joe Wheeler, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, Councilor Doug Gillard asked about the pay? City Engineer Joe Palen explained how that works. Councilor Doug Gillard asked how many homes? City Engineer Joe Palen said, “5 here and 46 total. Those are Pine Island and township.” Councilor Doug Gillard asked, “After it is Demoed who owns it?” Mayor Kevin McDermott said the city does. City Engineer Joe Palen said it will go to green space. The City can’t build there again. Councilor Nathan Hartung said you could do something like a flow though gazebo/shelter but that’s about it. ALL IN FAVOR, motion carried.
VII. UNFINISHED BUSINESS*
A. Landscaping around sign; completed. Mayor Kevin McDermott explained that public works Tim Redepenning went out and finished the mulching and lights. Councilor Doug Gillard said it looks nice. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said it really dresses the sign up.
VIII. NEW BUSINESS*
A. 2013 Budget; preliminary numbers set workshop August 30th or September 6. Councilor Nathan Hartung said he is fine with the 30th. Councilor Doug Gillard said it works for him too. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein shook his head yes in agreement. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked for the earliest time. Councilor Doug Gillard said 6:00pm. Council agreed with 6:00pm.
