D.  MPCA/DNR request for monitoring equipment installation; they will be at both branches of 
the river.  There will be a metal box on the bank and there is a conduit trenched into the river 
and it will monitor the stage of the river and will check water quality and the flow of the 
water. It is fed back to the DNR.  It is at no cost to the city. They will move them later if they 
are deemed in the way.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to grant the DNR permission 
Mayor Kevin McDermott second all in favor, motion carried.

A. Ditches: estimates; recommends enlarging the culverts.  Send out a letter with the recommendation for enlarging the culverts.  What if they are cleaned now and they continue to fill up.  Tim can try to flush the culverts out. A jetter would clean it out.  The culverts have no aprons and some are crushed.  Joe Palen; they should be replaced. With aprons it would be $550 - $600. Each person would cost approximately $1500 - $2000.  Require the homeowners’ to replace their culverts.  Councilor Doug Gillard would argue that nothing has ever been done.  Clean the ditch and jet out the culverts.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; in the interest of not throwing huge bills at the homeowner’s, motioned to have the ditch reshaped,  Mayor Kevin McDermott second; an amendment would be to draft a letter to residents what the city will do one time and if it doesn’t work they will be required to replace the culverts. All in favor, motion carried.  Tim also include that the row will be also trimmed back.
