2. Water Fees; recommend higher rate on usage over 4000 gallons. Bigger facilities and businesses use more water. Fee schedule will be approved in December. Water and sewer will give a set recommendation.
3. Water Budget: received $11,000 for land near reservoir. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to use the payment towards the water fund budget deficit, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried.
4. Second Well discussion; it would ideal to have a second well and would like to open up dialog with Jech on the well in River Park.  Attorney Fred Suhler; it is difficult to discuss in a public meeting, he has a well that doesn’t do him any good and it would be helpful to the city.  He is unlikely to give the well to the city.  It would need to be figured out how to pay for it.  We are aware of the issue but financially our hands are tied.  Open to discussion of where we go from here. There are some ideas for financing programs. PFA: go back for restructuring. We are on the intended use plan.  The funding mechanism would cost you more but for a larger loan may make sense.
5. TAG (Tech. Assistance Grant); completed the field work, mapping, permits, and there is a spreadsheet that shows all the information. Completing the design  and it will be brought back in January
6. City Master Plan (incl. W& S): water & sewer system. Provide treatment for the city and its growth. It focuses on the downtown and then expands it to the rest of the city.  It will be discussed after the 1st of the year.  Jech has another street to go thru and it will open up discussions with him.
