III. RELOLUTION 2012-7: Certifying for Collection a Water Connection Charge
Clay Wittlief property discussion:  The water was turned on and maintenance has turned it off twice. Clay wanted to bring water into the building so if the sand point well went bad in the winter he could connect.  Attorney Fred Suhler; then you have already connected and there is no dispute that you’re connected. Mayor Kevin McDermott; there should have been permits pulled, we are here to assess the connection to the property taxes.  Clay; tried to have it cut in half. The city should have had Dallman assess. There was no reason that they were exempted. If he had to pay the $3100 this would be a done deal and you’re trying to throw us under the bus.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; try to take the personal thing out; when the assessment was done the building was storage there and the exemption was made because they were never going to have water there.   Councilor Nathan Hartung; It (the connection fee) should have been disclosed when the property was purchased. It was disclosed. You have a gripe with the seller not the city of Oronoco. We are abiding by the ordinance.  Clay; they should have come and looked at the building then, there is a sink and a toilet.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; you said it was not connected.  Clay; it was in the building not connected.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; the gripe is with the seller, I have been in a similar situation where there were errors and omissions. If it was disclosed just prior to the sale you probably didn’t have to buy it.  As city council we have to do what’s right for the citizens of Oronoco.  Attorney Fred Suhler; there is another problem; you’re a plumber and you don’t have a permit. The problem was that council was told that you didn’t need to connect.  Clay; Who’d the city have connect?  Councilor Nathan Hartung; try to act within the parameters here, I believe you have gripe and recommend you look at action against the seller.  I can understand your plight talk to the seller.   Councilor Doug Gillard motioned to approve the Resolution 2012-7 certifying for collection of the water connection, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; discussion: Mayor Kevin McDermott; when we talked before you had an opportunity to wait until 2014 but now that it’s been connected that’s why we’re back here again.
