Council discussion on which days that work best for everyone.  Should Gold Rush be changed as well or set for a different night as the meeting is not allowed to run long. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to move the Regular City Council meeting to the 3rd Tuesday at 7:00pm. (Just in case Gold Rush changes to the same day.) Councilor Nathan Hartung second, discussion: Councilor Nathan Hartung; later works better for him, 7:00 works better, it is hard to make the Gold Rush meeting for him. All in favor, motion carried. 
IX.
City Shop

Discussion:  the city received an update today.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: has a number of concerns, met with Clerk Sandy Jessen and Tim Redepenning to look at some of the things that were not spec’d out as requested.  Some of the items would add cost to the project. They added a metal structure and a mezzanine level.  The in floor heat was an alternate, not base, the in floor heat would save on heating costs. The flooring was supposed to be concrete and VCT tile would be an alternate to the office area, the pressure washer was not part of the original spec, and iron clad window were spec’d when vinyl would be sufficient. There was a certain amount of money from the city of Rochester; Oronoco will get about 130,000.  It is required to benefit the whole city. It must be used for CIP and it will be divided out in two years and it must be used within a certain amount of time.  This place is in need of repairs or should the city build a new structure for city hall.  For both public works and City Hall it would cost about $605,000. With the GO Bond of $350,000 plus the $130,000 the city could just build the general structure without finishing the offices completely. As money came in could finish the structure.  Looking at the specs for the public works building there are a number of items that need to be changed; we could add this to it.  We know Oronoco will grow; build with the idea of planning for the future and we could build the shell structure instead of doing an addition on later.  It may not be a popular idea but this additional money gives us a chance to do it.  The items need to be addressed whether or not the addition moves forward. By adding the addition it would push it out a few months, or if not it should be ready to bid next month. We would have to know how much waste would be in the engineering, or if it is saves money in the long run. Mayor Kevin McDermott; would like to see the rules for what the money could be used for. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein believes it is for economic development.  The city sales tax dollars that will be spread out to the area communities based on population. Councilor Nathan Hartung; the project manual is 455 pages long and extremely detailed.  If we were to expand it and would only be shell, there were soil borings done and there may be additional testing needed.  They would also have the drawings and the engineering expanded. There would probably additional fees but the fees paid so far would not be wasted; on the low side $6000 and on the high side $8000.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; haven’t had a chance to look at the new drawings and many of the changes have been made but Tim and Cain will be using this the most. If we have to wait it shouldn’t be detrimental there is a lot of information and new council also needs to be brought up to the speed.  Tim Redepenning; the specs are for steel and the post as alternate with specs, the in floor was added, overhead as an alternate for off season heating, the spec lists ceramic bathroom floor and wall,  and sheet vinyl for the office floor.  Now is the time for changes, the building is spec’d there are a few items to correct. The mezzanine is still listed; it should be an alternate. Councilor Nathan Hartung recommendation; put the decision on hold to figure out what the sales tax money can be used for and allocate it. We could also lower the go bond and put the money towards that debt.  Get a cost for additional engineering. Gary Morien; metal frame or post frame work in modules, to accommodate additional offices it may be adding a few sheets, the borings cover a pretty good area and they may not be necessary.  Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to meet to find out what the money can be used for and set a special meeting for the building itself and go forward with where things are at.
