G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Kevin McDermott 
1. Minutes: 1-16-2013
2.  Meeting was held tonight.  There was discussion on garbage hauler’s, advertising, and questions about the requirements for the board and by laws.  Attorney Fred Suhler spoke towards the end of the meeting.  Gold Rush has been a part of the city.  Council represents the majority of the board so that the city maintains the control.  A good portion of the proceeds are given to the city. Council is part of gold rush and a huge asset to the city.  If it isn’t part of the city, the city may not receive funds.  It has done a lot of good things for the city. City lands are used for gold rush. Gold Rush is time consuming, but it’s better served the way it is. It is a huge asset to our city. Councilor Jayne Krause; could it be part of the city but with more flexibility.  Attorney Fred Suhler; if you’re concerned about the control then you will have to leave it the way it is. If you relinquish control, you relinquish the control. It is good for the city to have the control.  If you want the flexibility then it should be separate and council would not have the control.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; we can have a hundred members but the board members make the final vote; but I am willing to listen to anyone. It is difficult, and I have a passion for Gold Rush. We should carry on as it has been in the past. We can carry on the discussion at next month’s Gold Rush meeting.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting February 4th @ 7:00pm   Chair Charlie Fried
2. Request appointment of Ryan Cradick, 1020 Istas Lane SW to the Parks and Trails 
Committee. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve Ryan, Councilor Trish 
Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. Present the following motion; it passed unanimously by the committee at their meeting on 
2/4/13.    Be it resolved that, in accordance with the City of Oronoco Trails Plan, the City 
Council 
require that the upcoming resurfacing of Minnesota Avenue include a designated
marked bicycling/walking trail along its entire length thru the city.  Councilor Nathan 
Hartung; that’s a good idea. Engineer Joe Palen; a directional bike lane, in some areas it 
would be good. Some areas the curb and gutter area it would require an additional 4 foot of 
length it is an on street traffic lane.  Typically this is less expensive than off lane, the county has been notified and will 
get back to the city. It depends on the county, they may ask the city to fund a portion there 
are some areas that are very tight to add them.  There are miles of street and it would be very 
costly. It would need to widened 4 feet. There would be a 12 foot traffic lane, 4 foot bike lane,  and 8 foot parking and there would be additional costs. Councilor Jayne Krause motioned to support the directional bike lane on MN Ave, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.

J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Front Doors: proceed with bids for March.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
4. CIP City Shop: Bids; the low base bid was Key Bldrs. @ $598,000 or with the alternate deducts it would be $486,000.   It was budgeted at $350,000.  Key Bldrs. understands the situation and would like to meet and would see if the costs could be reduced.  Engineer Joe Palen recommends meeting with them and negotiate a change order. Attorney Fred Suhler; no reject bid. Councilor Nathan Hartung; he bid it out with his company and it came to $562,000 and $468,000 with the alternates. There are things that need to be slashed and removed.  When we received the specs there were only a few days to look at it. After spending more time there are things to be bid that could be changed and altered in the specs.  As it is negotiating would be a bad idea and would look bad.  The requirements were not laid out in the specs for the wood framing; you would have to speculate, but the steel was so extremely detailed.  A private owner is allowed to negotiate.  Attorney Fred Suhler; we’re talking $130, 000 over, not $10,000, if it is over spec’d it needs to be redone.  Councilor Nathan Hartung, Tim Redepenning, and Engineer Joe Palen should sit down to look at it and remove what they can and then put it back out for bid.  Councilor Jayne Krause; did the builders know what the budget was?  Clerk Sandy Jessen; some did. The cost was in the previous minutes.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; what bothers me the most is we knew what we had for a budget.  In the design process it should have been said so it was stopped prior to spending what we did on engineering.  The lowest bid came in at $598,000 and we think we can shave $140,000 and here we sit and spent the money on the specs. We should revisit the shop to the north and use it as only as storage. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to reject the bids, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.  Councilor Nathan Hartung spoke with Northland and let them know we wanted a glorified pole shed.  There is Menards, Lowes, and Home Depot and we can do a couple of additional items; this is within our scope to build within the budget amount.  Now that he’s had a chance to look at it, it should only take an hour to go through the spec and cut.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to look at the building back across the street, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried. Councilor Nathan Hartung will meet to go through specs.
