B. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs:  3; 1 car accident & 2 public assistance flooding
2. Fire Department parking signs; with the loss of parking this summer on MN Ave the Fire Dept. would like the reserved parking marked in front of the fire department. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve signs designating parking for the fire department, Councilor Jayne Krause seconded; all in favor, motion carried.
3. Iamresponding fee increased by $100. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve, Councilor Trish Shields seconded; all in favor, motion carried.
4. Radio reprogramming; it will be a shared operations system.
5. Gas Cards: change from Kwik Trip to Oronoco Gas N’ Go.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve gas cards for both Oronoco Gas N’ go and Casey’s for city vehicles Councilor Skyler Breitenstein seconded; all in favor, motion carried. The cards are kept at the gas station and are for gas only.

G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Kevin McDermott 
1. Minutes: 2-19-2013
Goldrush met Monday night March 18. They discussed replacement of the banners and inviting businesses to cost share and advertise on the banners. Banners are displayed from the Fourth of July thru Goldrush. Membership was discussed and it will remain as it is now but they will be inviting residents to become members, the board will have voting rights.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting February 4, 2013
2. Meeting March 11th @ 7:00pm  
Councilor Trish Shields: Parks committee discussed bike and walking trails, they discuss the land that will be turned over to the city and possible uses, and they discussed working on setting up a community garden for 2014.
3. Porta Potties; On site is the low bid, Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve On-site sanitation; one handicapped unit at Memorial Field, one regular unit at River Park Park in one regular unit at Riverwood Hills Park, Councilor Trish Shields seconded; discussion: there is need to have a handicapped unit at Memorial Field, is a handicapped unit is needed at River Park? It may be changed later if it is determined that it is needed. All in favor, motioned carried.
4. T-Ball; Cain is willing to set up this year. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve Cain to operate the T-ball set up, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; discussion: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein has spoken with last year’s director and he is willing to help again this year. Cain will set up sign-up night and work with last year’s director to set up parent coaches. All in favor, motioned carried.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Front Doors: Johnson Door; K&M Glass; Ford Metro Glass; Recommend the Johnson Door bid.  Ford Metro did not submit bid. Both Johnson door and K&M glass submitted two options; it is recommended to go Johnson Door the additional $2000 is to make the outside door framework more maintenance-free. Councilor Jayne Krause motioned to approve the Johnson door bid with the second option, Councilor Trish Shields seconded; all in favor, motioned carried.
2. Council Chambers:  air conditioners, recommend the starred air conditioner, it has an auto shut off and is suppose to help clean the air. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the two air-conditioners at $559 each, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein seconded; all in favor, motioned carried.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. CIP City Shop:  
2. Water Meters $5000 for 25.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the purchase of the meters, Councilor Nathan Hartung seconded; all in favor, motioned carried.
3. Well pump removal and repair (scheduled maintenance) up to $50,000. The water and sewer committee has recommended that the maintenance of the well pump be scheduled this spring. Discussion: estimates are difficult to get because of the unknowns; last year’s estimate ranged from $25,000 -$50,000.  At that price the city is required to get bids. It was also discussed contacting journey development on use and rental of the well in River Park during the repairs of the well in Riverwood Hills. The repairs / maintenance will take between one and six weeks. Tim Redeppening will get estimates and bring back to council at April’s meeting.
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Turnback:  MN Ave & Cty Rd 12 public presentation given February 20th @ 7:00pm.  I have not had any updates from the County. The county will be contacted to see if they have updates and timelines for the city to post a notice for residents and emergency personnel.
2. Publish Snow Plowing Bids; will be published and bids presented to council at the April meeting.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – March 14th @ 7:00pm
Discussion: Dale Allen is looking to develop a residential area north of 5th Street Northwest, planning and zoning has directed him to speak with Engineer Joe Palen.  He will need to submit a preliminary plat. Joe Fulton has submitted a CUP for beehives. A public hearing is set for April 11. Adam Hoehne is looking to build a shed 80 x 80 to store tree trimming equipment.  P&Z committee is going to schedule a spring tour of the city; the tentative date is set for May 18. Councilor Nathan Hartung was planning on reworking the sign ordinance. He would like it to be turned back to city staff and possibly having the league review and redefine the ordinance.
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Minutes- meeting February 26th  @ 6:30pm
2. Discussion/Possible Update of City Facilities Plan.  Discussion: original city facilities plan was prepared by SEH in 2002. To move forward with city sewer it should be updated. To update the plan would be costly. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to discuss this cost during budget discussions in July, Councilor Jayne Krause seconded; all in favor, motioned carried.
3. Community Assessment Report (CAR) City Engineer Joe Palen  did brief overview of the community assessment report on the conditions of septic systems in the downtown area. There were 110 parcels that were assessed; 95 residential and 15 nonresidential for septic system compliance. 60% of the ISTS in the study area were determined to be out of compliance with one or more standards intended to protect public health and the environment, and at least 25% of the likely compliant systems don’t meet applicable setback requirements. If the 3 properties that don’t appear to have water service are included, at least 67 systems currently require some type of near term repair, or in most cases, need to be completely rebuilt. While properly designed, installed and maintained an ISTS can function properly for decades, a generally accepted service life would be in the range of 20 to 30 years. With 19 of the 44 likely compliant ISTS more than 30 years old, more than 75% of the systems in the study area are either failing, or are near the end of their expected service life. Various types of systems were considered as replacement options. Type I is which includes drain fields, seepage beds, at grade systems or mounds. Type II alternative systems which include holding tanks or special provisions for floodplains. Type III other systems are similar to type I with special provisions overcome limitations imposed by problem soils or disturbed soils such as fill. Type IV is a system that employs pretreatment products that have been registered with the Minnesota pollution control agency and are operated under a permit issued by Olmsted County. Type V performance systems are custom designed or engineered systems. This system will not be allowed if Olmsted County adopts currently proposed septic ordinance and therefore was not considered as an option. Given the near-term and long-term needs of the community consideration should be given to a traditional municipal collection and treatment system serving the car project area as well as other portions of the community. The next steps would be conduct public informational meetings and present the car to the Oronoco community. Determine if the individual or cluster treatment systems are adequate and appropriate for the size and growth of Oronoco determine the desired wastewater treatment solution for Oronoco either individual on-site systems, cluster systems, municipal collection with central or regional treatment.

A. Casey Off Sale Liquor 3.2 %, cigarette license, and gambling license. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve all three licenses, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried.

1. Marathona Church: Update, we have been in contact, the keys have not been turned in and they will discuss among their board repayment.
VIII. NEW BUSINESS*
1. Rochester City Sales Tax Update: we have not received an update on this.
2. Animal Control; we have been in contact with Scott Groeke and he will put a proposal together.
3. Destination Medical Center; discussion on what it is believed they are requesting.  It is believed they aren’t looking for return of the sales tax dollars slated for surrounding communities but a letter of support. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to send a letter of support, Councilor Trish Shields seconded; all in favor, motion carried.
