H. PARKS & TRAILS*  Charlie Fried
1. Meeting Minutes: April 1st @ 7:00pm.  Terry Lee from Olmsted County attended and did an hour presentation on the Lake Shady River Restoration project. The Oversight Committee has not met recently and it was discussed setting up a meeting.
2. Electric bids @ River Park: applied for People’s Coop Grant, they are waiting on response.
3. Weed control chemicals: $1,450.00 (in budget). Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the weed control chemicals, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried. 
4. Remove Basketball Hoops @ River Park (have rusted through):  
5. Remove swings @ Community Center:  they do not meet today’s standards. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to remove the swings and the basketball hoops, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
6. Appoint Tim Kramer and Peter Sanders to the Parks & Trails Committee: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the new members, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried.
7. Oronoco Park – 10 grills $1400 (was included in budget) & Picnic Tables $1400 for twenty to have boards replaced and stained.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the grills, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.  Also needed is stain for the shelter. Councilor Jayne Krause motioned to approve the requests, Councilor Nathan Hartung second all in favor, motion carried.

J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Office door: getting estimates for a Dutch door for the office.  
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. CIP City Shop: appraiser has been contacted.  May take another month and a special meeting may be called.
2. Well pump repair & maintenance bid: summary enclosed.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to go with Thein Well for the well maintenance and repair, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second all in favor, motion carried.  There will parts on top of the main bid.  It is unknown how many parts will be needed for the repair.
3. Well rental: $3000 per month / per use plus $2.56 per 1000 gallons: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the well rental, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; Discussion: a contract will be drawn up for future use. Attorney Fred Suhler had some questions on how the well would be used.  We are purchasing the right to buy water.  It sounds as though this would be short term. But it would be helpful to have something in place for an emergency.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; this particular well is disconnected power wise and there will be a fee to connect and disconnect.  Attorney Fred Suhler; It resembles a purchase agreement or lease. It will be used from one to two months.  The past developer didn’t do any preventative maintenance on the Riverwood Hills well.  Generally this should have done every 5-7 and the well is 10 years old.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; it would be nice to work up a long term agreement.  The city will have Attorney Fred Suhler put together contract for this use and to work on a long term agreement. It would be nice to have something for future needs.  A yearly, every other year, or 5 year renewal of the contract.  Engineer Joe Palen, Attorney Fred Suhler, and Mayor Kevin McDermott will work on wording. All in favor, motion carried.
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Snow Plowing Bids:  Two bids were received from Ottman Excavating and Wendt’s Trucking. Discussion: they are very close one is higher in one area and the other is higher in the other.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein there was an incident last week where there was melt and refreeze and Ottman answered on the spot and took care of it right away.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve Ottman Excavating, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; Discussion:  Mr. Wendt requested information on the bids.  The gas surcharge would cost the city more because most of the work is done with a big truck.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; the city has many cul de sac’s and clean-up is done with the pick-up.  Mr. Wendt; the cost of the surcharge would go over the cost of his bid.   Councilor Nathan Hartung; it may be a little extra but he has done good service for the city. The numbers associated with the bid are close. Mr. Wendt; It will be a lot higher if it is a heavy snow. It would cost the city thousands more. Councilor Nathan Hartung; has been in this same business and the additional cost would not add up to that amount.  All in favor, motion carried.
2. CW roads:  there is no wear course on CW I and not complete on CW II.  The city should look what the costs would be and how to approach the cost involved.
3. 2nd Ave SE; pothole: Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to have estimates on having 6-10 feet on each side of the concrete done.
4. 2nd Street NE:  near Antiques Ect.  There have been some repairs on the street but there are more issues and repairs needed to look at.  Mayor Kevin McDermott, City Engineer Joe Palen, and Councilor Nathan Hartung will meet to look at city streets in need of repair.
5. Seal Coat Phase II:  this is in the CIP for 2013.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve Engineer Joe Palen to put together the bidding for this project for approximately $3000 - $4000, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried. 
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – April 11th @ 7:00pm
2. CUP Beehives; recommend approval.  There will be two stacks on the back part of the property. Councilor Jayne Krause motioned to approve the CUP, Mayor Kevin McDermott second all in favor, motion carried.

1. Minutes- March meeting canceled
2. Late fees: some cities have a late fee of $2.00 or $5.00 on top of the 10% penalty which is approximately $2.50.  There are city costs associated with long overdue payments.  There are as many as 25 overdue payments per month.    Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to add the $5.00 late fee per month, Councilor Nathan Hartung second;   all in favor, motion carried. Back a few years ago someone started a city page and it got ugly pretty quickly and it was ended.   It would require staff time and how do we protect ourselves?  There is also the open meeting law to take into account.  I don’t want to be a voice for council and to council. Jonya; it could be used to post notices, post meetings, and it could be communication for the community. Post only as an admin page to protect the personnel and council. In the past it was the unknown the person that was posting.  It was very negative.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; it only takes one person to ruin it. The concern for Oronoco is there are people have gobs of time and are angry and could turn this to garbage quickly. The city could set settings to not allow public comment.   Council would like to look at it more.  Councilor Jayne Krause; look at the community advertising possibilities.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; agrees with the comments, if there were certain controls set it place.  With the city growing I like the thought of it.
