I. CALL TO ORDER
Council Meeting was called to order at 7pm.
II. ROLL CALL

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA Councilor Jayne Krause made a motion to approve the agenda, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
IV. PUBLIC FORUM 
Third call for public forum was announced.

Mayor Kevin McDermott closed public forum at 7:02pm.
A. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
Resolution 2013 -2: Gambling for DOGR. 

Mayor Kevin McDermott makes motion to approve Resolution 2013-2 Gambling for DOGR, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, Councilor Jayne Krause asked about pull tabs, Fire Chief Dan Sundt said it was at the Fire Hall; explained the license to Councilor Trish Shields, all ayes, motion carried to approve Resolution 2013-2.
Councilor Jayne Krause left the council meeting at 7:03pm.
V. DEPARTMENTS & COMMITTEE REPORTS
B. OCSO ~ Sgt. Mike Morrow 
1. Law Enforcement Liability Insurance: signed and sent to insurance for refund.
2. Law Enforcement Contract: up 3% to $47,179 for 2014, up 3% to $48,574 for 2015. Mayor Kevin McDermott explained the situation. Mayor Kevin McDermott: that is who we contract with and when their expenses go up, ours does too. Councilor Nathan Hartung made a motion to approve the law enforcement contract, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
C. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief

3. Liquor License for DOGR. Dan Sundt explained what the process is. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the Fire Department Liquor license for DOGR, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
4.  IBM grant update:  This is what the fire department bought with the grant: got 3 laptops (still loading them up), 55” TV and misc equipment.
5.  Member in good standing/attendance update. Dan stated that they are putting into place the standards for attendance and will finalize it next month.
6.  Repeater/siren should get fixed the week of 7/15. Fire Chief Dan Sundt: It was a dispatch problem. They will get a software update to go to the pagers; so hopefully the sirens will be able to stop going off during calls soon.
7.  Mutual aide meeting updates with other counties like Wabasha and Olmsted. Dan stated that Olmsted is putting up a burn tower that will help the firefighters with training such as climbing.

1. Minutes: 6-17-2013
2. Next Gold Rush meeting is on Aug. 5th at 6:00pm. Small discussion between council about Gold Rush details. Mayor Kevin McDermott said if anyone knows anyone who is interested in volunteering for DOGR, they could use all the help they can get. Thank you.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  7-1-2013
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
1. Zumbro River Restoration Project: set meeting for POC update.  City Engineer Joe Palen talked with Terry Lee. (Small discussion between Mayor Kevin McDermott and Engineer Joe Palen.) Engineer Joe Palen updated on the PAW process is nearing completion as well as the engineering report. Do you want to pick a day and time to talk with Terry Lee so people can put it on their schedule. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked about the right of ways and properties. Engineer Joe Palen said he does not have an update with that. Mayor Kevin McDermott said there are other issues as well. We got compensated from the dam and I would like to have that dealt with at the council level. Engineer Joe Palen: do you want to pick a date and time? Mayor Kevin McDermott: tentatively set the meeting for Wend. Aug. 28th at 6:00pm. Is it just the over site committee? Engineer Joe Palen said yes. (Small discussion on who was on the committee.) Councilor Trish Shields asked if we should invite Katie. Mayor Kevin McDermott and Engineer Joe Palen said that, that would be a good idea.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Front Doors: have a new contractor looking at options. Mayor Kevin McDermott explained what happened to why we are looking into a new contractor. Chances are the new community doors being done before DOGR is slim to none.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop - Update from council and timeline for construction: Councilor Nathan Hartung was looking into options. He explained that if we took a few things away and went back to stick frame we are looking at 315,000 to 360,000. Nathan: I feel strongly that we can meet the needs of the community, the Go Bond, and still fall in the price range we are looking at. Looking at about October 15th to Nov 15th to have the first shovel in the ground and be done by spring. If we hold special meetings we could meet that time line. Councilor Nathan Hartung makes a motion for one of the city council members to meet with Stantec to have a meeting and get real concrete numbers, nominating myself to go; Mayor Kevin McDermott said “I will let you take charge of that and give us an update on it at next council meeting”, Councilor Trish Shields second motion, all in favor, motion carried.
2. ATV Repairs - Looking at replacement options. Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to put it in the budget for next year. This is something that needs to be looked at sooner rather than later.
3. Well Repairs - Scheduling for early October

