I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 7:02pm.  
II. ROLL CALL

Members Present:   Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Jayne Krause, Councilor Nathan Hartung, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, City Engineer Joe Palen, and Clerk Sandy Jessen.
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried. 
IV. PUBLIC FORUM 
Brian Breider:  congratulations on another Gold Rush success and the NNO award.   Brian is representing River Wood Hills Homeowner’s Association, they cover approximately 100 homes; the Association is questioning if there has been any resolution on the streets. Sewer and water: there is uncertainty, digging and not digging, who is responsible for work needed.  The Sewer and Water Committee have a recommendation to contract with an attorney. Brian encourages council to act on that.
John Tilford: he would like council to look into a parking issue on the other side of the bridge, someone was threatened, and a person felt terrorized, he stops people and slaps their car to get them to park there.  Sewer, is there a meeting?   Mayor Kevin McDermott:  September 4th at 6:00pm.

E. PERSONNEL
1. Meeting: August 5, 2013
2. Reviews: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; the city couldn’t run without our outstanding staff.  They do really well working with limited resources; the recommendations are in the middle of the pack for the most part, there are a few communications issues on one person’s part. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to recommend the personnel recommendations, we are also looking at tweaking the personnel policy with PTO, Mayor Kevin McDermott second, discussion: none, all in favor, motion carried.  
3.  Discontinue Passport Service: with the cost of the training and postage there is limited income.  The numbers of passports that are submitted have diminished.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to discontinue the passport service, Councilor Trish Shields second; discussion: revisit if needed, all in favor, motion carried.
F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Incorporate Food Permit into City Code: Ordinance 191:  can add to city code but if there are any changes requested they should be done first. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to incorporate the food ordinance into the city code, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Kevin McDermott 
Mayor Kevin McDermott: It was a stellar gold rush, we couldn’t do it without all the volunteers, and glad we made it through, there were a few bumps but it went well.  Gold Rush will meet next month.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* 
1. Meeting Minutes: 7-15-2013 &  8-12-2013
2. Community Garden: Mayor Kevin McDermott; there is a lot of work to be done.  The staff is asking SEMCHRA to come to the city to review the work.  Mayor Kevin McDermott thinks the community garden is a good idea.  Engineer Joe Palen: there has been correspondence on whether the four water connections should be left; public works would like to have them remain for possible future use.  The only danger is if the curbstops gets hit.  Can see it both ways. Councilor Nathan Hartung; my thought, we need at least two or three of them and put in a simple pump hydrant.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; how soon would they be removed? Engineer Joe Palen: as soon as equipment is down there they would like to wrap it up.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; I have a tough time with that, they could get hit. Councilor Nathan Hartung; Tim has done a remarkable job marking them. Councilor Nathan Hartung is in favor of keeping the middle two. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to keep the two center water connections:  Engineer Joe Palen: two are reasonable, Councilor Trish Shields second, no action needed. Engineer Joe Palen will locate the two accesses.  The lots down there are transferred to the city, there is some dead fall with the restoration project they will need trees.  The city could have the contractor take the deadfall and some of the trees for the river restoration. Mayor Kevin McDermott; ask Lance to mark the ones to keep. City Engineer Joe Palen; the contractor would restore the land after removal.  It was well received by the DNR at the meeting this morning.
3. Received the People’s Coop grant, hoops are in and will be installed soon.
4. Swing sets: set up donation account.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to set up a donation account specifically for the swing sets, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.
5. Budget Items: will be part of budget workshop. The park committee also looked at capital items for future years, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein have you looked at the electric expense for the park? Charlie Fried; no.

6.  We hosted a meeting with the DNR, County, and State, discussing the dam removal and discussed the restoration of the riverine system.  It was a preview of the POC meeting next Wednesday night at 6:00pm.  We spent $25,000 for the original plan; this is a follow up of that. We are hoping to have more frequent meetings.

1. Zumbro River Restoration Project: POC Meeting set for 8-28-2013 @ 6:00pm.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Front Doors: getting additional estimates.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop – Met with Stantec 7-31-2013. Councilor Nathan Hartung: Sandy, Tim, Joe, Bruce, and Councilor Nathan Hartung met over alterations for the shop building for the 300k. We left with a good understating so we can get it bid out so more competitive bids will come in. Nate will put in prelim bid, he has not had time to finish the proposal, and next week should have it ready, if it comes in good, add it on to one of the next meetings.  We will have to see where we are at; he has spoken with a few contractors that didn’t bid it because it was complicated. By breaking it down differently it should help bring in more bids. 
2. Well Repairs - Scheduling for early October

