I. CALL TO ORDER
Public hearing was called to order at 6:50pm.  Regular City Council meeting was called to order at 7:00pm.

1. Resolution 2013-6:  Adopting Assessment for mowing reimbursement fees 440 1st Ave NE: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to adopt Resolution 2013-6 adopting the assessment, Councilor Nathan Hartung second: Voice Vote: Ayes: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Nathan Hartung, Councilor Trish Shields, and Councilor Jayne Krause, Resolution 2013-6 passes.   
2. Resolution 2013-7:  Consent to Refunding.  Attorney Fred Suhler has reviewed this and it is acceptable.  Back in 2005 Rochester asked for our signature on the note.  Now Rochester wants expand on the bond and pay off the note and is asking for consent to refunding the 2005 note. In accordance with MN Statutes, Section 462C.07 and Section 462A.08 Subd. 2, Oronoco hereby consents to the issuance by Rochester of the 2013 Bonds to refund the 2005 Note.  Oronoco hereby consents to the borrower calling the 2005 note for redemption.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve Resolution 2013-7, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; discussion: there is no money needed from Oronoco and there is no responsibility to pay it back. Voice Vote:  ayes all resolution 2013-7 passes.

K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop – Review bids: Councilor Nathan Hartung stepped down from the table.  The city received bids from a number of builder’s Hartco came in with the low bid.  Mayor Kevin McDermott asked Attorney Fred Suhler if there was a conflict; there was no bid with the previous building bid.  Attorney Fred Suhler: there is no specific prohibition. He stands to gain monetarily from this, but as long as he steps down from any decision making there isn’t a conflict. There were a number of bids (5) and the bid is low by a significant amount.  Attorney Fred Suhler has no particular concerns if the city accepts the bid by the engineers recommendation and that the bid is complete.  Had there been a protest on the specs being designed to allow only one person to bid but it’s a building. On a professional level how they handle procurement issues there are no red flags and I am relying on Engineer Joe Palen’s expertise.  Engineer Joe Palen; we received 7 bids, 5 bid on the complete bid.  There were three alternates. The council can award the base bid and any of the alternates: alternate 1 is in floor heat, 2 and 3 replaces fixtures with LED for about $6000 - $7000. Council can award on the base bid of $363,343.30 and can award alternate # 1 with an $18,200 decrease.  The bids were reviewed, there was a math error in the Hartco bid and another bid but the final amount didn’t change.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; did the letter address the change. Engineer Joe Palen; yes. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein:  Stantec the alternate had $6763 and Hartco listed $9762; a correction was made.  What is the difference from in floor versus radiant heat? Engineer Joe Palen; some is personal preference, in floor heat city staff initially leaned towards because of long term energy saving and more comfortable.   The $30,000 was put aside this year not part of the bond but part of the fund.  Alternates 2 are for lighting where vehicles park and 3 is for offices and mechanical room.  There is a sixty day award window.  Engineer Joe Palen shop drawing reviews pre con meetings,   CIP or investment fund for additional costs.  The shop is a necessity comes down to nickel and dime it the existing is not safe.  Gas heat would work fine and save some money.  If we went without radiant we are looking at an $18,000 decrease and Stantec for a $15,000 add. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; that was a reason to go with a general, so there would be oversight, nothing against Stantec but want to make this go. Joe Palen; the bid for that includes review of shop drawings, six site visits, end punch list, and final.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein would be comfortable with the lack of oversight.  Councilor Nathan Hartung is a member of the community and if something is wrong he would make it right.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to accept the base bid with alternate one with no oversight and with paying the difference from the investment fund, Councilor Trish Shields second;  discussion: would love to do the in floor heat but need to watch costs.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; Joe what are the doors at current time are they 12 or 14?  the middle drive through one, want to  make so if we get a snow plow that the door is large enough to allow that.  The door is bid at 14 x14.  Mayor Kevin McDermott made a friendly amendment to take the $22,000:  $12,000 out of the Investment Fund and $10,000 out of the CIP Fund all in favor, motion carried.

L. STREETS & ROADS*
M. Cedar Woodlands Roads: Assessment the roads are in very bad shape.  The top coat needs to be completed the old developer was supposed to complete them but didn’t.  We don’t have the money to pay for it and it will need to be assessed.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to move ahead with the CW Assessment.  Councilor Nathan Hartung second; discussion we are not committing to the funding the process.  Councilor Nathan Hartung; the decision is not how each will be assessed.  Attorney Fred Suhler; once the process is initiated then yes it should be told. Engineer Joe Palen; you may want to have a decision on costs. Attorney Fred Suhler; Regardless of method of assessment, we don’t have a number until the job is bid.  Engineer Joe Palen; you need to approve a resolution calling for public hearing and will present the feasibility report to the public.  Lineal footage and per lot assessments were discussed at the last meeting and lineal footage is the method many cities use. It is about $22.81 per lineal foot with the owner cost of about $1400 to $3500.  The feasibility report did cover corner lots as well.  There are variables. Mayor Kevin McDermott amended the motion to approve Resolution 2013 - 8 to call for a public hearing and present the feasibility report, the meeting will be November 19th at 6:30 pm, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; Voice Vote: Ayes: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Nathan Hartung, Councilor Trish Shields, and Councilor Jayne Krause, all in favor, motion carried.

1. RWH Subdivision homeowner’s association:  Attorney Dan Moulton was contacted he would charge $1000 for the initial process; additional service is $190 per hour.  He will meet with the city and home owner’s association review the contracts and generate a letter.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; is that something we can task Attorney Fred Suhler with?  To meet with a city rep and the homeowner’s association. Attorney Fred Suhler; if the city is owed money, it is the city’s responsibility. He is not sure that the escrow money the city may not have anything to do with it. The home owner’s association has issues with the septic and am not sure that the city has a say in it.  The city’s interest would be the fees due in the development agreement. It isn’t the city’s system Attorney Fred Suhler will speak with Sandy.
