B. FIRE DEPARTMENT ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief

3. Generator update; should be here next month. Electrical done at the end of this month.
4. New truck update; looking into it.
5. Fight for Air Climb; 600 steps in full gear. Donated $500 for it from the Fire Relief Gambling Fund. 4 members will be attending.
6. Channel lock rescue tool:  $1000, use the DOGR donation. Using the donation to spend for a cutter tool from Channel Lock. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion to accept using the DOGR donation for the tool, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
7. Congratulations to Tim Winkels for passing FFI/FFII/Hazmat and FF I/II certification.
8. Wabasha County Fire Departments Mutual Aid Agreement. Minor wording change, will have councilors sign when done and have them send it back to the Fire Department. Mayor Kevin McDermott made motion to accept the new agreement, Councilor Jayne Krause second, all in favor, motion carried.  
C. FIRST RESPONDERS ~ Jeff Allhiser, 1st Responder Director
1. Meeting Minutes

2. Runs: 5 runs, all township.
3. Update lighting/chevron on rescue one. Chevron is a full reflective back on the back of the truck. It is now required. Estimate Midwest sign tech, the cost is eleven hundred. Taking it out of repair and maintenance fund. It is a safety issue. Nate contacted a company for LED lights for the truck. This will not be done all at the same time. The light bar has to be custom made and will be the most expensive. Plus using the $500 from the grass drags and if we have anything left from Gold Rush. Discussion on cost between council and Jeff Allhiser. Nate is willing to do all the wiring, mounting, and everything. Looking into a grant. Mayor Kevin McDermott made motion for $1127 .24 for chevron, $797 for the scan light (2), $1535.80 for 4 LED’s and use the money that the Fire Department has, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. County Turnback: Resolution 2013-11; The County, the Engineer, and staff have met. Mayor Kevin McDermott wishes for the changes before accepting the roads. The County sent us the same form back with no correction. Mayor Kevin McDermott is thinking about getting a hold of our commissioner. Not comfortable passing the resolution at this time. Maybe we can set up a meeting, we need to sit down and show where we are at. Councilor Trish Shields would like to be included in the meeting. Engineer Joe Palen agrees with the decision.
2.  Addition to Ordinance 512 Open Burning:  512.02.  6.  Fire Attendance Required. 512.03 Allowing the Fire Department or Sheriff to extinguish fires.  A little bit of language was added to have someone on site for a burn. Small discussion with Attorney Fred Suhler. Clerk Sandy Jessen has what Fire Chief Dan Sundt presented to her for the ordinance. Mayor Kevin McDermott made motion to have wording added to burning ordinance, Councilor Trish Shields second, voice vote is all ayes. All in favor, motion carried.
3. Resolution 2014-1Approving Plans and Specifications and Ordering Advertisement for Bids for Cedar Woodlands Road. This would allow us to get the bid to figure out what the assessment will be. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made motion to accept Resolution 2014-1, Councilor Trish Shields second, voice vote all ayes, all in favor, motion carried.

1. Meeting Minutes: November 18, 2013

2. Meeting Minutes:  January 13, 2014. Another resignation was given. Regretfully we accepted it. 2 residents were interested in joining Gold Rush.
3. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: The mission of gold rush was about antiques. There was a lot of discussion about vintage and the flea market. The mission statement was changed to Downtown Oronoco Days Antiques show of the highest quality.

4. Councilor Jayne Krause took over as secretary for Gold Rush.

5. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein went back 20 years in the Gold Rush minutes, It seems to be the same. I’m not trying to change the wheel but I’m looking for lower costs. Discussion between Attorney Fred Suhler and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein about Gold Rush having more control during Gold Rush. Attorney Fred Suhler explained his view on why the city is separate from Gold Rush and discussed the problems with the venders who are licensed and those not. Do we charge one large amount or each vender paying? Things seem unfair if people get treated differently. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein wants to see everyone treated the same. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein just wanted to brain storm since everyone is together. Attorney Fred Suhler said he’s not sure how you would increase revenue without having higher fees.

I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
Engineer Joe Palen spoke about meeting with Terry Lee, they continue to work towards owning the property. At this point in time it doesn’t look like they are coming together. There has been discussion between agencies about wetlands and disturbing the lake bed. It is difficult to mitigate for everything that we need to. Looking at one option to add more to the peninsulas and explained what the reasoning was. Joe will inform the public at that time.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Door Locks: $750.78: 
Works with the panic bar and uses a key or code. Committees could have their own code. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve door lock for $750.78, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, small discussion, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein amended that the keys say “do not duplicate” and to have 20 extra keys; Councilor Trish Shields would like to see the keys being numbered, all in favor, motion carried.
2. Front Doors:
Last time we had someone work on the door they backed out. They discussed the bids for the door and window above the door. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion for Bowman to complete the door up to $6500, and ABC to do the wrap and metal sun burst up to $3000, Councilor Trish Shields second, small discussion, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Insurance Claim on Radiator pipe burst submitted. Radiator blow up upstairs in the room, water damage down below. Cain Dolan is getting another bid to replace the old tiles with new ones. Basement Ceiling: $2100 to put in a drop ceiling (it would block off part of the windows). The plumber came and worked on things. Also looking into new radiator. Insurance company has been contacted. Trish is willing to donate a radiator she has in her basement. Mayor Kevin McDermott said they will look into it.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop; no updates.
2. OSHA signage and supplies:  $731. This would bring the City into better compliance. Mayor Kevin McDermott made motion to accept the $731 for OSHA signage and supplies, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Hydrant Use: set 10 degrees as cut off for contractor use. Stems from a contactor using the hydrant and the hydrant froze and cannot be used. Looked at a liability form to have the contractor’s be responsible. Looking at having a meter in place as well. Mayor Kevin McDermott made motion to adopt the liability form, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
