I. CALL TO ORDER

The meeting was called to order at 4:01pm.  Mayor Kevin McDermott is on his way and Councilor Nathan Hartung is absent.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned for a 5 minute recess, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried. 
II. ROLL CALL
Members present:  Councilor Jayne Krause, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Attorney Fred Suhler, and Clerk Sandy Jessen.  Mayor Kevin McDermott arrived at 4:10 pm. Councilor Nathan Hartung was absent.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to call the meeting back to order at 4:10pm.
III. Chainsaws: Earl’s Small Engine Repair $599.90.  Cain; we are trading an older weed trimmer and two chainsaws and getting two new chain saws.  We have a good weed trimmer that we traded for previously.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to approve the Earl’s Small Engineer Repair bid for $599.90, Councilor Jayne Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
IV. City Shop: updates and draw request
A. Punch list:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein:  request for staff to contact Gas Company, to move forward.  Clerk Sandy Jessen: spoke with Councilor Nathan Hartung and he is not at the meeting due to a family medical emergency. Staff has talked about using torpedo or sunflower heaters. Terry Throndson has been contacted for a temporary heating solution and Engineer Joe Palen called MN Energy to see if a rush could be put on installing the line.  Councilor Nathan Hartung said that his crew has been working on the punch list and he would send them into tomorrow for the correct flooring color and they would work on it tomorrow. Engineer Joe Palen will walk through to see if any on other items remain on the punch list. 
V. Soniclear Digital Recording:  up to $1000: the license would be for the microphones, there would be four. The issue was brought up for those that hard of hearing and would the mics amplify anything; can the sound be amplified.  You must consider the audience.  Trish; a guitar amp would work; they are reasonable. Mayor Kevin McDermott likes the idea of recording system but is willing to spend more to amplify the sound. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to approve the Soniclear audio only, and for staff to add additional equipment for amplification and report back with costs; Councilor Trish Shields second all in favor, motion carried.
VI. Oronoco Park, caretaker house:  Discussion: what will happen over the winter months?  Winterize for now; we are not ready to take any action this fall yet. Staff will shut the water off and try to drain the lines, turn off gas, drain the water heater, turn off the power, set traps, and put poison down. It has never been vacant over winter months; the previous caretaker moved out in the spring. Winter plowing was discussed. People like to snow shoe and ski.  There is now a trail from Cedar Woodlands and River Park that could be used as well. We have been closing that park in the winter too. If we don’t plow people won’t go in and it will reduce the risk of vandalism and if they enter the park we will know they’ve been there.  Mayor Kevin McDermott sees that point; the vandalism doesn’t worry him as much in the winter and people would be able to walk their dogs. Parks are still one of those things that we offer the community and to not allow winter usage; although there is a price, it allows people to get in there.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to plow them this year and see what use there is, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second all in favor, motion carried motion carried.

Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to adjourn at 4:40 pm, Councilor Jayne Krause second all in favor, motion carried.
