I. CALL TO ORDER

Meeting was called to order at 5:33pm.
II. ROLL CALL
Members present:  Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Jayne Krause, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Engineer Joe Palen, Attorney Fred Suhler, and Clerk Sandy Jessen. Councilor Nathan Hartung was absent.
III. City Shop: updates and draw request
A. Punch list:  
Mayor Kevin McDermott: what do we need to do to proceed; we have not had any contact from Nathan Hartung (HARTCO). Have Attorney Fred Suhler send an official letter.  Attorney Fred Suhler; there is a process in the bond that needs to be followed; to initiate contact with the bond company.  The owner must provide notice to the contractor and bonding company.  It starts the process to talk about why there is an issue.  Attorney Fred Suhler doesn’t know of any other options but to initiate this process.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; give him a notice and hope he will follow through. Attorney Fred Suhler; the bonding company will not sit silent.  The reason this took Nathan Hartung so long was getting the bond and he may have a hard time getting bonded again; the insurance companies don’t want to pay claims they want him to finish it; they will try very hard to get him to complete it.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; do they need the punch list? Attorney Fred Suhler; yes it should be included.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; the heater wasn’t installed; it was the air exchanger.  Councilor Jayne Krause; there is approx. $22,000 left in the draw; is there enough to cover the needed work? Engineer Joe Palen; it depends, there are some things that may be acceptable; the bollards are bolted; not ideal, they were supposed to be buried 36 “in the concrete. To truly fix it you take it all out; it’s not ideal, but may be left as is.  It’s not what we paid for. The grates, the tile in the bathroom; it isn’t what you paid for.  Attorney Fred Suhler; if you felt you could live with some of the items; there could be a price adjustment.  If its code it needs to be corrected. Engineer Joe Palen; there are some items that aren’t code but may live with and there are some you just can’t live with. Take a look and then take a deduct and then there’s liquidated damages. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: with all the failed attempts to contact him.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to permit Attorney Fred Suhler to contact the surety company and start the bonding process, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; discussion: Attorney Fred Suhler will contact Councilor Nathan Hartung as well as the Surety Company.  Engineer Joe Palen; are there any time issues with the bond?  Attorney Fred Suhler; I don’t believe so; once we tell them it’s completed they may be able to close it out. We would need to make a final payment. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; this is with a heavy heart, but it’s the residents money, and we have a fiduciary obligation. All in favor, motion carried.
