I. CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order at 7pm.
II. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Jayne Krause, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Nathan Hartung, Attorney Fred Suhler, Engineer Joe Palen, and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire. Absent: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein.

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Addition to agenda under L2 for signage; Councilor Jayne Krause approved agenda, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.

IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Carole Wells: Community Awareness History Center: Carole is a resident of Oronoco. We are just doing a little community awareness. Right now we are working on a 501 for charitable donations. After the meeting you’re welcome to come to the center to take a look at it. Thank you.
Adam Hoehne at 528 Vintage Rd NW: Conditional Use Permit: Resident of Oronoco. I am trying to put up a building on my property. I have been honest through this whole process and I am trying to please everyone. I have all the maps and plans. I will do whatever I need to do. I am asking for anything that can be done tonight to move this forward. I have a lot on the line and a lot invested into this. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that a big issue was that the property owner needs to give approval. Adam: My mom is here. She is the trustee of the property. Thank you for your time and anything you can do. Attorney Fred Suhler said that he has a few comments later on in the agenda about the appeal process and regarding the zoning and placement of the building. Mayor Kevin McDermott said it is on the agenda and will address it than.
Dave Crandall: Adam’s neighbor: I have voiced my concerns in writing and at the last meeting. If this is built it would enhance his property but on the same hand, I have spoken with appraisers and they said it is detrimental to my property value. I also have concerns about erosion. There is a water line easement across that lot; later on he would like to drive in the north and out the south and I have concerns about the gravel that will go over it. G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein  
1. Meeting Minutes:  April 21, 2014. Continued discussion on prepping for Gold Rush, such as looking for entertainment.
2. Gathering Permit. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the gathering permit for Gold Rush, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried. Councilor Jayne Krause mentioned that we are always looking for volunteers.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Lance Sorensen, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes: Parks went on a park tour of the parks. Councilor Jayne Krause asked about the sign, she doesn’t get the moose. Council explained about the moose tree at the park. It is the largest basswood tree in MN. Public Works Cain Dolan explained the history. Adam Hoehne mentioned that the cables need to be redone and the company will donate their time to re-due the cables.
2. Oronoco Park:  water leaks, remodel bathrooms up to $2000.  There is $800 in the R&M Building and $4000 in the R&M Grounds account for Oronoco Park. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve up to $2000 to get the showers back in shape, Councilor Jayne Krause second, all in favor, motion carried.
3.  Weed eater $185.91 with trade (in budget). Councilor Trish Shields made a motion to allow Public Works Cain Dolan to make the purchase for $185.91 with the trade, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Oronoco Park: sign. Cain Dolan drafted it up. Gold Rush donated the money. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the park sign, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair*. Councilor Trish Shields: The turnout was great for the highway clean-up. I would like to thank the Lake Shady Committee for putting it together and would like to thank everyone who helped.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Front Door: completed $6800; sunburst and door wraps are scheduled.
2. Bathroom repairs: FYI on the showers. Public Works Cain Dolan: something to think about for budget time next year is to upgrade toilets and sinks because they are so old and we keep getting new parts for them.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop; Performance Bond. Councilor Nathan Hartung: It has been issued, paperwork should be delivered tomorrow. Fred will be looking at it to review. Nathan will directly send it to Fred. Nathan said the trenches should be done tomorrow. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked that nothing be done till the bond goes through.
2. Change Order; no contract, so nothing to change yet.
3. Construction Draw:  permit, excavating, footings, materials on hand
L. STREETS & ROADS*
1. Road / drive repair – receiving estimates from Rochester Service and Aslakson’s.
2. Councilor Jayne Krause would like a sign placed on White Bridge Rd going east from the round-a-bout, and there is no sign coming from Mazeppa when you get to the “T”, and questing about a sign by the cemetery that a stop is ahead; requesting Mayor Kevin McDermott to ask county for them. Councilor Trish Shields stated that her driveway is collapsing on the north side from where county did their repairs. Engineer Joe Palen asked if he should call. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he will call.