L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Street Repairs: no bill has been received for seal coat yet, they didn’t complete as much area as was estimated. Engineer Joe Palen explained to council why that was. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked if this was the same company that bid. Joe: It is the same company. Kevin: There is no sense if we seal coat if they didn’t crack fill. Engineer Joe Palen said that you can still seal coat and fill in the cracks later, I think it is fine to have it done that way. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked about the price? Engineer Joe Palen: about a couple thousand bucks. Mayor Kevin McDermott: I think we were having this come out of the capital improvement fund. I think I would feel better about having the cracks filled first. Mayor Kevin McDermott makes motion to extend $2000 tops for the project to be completed, Councilor Nathan Hartung amends it to $2500 just in case it goes over, Councilor Trish Shields seconds, all in favor, motion carried.
2. CW I roads: should council have City Engineer Joe Palen start pulling together cost 
estimates? Mayor Kevin McDermott: did you send a letter Fred? Attorney Fred Suhler: No, I have not. Mayor Kevin McDermott: what we are trying to figure out is if the roads need a second coat. Engineer Joe Palen explained where they are in the building process in that subdivision. I think we should wait until spring so we don’t pay the premium to have it done this year. Then they would have to do the feasibility report. How do we assess it to the property owners? Then it comes to council. If it’s approved, we need to set a public hearing and invite all the homeowners. Mayor Kevin McDermott: if we go through this, it will get assessed to the homeowner. When a homeowner goes to build, they will see that assessment so they know about it. I think we can wait until next spring to do this. Cost? Engineer Joe Palen: I would guess about $2500. Mayor Kevin McDermott makes motion to approve Engineer Joe Palen to do the feasibility report, Attorney Fred Suhler began a discussion about whether we have enough council members to make a motion and talked about the assessment process. Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Seal Coat Phase II:   no date set yet. They are advised not to work around Gold Rush.
4. Turnback of County Roads:  County Board Meeting June 25th, contract was signed; bids are 
being let next week. Intent on project starting after DOGR. County would like City to look at the ROW trees, they need to be marked yet. Mayor Kevin McDermott: You (Engineer Joe Palen) and I should go out and mark them. (They discussed places.) Engineer Joe Palen: time? I will be here on the 23rd at 6:30. Mayor Kevin McDermott: do you think we can complete it in an hour? How about we meet at 5:00pm. Councilor Trish Shields and Mayor Kevin McDermott had a discussion about trees in a certain culvert.
5. Shouldering of streets: budget 2014, look at streets for gravel shoulders or dirt and grass 
seed. Mayor Kevin McDermott will look into it.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – July 11th @ 7:00pm:  there was no quorum, no recommendations.
2. Public Hearing for Solar Plant: postponed until August 8th, there was no quorum.
3.  Dale Allen Water & Sewer for Subdivision. Dale Allen: we have some property in Oronoco, with a plan and some decisions on a water plan. Dale handed out the plan to council to show what we are looking at. Dale: 6 lots with rough terrain. One thing it is hinging on, is on a water supply. The only feasible way to do this is it going on a well. And we have concerns about water pressure. I did an analysis of this and forwarded it on to the city. (everyone had received it). Dale went on to talk about the pressure and elevation numbers. Public Works Tim Redepenning went out with Dale to verify numbers. Engineer Joe Palen: the bottom line is that there’s subjectivity in this. The pressure is at the minimum standard minus or plus a few pounds. These are going to be upscale homes, even if the pressure is at 35, it is a low pressure but does meet the standards. There are a few things we can do to fix that. It appears to me that it would be best to incorporate a booster plan. There is some cost to that for electricity and maintenance. There is also some property on either side of the road that are in a high pressure zone and would boost the other properties when that gets developed. From a service stand point, let’s boost it. Depending on cost it may or not be viable. Councilor Nathan Hartung asked who’s cost it is. Engineer Joe Palen said it was Allen’s. Dale Allen went on to discuss cost; what it would be and he would never get that cost back. Mayor Kevin McDermott: we spoke early on; what I struggle with is that we do have committees and an engineer. What I am hearing is what the committees plan for the City. They do not want to go off what is being planned. Many members expressed that they want to stick to the plan and not have contractors go off the plan. I feel like I need to stick to the suggestions of the committees. Councilor Nathan Hartung said he thinks it is a great location and could have some nice lots up there. He understands Allen’s plan to connect to the City. If there was a boost put in place then I would be for it. We have to do what’s right in regards to the City. Discussion continued on with pros and cons to a booster and elevation levels. Allen asked if there has been any request from the county as to what is being done. Engineer Joe Palen said the county is really interested in what the City is going to do.
4. Allen Property outside city limits. Mayor Kevin McDermott: is there any more discussion? Council said there was not.
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Minutes- June 25th  @ 6:30pm 
· Wastewater Facilities Plan: scope of services, City Engineer Joe Palen.
· Facility Plan Meeting with Pine Island. Mayor Kevin McDermott thought it went very well. Time frame does not quite match up... Engineer Joe Palen: I think they see the benefit of working with Oronoco and want to continue the dialog and keep the communication open. Councilor Nathan Hartung: what about Rochester? Engineer Joe Palen: they referred him (Joe) to city administration and that’s where it sits at this point. Councilor Nathan Hartung: the amount of pipeline? Is it the same amount of pumping distance? Engineer Joe Palen: I think it is close to the same. (Discussion about connecting to the pipe in the future to PI.) There are a lot of districts that have joint septic.
2. Septic Pumping Enforcement. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that other cities send out letters and I guess that is what we will continue to do. Attorney Fred Suhler said he was not sure what to do because he works with City’s that have Waste Water Plants. I think it is up to the City. Maybe someone should talk with County and ask them what they would do. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he will continue to send letters and inform the residents.
3. Septic Repair RWH:  send bill to Fitzpatrick for the $1961.15 reimbursement with letter of 
explanation from Attorney Fred Suhler. Mayor Kevin McDermott makes motion to bill Fitzpatrick for $1961.15 reimbursement with a letter of explanation from Attorney Fred Suhler, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, small discussion between Mayor Kevin McDermott and Fire Chief Dan Sundt, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Set Public Hearing:  Community Assessment Report, if scope of services is approved. Engineer Joe Palen: on that we finally heard back, they had a few comments that we are addressing, and after that we will send in the report and set a public hearing. Mayor Kevin McDermott set public hearing for Sept. 4th at 6pm.

E. Set Budget Workshop: preliminary tax levy must be to the County by September 13th.  Mayor Kevin McDermott is looking at August 26th at 6pm. Sept 10th council will have a public hearing on the preliminary tax levy at 6pm.