3. Chainsaw & Weed eater:  Stihl 461 chainsaw  $1,000 (state contract discounted)

Stihl 310 String trimmer $500 (state contract discounted), plus tax.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to approve the $1000 and $500 plus tax for the chainsaw and string trimmer, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Shouldering of streets: budget 2014  
2. Pay Request Fahrner 75% $29,592.27:  Mayor Kevin McDermott; they did a fairly decent job but would request a second sweeping.  Engineer Joe Palen; if you sweep too much it will damage the coating. Councilor Nathan Hartung; with more time and rain it should resolve itself. Mayor Kevin McDermott; there were a couple of thicker areas.  He will double check on the location, Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to pay 75% this month, $ 29,592.27 and the balance in September, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. 2014 ROW Tree Trimming Bids: contracted service: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to have tree trimming bids put out for contract for 2014 there are some row tree issues, contracted hourly rate. Councilor Trish Shields second; discussion:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein think it’s a good idea, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Timberline Drive: Engineer Joe Palen; there were some drainage concerns and they have been working with McGhie and Betts; the two existing culverts will be removed, the sewer will be moved, the two culverts will be reinstalled, and a 75 inch culvert will be added.  They looked at adjacent buildings that needed to be protected.  The conveyance capacity will be significantly more than it would have been.  They have come to agreement and are moving forward.  They will also be doing additional grading downstream.  There is now a workable solution.  The other thing bldg. permits should be issued as soon as the improvements are complete.  Mayor Kevin McDermott is okay with that as long as EMS can get through.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; Steve has done a good job. Engineer Joe Palen; Steve has been working with the city and wants to have a workable solution as well. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to remove the moratorium once the construction is complete, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; all in favor, motion carried. Discussion: want to see the second lift put on the first phase when the roadwork is done on Timberline Drive.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes – 8-9-2013-2013  @ 7:00pm
2. Public Hearing for Solar Plant: recommend approval with conditions: Councilor Nathan Hartung: discussion by Planning & Zoning on the solar panels, they must landscape, it will require a coated fence, if they are not in use within twelve months they must remove the panels. Some people thought it may detract from the area, but it is a commercial district, there is a green push, and it may attract business. There are certain standards that energy companies have to meet for renewable energy and there is a grant available right now; if we don’t approve they will have to pay later and the cost would be passed on to consumer. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to approve the solar panels for Peoples Coop, Councilor Trish Shields second; Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; were they wanting roof top?  Councilor Nathan Hartung; on the plan it was on land. Mayor Kevin McDermott abstained, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Public Hearing Set for 9-12-2013: Rezone & Variance: 25 MN Ave N Bell of Honor to be housed at that location. 
4. Building permits:  Request Tom Thompson be zoning signatory, Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned Tom Thompson to be the signatory, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.   

N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Minutes- 7-23-2013  @ 6:30pm 
2. Discussion at meeting was about the meeting held with Pine Island. Well sealing grant deadline is September, numerous letters and notices have been put out to the community.
3. Wastewater Facilities Plan: scope of services, City Engineer Joe Palen $62,000 plus expenses. Engineer Joe Palen: it needs to be done by February.  It is a big effort.  We have set up a meeting with Rochester; Tuesday at 4:00pm in council chambers in Rochester.  We will add this to one of the next meetings.  Rochester should be able to give direction on this.
4. Septic Repair RWH: letter sent for reimbursement; no response
5. September 4th @ 6:00pm; Community Assessment Report: will have a public meeting to discuss the report and answer questions with residents.
6.  RWH Subdivision: homeowner’s association attorney. This was touched on at public forum.  There are concerns over the streets and the wac/ sac escrow. The homeowner’s request that council contact an attorney.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; it sounds like a homeowner issue but because it pertains to the development agreement. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to seek outside council to deal with infrastructure issues, Councilor Jayne Krause second; discussion: Councilor Nathan Hartung; getting bids only. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; with this complexity it would be nice to have someone who specializes in this area. Mayor Kevin McDermott; how is the progress with the River Wood Hills sewer system? Brian Breider; there are a lot of complexities, Dan selectively enforces his policies, it is a circle with the ownership of the land, the pipes, and the system.  They are looking for resolution.  Dan marked areas that hadn’t paid and it is the city row, the system operator is not being paid.   McGhie & Betts is being bought out. He owes money to the City; there are a number of reserves and numbers that he is supposed to turn over to the city in November.  It is prudent to have someone look at it for that perspective. Councilor Jayne Krause; it gets more and more complex. All in favor, motion carried.