M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes: 

2.  Peoples’ Coop: Oronoco Crossings Final Plat recommend approval, Stantec has reviewed as well. Councilor Jayne Krause made a motion to approve Oronoco Crossing’s Final Plat (RePlat 2 ), Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
3. CUP: Hoehne Commercial Shed, P&Z recommends denial, there was concern from neighboring property owners and the property is in a trust. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that Tower Investments has an easement through this property. Adam confirmed its location, 33 feet from the North property line. Adam will be an additional 40 feet from that. Councilor Trish Shields asked about staying where he placed the cones. Adam stated he was and is trying to please everyone. Skyler made notes, asking Council to bring it forward for him, about placing it on the lower side. Adam said the issue with it is concerning with the power lines, water lines, heat, and security. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that Adam’s Mother was present since she is the trustee. Attorney Fred Suhler has concerns about what everyone wants to do. I am not totally convinced after reviewing the ordinance that it falls under home occupation, maybe he should go for a zone change. The City Ordinance is not consistent with each other. I also have concerns about how the appeal is processed. Councilor Jayne Krause: I was wondering about that as well. The appeal process does not make sense to me. Attorney Fred Suhler: I am requesting it be deferred till I can take a better look at it. It is a commercial shed on residential property. I would like to have the opportunity to sit down with Clerk Sandy Jessen and Adam as to what is the best approach. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that what was brought to his attention was to reapply it under the trustee and to waive the fees that were already paid and set a special meeting in a week to get this taken care of. Attorney Fred Suhler wants to make sure we are operating correctly. This would set a precedence that someone with a smaller lot who wants to do the same thing, will they be allowed to? Mayor Kevin McDermott wants to point out that it is on the edge of City limits and would be more concerned if it was in a more residential area. Attorney Fred Suhler said that if that’s the way you want to interpret the ordinance, than someone in a more residential area will be allowed as well. Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to postpone and not make any decision tonight. Councilor Jayne Krause asked about having Engineer Joe Palen look at it for run off concerns. Attorney Fred Suhler said we all need to go over it and take the proper procedure. Councilor Nathan Hartung talked about setting precedence and gave an example using Buy RV sell RV and continued on with rezoning discussions, because it was a similar situation. Mayor Kevin McDermott said to give it a week. Councilor Nathan Hartung made a motion to set a special hearing to address the Hoehne property with determining the date later, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Variance: driveway (horseshoe) set Public Hearing for June 12th
5. CUP: Salon on MN Ave. P&Z set Public Hearing for June 12th
6. Sign on Storage Units: approved and permit was given. 
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes: April 22, 2014. Engineer Joe Palen went over a few of the things discussed at the meeting.
2. Water Tank Inspection, Cleaning, and Mixer. Council discussion on how it was bided. Engineer Joe Palen said that it was not really discussed or looked at in detail to give an opinion. Mayor Kevin McDermott would like it put on the next meeting and asked Engineer Joe Palen to look into it and have it worked into the budget for next year unless something immediate needs to be addressed this year.
3. Transfer Cedar Woodlands II WAC fees of $37,378.49 from WAC/SAC to Water Fund and future new development WAC fees to the water fund not under existing subdivision development agreements.  This was discussed with the auditor and he is in agreement that this would be appropriate use of the funds. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the transfer of funds, Councilor Jayne Krause second, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Water Connection deadline date is July 31, 2014:  reminder letter was sent.

VI. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
A. Garbage Hauling Bids; Advanced Disposal was the only bid. Advanced Disposal representatives went over the increased charges; 10% increase. The increase was also because they included Gold Rush because they will not be charged for Gold Rush Days. Councilor Jayne Krause thanked them for not charging for Gold Rush. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that it is very big for our City wide event and it has been a big chunk of money for Gold Rush. After Gold Rush pays all the bills the rest of the money is donated. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Advanced Disposal for the hauling contract, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
B. Bounce House estimates: Low Bid Rentex $528.00. This is for National Night Out. We have won that event for 2 years in a row now from Olmsted County for Best NNO. We cook and have prizes. All are welcome. Councilor Jayne Krause made a motion to approve Rentex for up to $528.00, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
C.  MN Rural Water Association Dues: $260.00. Councilor Trish Shields asked if there has been a change. Mayor Kevin McDermott said no. Councilor Trish Shields made a motion to approve the MN Rural Water Association dues for $260.00, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
D.  Resident request to credit water for March billing.  It would be approximately $16.00. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that it was very well advertised. At the present time, I felt like we went over and above and everyone was well aware, I know it is $16, but…Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to deny this request, Councilor Trish Shields second, Mayor Kevin McDermott stated he was not trying to be petty but it was very well advertised to call City Hall if you were running water to receive the credit, all in favor, motion carried.
E. LMC Insurance Coverage Package (building, vehicles, open meeting law, umbrella): $17,337 down 2.8% overall, buildings, contents, and bobcat up slightly. Councilor Trish Shields made a motion to approve the LMC insurance bill of $17,337.00, Councilor Jayne Krause second, all in favor, motion carried.
F.   Lake Shady Ave N: field entrance, MNDOT is asking for City input and will allow the entrance if the City approves. Engineer Joe Palen said he looked at it as well and thought it was fine. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the entrance, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, all in favor, motion carried.
G. Southern MN Initiative Foundation: series of meetings focused on the economic development of the region surrounding Rochester. Mayor Kevin McDermott read Councilor Skyler Breitenstein comments since he was absent. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that is not that we don’t want to be involved but it consumes a lot of our time. Later down the line we can get involved if we can. I will listen to Skyler’s recommendation because he was at the meeting. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to send a letter back to decline at this time and will look at it later down the road, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
VII. UNFINISHED BUSINESS*
A. Animal Control; no update.
B. Flooded Properties:  Jason will finish the clearing.
C. Subsurface Sewage Treatment Systems Ordinance for Olmsted County. Engineer Joe Palen stated that we had an in-depth discussion at the last meeting asking the letter to be sent to the County for an extension. John will come out to the meeting to listen to the committees concerns, the biggest issue is the requirement that there has to be an inspection upon sale, that it has to be in compliance or bring it up to compliance. Many residents are not in compliance. It is really a hardship for folks. Also with us looking into a treatment facility; those folks will object having just upgraded their system. As a committee we are asking for an exemption for some period of time for that part of the County Ordinance, as we are moving ahead. Hopefully the County will understand and I think it’s important to make that case. That meeting is the 27th. If council is supportive, we should know or if you have other concerns. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that we are supportive of that and would not like a hardship for our residents. Councilor Trish Shields stated that maybe we could include this in the special meeting. Engineer Joe Palen said he thinks it is a big deal and we do not need it negatively impacting our residents. Councilor Trish Shields thanked Joe. A resident had a question: what happens with foreclosed properties if the ordinance takes effect and it is not compliant. Engineer Joe Palen said he thought there is a special exemption for those types of properties. Mayor Kevin McDermott said Council will send a formal letter so that County knows.
D. Equestrian center passed: FYI
E. Solar Array:  address powder coated fence. Engineer Joe Palen said there are 2 issues. We stopped out for a periodic inspection. We discussed with the contractor, we have no developer agreement. This went in front of P&Z and Council, comments that came back were about the fence around the site. It seems that the fence was to be colored or powered coated and it is a galvanized chain link fence. It is not what was talked about. The other was contemplating maintenance of the facility, in lieu of grass; they are looking at decorative rock that would be less intrusive than grass. The final restoration has not been completed but the fence has. Councilor Trish Shields had questions about the cost to change the fence and the environmental concerns. Councilor Nathan Hartung explained they would have to tear it down and then put it back up. Councilor Trish Shields asked about the cost? Dragonfly Solar representative spoke that it will have to be replaced and we would have to talk about it, unsure about the cost. Councilor Nathan Hartung thinks it will be 15k or more plus labor. Councilor Jayne Krause said that P&Z felt that there was a color. Councilor Nathan Hartung explained about the color choice. What was passed was accurate, stated Councilor Nathan Hartung, it is state standard and I don’t think it was worth changing it but would have preferred them to come to Council about it. If I had to make a decision, I am irritated and annoyed but I would say to leave it. Mayor Kevin McDermott is abstaining. Councilor Nathan Hartung made a motion to approve the fence as it is and not require Peoples to change the fence. Engineer Joe Palen asked about landscaping. The Solar representative explained that it would be hopefully rock. Motion died for lack of second. Councilor Trish Shields asked if we leave it as it is, does it require maintenance? The Solar representative said no. Councilor Nathan Hartung resubmit the motion with an amendment,  with putting landscape rock underneath it and emphasize strongly that the shrubs that P&Z asked for be followed to a “T”, the Solar representative asked about the height of the shrubs, Councilor Nathan Hartung explained it was low growing shrubs, Engineer Joe Palen wants clarification, Councilor Nathan Hartung said it would be underneath the panels, Dragonfly Solar is unsure if the rock with be the entire area, Councilor Nathan Hartung wants rock in the whole area but most importantly under the panels, Engineer Joe Palen wants porous fabric, that’s why the site plan was approved, Dragonfly Solar representative will include environmentally friendly materials, Councilor Nathan Hartung said they will be watched, Councilor Trish Shields second, Councilor Jayne Krause apposed, motion carried.
