I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.
II. ROLL CALL

Members present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Jayne Krause, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Nathan Hartung, Attorney Fred Suhler, Engineer Joe Palen, and Clerk Sandy Jessen. 
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Jayne Krause motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried.
IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Jan Throndson, 25 MN Ave: Jan has been dealing with Olmsted County on the hillside of his property. The comment made was, it’s just Oronoco, by an Olmsted County worker. This spring came and the hydro seeding was done over the rocks and he watched them do some additional work.  He spoke with Sheila Kiskaden and was told to write a letter and they did not get back to him. He called Lou Ohly and he said it doesn’t look good and asked what did it look like before? Lou said he would attend a staff meeting and has not gotten ahold of Jan. He spoke with Ken Brown and he came back and said they wouldn’t do anything even though he has not seen It. Lou called after speaking with Ken Brown and Ken said he couldn’t stand before the board.  Jan wanted to know why he can’t come in front of the board.  Lou also said that Devlin wouldn’t put him on the agenda.  Is this how you treat residents? He wants to be put on the agenda, so he gave him a letter and then saw Sheila and she asked if he had received the letter from Devlin, which he had not.  He attended a meeting with the City and with Lou and brought up 75th Street and that they did landscaping.  This is downtown Oronoco.  Sheila said she hadn’t been in Oronoco in 40 years.  He called and was told by Olmsted County that the letter is being sent and that they are doing nothing. He has not received the letter yet, but Olmsted County was going to buy that property on 75th Street. He spoke with the resident and they were not offered a buyout; the property was larger and they got 4 times for what they did take and they didn’t have to ask the County for the retaining wall.  He has asked why it is ok in Oronoco and not other cities.  It’s a safety factor for him; who does he sue when he falls down that hill?  Erv and the other neighbors have to look at it. And don’t feel that he should have to put in a wall and then have it torn out when work is done. The DMC is huge in Rochester, and Oronoco is a gold mine that they may buy out.  He is bringing concerns to you; Sheila said that they have already made the decision; his pictures were not included with the letter he sent.  Mayor Kevin McDermott: just to let you know, it’s far from over.  We have had Lou here twice and he will get in touch with him again and will go in front of the County Board and will follow the steps.  This is unacceptable to the staff and Council.  Jan: watched the logs and the debris and it is sitting there and they are going to use it to stabilize the soil?  How do you put rotten wood in?  Is this a quick fix?  If it rots, it will come back to haunt the City.  Jan is going to check with the conservation people to see if this is acceptable practice.  Councilor Jayne Krause: is that ROW?  Are all the other areas done? Mayor Kevin McDermott: no, it is ROW and it’s not complete.
Erv Devleaminck; owns on both sides of the area and applauds what Jan has done up there. It is disrespectful what the County has done and would they like it in their front yard?  Jan: would be willing to bring the news in.   The projects Forman said it’s just Oronoco.  
Mayor Kevin McDermott made 3rd and final call for public forum.
Angela Smith, township resident: wanted to ask about the wastewater facility plan. We have been attending the Water and Sewer meeting and it was suggested for us to come to Council; what is the proper forum? Mayor Kevin McDermott: there are three options on the table and it has been sent to the State and we have not heard back. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: being on Sewer and Water you are welcome at all meetings. Because we haven’t heard back from the PCA I’m not sure that it is fruitful to attend until we have more information. Councilor Nathan Hartung: watch the website for agendas and minutes to see if more information is available.
Paul Pendergrass, MN Ave: back onto the roads; was that part of the design? Engineer Joe Palen: the County did the design, it was not a City project and issues have not been addressed to the Cities satisfaction.

We have the resolution for levy coming up now. look at the lease and use the first payment out of the Fire Department fund. If we go beyond November 1st the truck goes up 4%.  Dan asked what other cities do; some lease and do a down payment. Councilor Jayne Krause: the bond has an admin fee; are there leasing fees?  Dan: it’s a higher interest rate and a prepay penalty. Mayor Kevin McDermott: when buy it, still have the Fire Department put into the fund so if we need to we’ll be able to take one more truck payment. Dan: the Fire Dept. fund can make 1st plus equipment and hopefully will be able to add more.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the Fire Truck with the manufacturer lease, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; by the next meeting we can order, need to allow time for public comment, a public hearing is not needed; it is equipment and requires a public comment period. Councilor Trish Shields: add part of the payment from the Fire Dept. fund. All in favor, motion carried.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Right of Way Ordinance:  add to city code. P&Z didn’t have quorum and will bring back to the October meeting.
2. Resolution 2014-12 setting the Preliminary tax levy: Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to set at $668,600 bumping the general fund $21,000 and the final levy will be set in December and it will give a cushion until we work around the budget. It is pretty close, it would be at 44% and this year the tax capacity is 1, 518,273.  The general fund does operations and the GO bonds are for projects. For the preliminary levy we have been right around this mark for quite a few years. If you look at other communities we are quite a bit lower.  We have almost five more miles of road although it is not finalized.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the preliminary tax levy at $668,600, Councilor Jayne Krause second; discussion: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: other cities rates are much higher, Pine Island is 73%, Byron 55%. Mayor Kevin McDermott: aware we don’t have what some of the other cities have but we have a lot of nice things in Oronoco. All in favor: voice vote all ayes, motion passes.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein  
1. Meeting Minutes:  the 1st Responder’s, Fire Dept., and community members: it was phenomenal.  We are still paying a few bills but should be ahead of last year’s numbers. I ran into so many people that didn’t realize it’s nonprofit. To have a show of our size it’s unheard of.  And that we donate back to the community. Mayor Kevin McDermott: thank you to all the Committee, City and volunteers; we couldn’t do it without you and would like to recruit others and know that they would truly enjoy it. Councilor Jayne Krause: recommends having the same committee for weather.  
2. City-Wide Gold Rush Ordinance. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein would like to ask for us as Council to ask Attorney Fred Suhler to look at it.  It comes back to there have been several issues brought back over the past several years.  An ordinance encompassing the entire downtown that Gold Rush would control the area. Attorney Fred Suhler: the fact that Gold Rush gives money does not make it the government. I looked at the heads up email.  I would hope that you give Gold Rush the right to occupy some property and public property but by giving that control it would be like giving control to General Mills. You can’t abrogate the government. The City can allow certain things to happen.  Rochester’s Thursdays on First, they don’t abrogate the organization. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: there is a need to have it be controlled, be it private or public vendors to have same set up times. There were vendor set up and selling issues, as far as having Gold Rush control, maybe it should be a City thing. Attorney Fred Suhler: how can you give Gold Rush the rights to do something and then prohibit the private sector to do the same.  I think from the perception there is a certain amount of uncomfortableness that people benefit from it but they are using their own property. Make all vendors follow one time.  A while back it was brought forward that it would prohibit them from allowing parking, there are people in the community that didn’t like it. Mayor Kevin McDermott: we were looking at setting a fee and people were upset. Attorney Fred Suhler: the point is there are people that would disagree with this concept that they can’t benefit from this.  Residents don’t pay Gold Rush and allow early set up and Gold Rush feels it’s unfair.  It’s difficult to craft an ordinance to allow one person and not another.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: would there be a blanket ordinance for the city? Councilor Nathan Hartung: the way to do it is to simply have a gathering permit on own property and we could charge $0 or a $5 charge and have to file a month in advance. It was met with a lot of contempt before.  Everyone has to be treated the same; if it were $5 then Gold Rush would purchase each of those lots and they would all pay.  The community didn’t want it before. Councilor Jayne Krause: can the permit state hours of operation?  Attorney Fred Suhler: yes.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: there would be a resolution and it would set all the parameters and if they don’t follow them they would lose it. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: how do we get back there again? Attorney Fred Suhler: run it up the flag pole and see who salutes.  The fact is I appreciate the moral high ground that some aren’t paying their fair share. What would you do in years past for those not downtown; they have benefited from Gold Rush. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: it would encompass downtown. Attorney Fred Suhler: there are more than downtown that benefit. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: it’s just to get control of the start times and setup. There are a lot of people that came for Gold Rush and had to wait; some sneaked through, but then you have the other property owners’ setting up Wednesday and selling early.  We need to try to control the event with a controlled start time for all. If you went under an umbrella? Attorney Fred Suhler: the people that allow this, they vote and come in and scream and if you can deal with them screaming.  Mayor Kevin McDermott: keep working with Attorney Fred Suhler and bring it back. Attorney Fred Suhler: will write an ordinance and can’t guarantee that they will be civic minded and follow it. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: going more towards the property owner or can it be more at the merchant side? Attorney Fred Suhler: if I come to town and rent from a resident why would I be treated different if I don’t rent from Gold Rush?  Councilor Nathan Hartung: it was brought to our attention that it would create dissentions for the vendors and then decided to venture on the vendor side. If we put anything in place it could stop them from coming and if we don’t do anything they may not come because of the safety issues.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: there are some in IA and TX that hand over control and organization to put on a show. Attorney Fred Suhler: we can look at it; the problem exists because not everyone feels about Gold Rush like the members of Gold Rush does.  There are people that continually go outside Gold Rush rules. Mayor Kevin McDermott: let’s correspond and bring it back to the next meeting.  Councilor Trish Shields: reminder that the deadline to submit for donations is October 17th.  
H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Lance Sorensen, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes: August 7, 2014
2. Flooded Properties. Lance Sorensen:  Recommendations; we have discussed what needs to happen there. Hoping to see additional info and look at steps for restoration and figure out costs and try for some funding.  Cleanup is still needed down there; some junk and some recyclables.  Organize volunteers: boy scouts, STS, and other volunteers. We would need equipment for some of the materials; tires, metal, and a boat in a tree.  Maybe leave the boat?  We reviewed the property, there are native trees and the invasive species. Some ideas are: a butterfly garden, the community garden, and paths (there is a partial path now). There are native prairie plants, fishing access, BMX bike course, a natural playground, or a brush dump.  The community garden is the startup and next spring it will be tilled and we need to set the rules and regulations.  Cleanup brush that the County wants. Figure out the cost; there are DNR trail grants, Lesard-Sams legacy funds, and the Bush foundation. It could be a nice area. 
3. Water connection: hydrant. Councilor Trish Shields ask that the City pursue setting up the hydrant. Lance; there is one other option in another community they had a tank that they set up gravity feed that the Fire Department fills. Councilor Jayne Krause: that’s what they did in Pine Island. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: we kept one or two lines. Would need to meter and secure it. Mayor Kevin McDermott: put the hydrant on hold til spring. Councilor Jayne Krause: fall cleanup?  Lance: if I can round up some volunteers and get a trailer to load things on. Councilor Jayne Krause: if Carl knows ahead of time he has a pay loader to help and load in a truck. Lance: we would have to pay the County for cost.  Some is plastic, tires, and metal. Clerk Sandy Jessen: it is $100 per day for STS.  Lance: we need authorization for spending. 
4. Garden space rentals; run those applications through Sandy. Do garden plots on a first come first serve basis; the office is a non-biased way to track it.  Mayor Kevin McDermott: thinks that is how Essex Park does it.

1. Highway Clean-up; set for sept 20th at 8:30 am. Meet here, wear gloves, rain or shine unless heavy rains

K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop; progress update.  Councilor Nathan Hartung stepped down from City Council.  There is a minor problem with how the air exchanger is spect out and what we can do with the air exchanger unit. It requires 3 phase and the City doesn’t have three phase and it would be a big expense to add it. It would be thousands to do that.  One phase could be put in; the original three phase air exchanger could be used and put in a converter. It would be $1500, or bring in three phase. Could order a one phase but the earliest he can get it is four weeks. It won’t change the substantial dates except that the one spec can be removed from the substantial completion. I really don’t want to pay $500 a day for four weeks.  Councilor Trish Shields:  is there any benefit for single phase?  Councilor Nathan Hartung: no, just wired differently. I had ordered three phase but found out we don’t have it.  A converter would be more expensive. Councilor Jayne Krause: completion of project? Councilor Nathan Hartung: will be about two days late; but it rained for two days, we should have everything else done. Mayor Kevin McDermott: air exchanger is a separate unit?  Councilor Nathan Hartung: it is similar to one on a house. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to allow the exception on the air exchanger for the period of four weeks, Councilor Jayne Krause second; Councilor Trish Shields amend to include specs are provided to Bruce for approval, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: want to know why it was spect for 3 phase. Councilor Nathan Hartung: larger communities have 3 phases and that smaller communities don’t have three phase as a standard. This was probably from a standard boiler plate. Mayor Kevin McDermott: three phase does cost a lot of money to get it there and account the monthly cost is more. Councilor Nathan Hartung: it was probably from a boiler plate. There is a project in Rochester for a pizzeria and we know it’s there.  It would be here before it gets to cold outside. Superior Plumbing said we are looking at delivery maybe earlier but about 4 weeks. The other one is here but he had paid for it and he can use it on his other job.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: leaving the substantial completion date, it would put it to October 14 - 15th?  Just want to have an end date.  Engineer Joe Palen: may need installation time as well. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: end of that week is the 17th of October.  All in favor, motion carried.
Mayor Kevin McDermott called for a 5 minute break. 
L. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. River Park Punch list:  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the easement, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried. Councilor Nathan Hartung: questioned if we have received a timeline. There are two homes ready to go and we are in a place for the moratorium.  There has been quite a bit done but the road is getting really bad. The rocks from the road are breaking up the finished road. It is a major concern, we don’t have much leverage except a moratorium.  Councilor Nathan Hartung made a motion for a moratorium on any permits or inspections until he has a definitive timeline and completion of the second lift, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; those are approved, but it includes inspections.  Engineer Joe Palen: Jech said he will take legal action if a moratorium is placed. Mayor Kevin McDermott: it’s part of the developer’s agreement? Engineer Joe Palen: we have discussed it but I’m not certain it’s in the agreement. Councilor Nathan Hartung: if it’s not in agreement we can’t enforce it. Mayor Kevin McDermott: table until next week and work off of what we can and can’t do.
2. Cedar Woodlands II Punch list:  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve CW II Punch List, Councilor Nathan Hartung second, discussion; the date extend completion paving date to end of July, I don’t wasn’t to push it out again. All in favor, motion carried.
3. 5th Street NE: there is erosion of a portion of the shoulder and it is breaking apart. It isn’t part of the new construction but it is part of the turnback and believes that the road used to bank to the east and now it turns left.  If there was a culvert or drain tile that collapsed. We have had the County out, they’re looking at it. He has contacted Lou on this and he will contact Scott tomorrow to find out where they are at. The road has been there for how many years with no issues and now all of a sudden after the project something has happened.  Engineer Joe Palen: Scott has had no communication with Sandy or me.  Mayor Kevin McDermott will call.
4. Aslakson’s Blacktopping: $9957.50 minus 5% retainage $7077.50; Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the $7077.50, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.

N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  August 26, 2014  
2. MOU Meeting; Engineer Joe Palen: September 10th we met with the MPCA and County. We had concerns with the draft MOU and County ordinance. The MOU just addresses downtown and asked for area C and F be added; they did seem to be amenable but not willing to change the five year timeline. They will revisit the timeline each year; they seemed opened.   The imminent threat and set back violations aren’t addressed in the MOU. They are willing to allow some additional language; other items, procedural items with the City and County.  Private entities would do inspections and send results to the County and City. The MOU would be discussed and the enforcement would not be required; but at the end of five years something would have to be done. It will be worked on, brought back in final form.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: addressing items between City and County would be in a cover letter.  Engineer Joe Palen: frequently ask questions for website for public information would be done. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: are any of those people reviewing the facility plan? Engineer Joe Palen: no, we should receive comments back in the next two or three weeks. 
VI. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS* Franchise Agreement: community septic systems. Attorney Fred Suhler: we had to go to court to have Fitzpatrick reimburse for the septic issue and he came into court saying that he wasn’t responsible. There is a situation where he attempted to dig up a public utility easement; there should be a regulation. He thinks he can dig up anywhere he wants and he does anything he wants. I did a little work and am less certain that a franchise agreement would work. There may need to be an ordinance that requires people to follow certain standards so we don’t have this issue again with this certain individual. I wanted to make sure to Council that he should be looking into this.  Councilor Nathan Hartung thinks that’s a fantastic idea. We have been on the wrong side of the ugly stick with him; it is a great way to deal with it. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to have Attorney Fred Suhler do the research necessary, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; Discussion: Councilor Jayne Krause: Brian Breider is looking at the ROW ordinance. Attorney Fred Suhler will talk with Brian on the ordinance.

 It was explained to the referee that the City had a need to abate a public health hazard and they agreed. Attorney Fred Suhler will be looking at ways to enforce the judgment and will speak with Brian; all in favor, motion carried.
A. $20 donation; a gentlemen left twenty dollars for notary service and we don’t charge for that service.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to accept the $20 donation, Councilor Nathan Hartung second; all in favor, motion carried.
VII. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
A. Animal Control; no updates
B. Oronoco Park:  the caretaker house. Tom went through it and his idea is that it isn’t worth putting the money into siding and windows. Mayor Kevin McDermott thinks it’s good to have someone there; it’s beneficial.   He has been around long enough and has seen damage to unattended parks.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: from a contractor stand point after reading #15.  The fact that an inspector is saying don’t spend money, it means either tear it down and rebuild; or just tear it down.  It doesn’t seem practical if you need new heating $5 – $10,000 and insulation; there is process to fill the cavities, but it is not cheap. Spray foam with everything that will be $55- $ 65,000 plus. I cannot bear this expense onto the community. Where I grew up there was camping.  I never wanted to see it go; but when they (caretakers) left, the lake dried up and no one wanted to move in. This place has sentimentality and the cost is a lot of money to rehab. We need to move on from it. Mayor Kevin McDermott: the fact of the matter is we got the park for free and are getting money to take care of it.  The reason was the history.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: they didn’t rehab it; it was for operations and maintenance. Mayor Kevin McDermott: the salary and wage are less.  Councilor Trish Shields: could it be a summer residence?  Park Caretaker Cain Dolan: the roof has a twenty year warranty, where do you start and stop. If you don’t put money into it and continue to have myself for a caretaker. Councilor Nathan Hartung: we shouldn’t ask someone to stay there if we can’t afford to fix it up. Do we spend the money or do we rationalize that public works has a place to stay there. Is that a perk then? You also have to relook at payroll and everything else.  I’m open to ideas; just see a big price tag on it. Councilor Trish Shields: other parks have no attendants. Councilor Nathan Hartung: there is some damage and vagrants but we deal with it from time to time. Councilor Trish Shields: but it doesn’t cost $50 - $60,000. Councilor Nathan Hartung: no. Councilor Trish Shields: electric bill and insurance and cost of having someone in there; I have a hard time justifying the cost to the community and the Moose tree…yes we want to protect it. Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned that we decide not to update the caretaker home and make a decision on how to remove in the future, Councilor Jayne Krause second; Councilor Jayne Krause: the thought is that  we are making a decision for the entire town and if we spend $40 - $50,000 it won’t ever stop.  I don’t think this is the best use of the tax payer’s money. Mayor Kevin McDermott: totally understands the house needs help, but would hate to see if our plan goes through for the restoration that there will be another 80 acres added to the park.   Councilor Trish Shields: at that point bring a trailer in instead of dumping into this. I live in an old house it is a money pit and this doesn’t have a basement.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: totally get the money part but wrestle with that. Regretfully this was brought up at budget requests and wouldn’t have been looked at so closely.  I know what the park used to be and what it can become. I thought I had my mind made up; that we as a City keep the thought of looking ahead to the future plan, if it gets the ax now. I see it looking like a Chester Woods and it is easier to keep someone there as opposed to adding someone back. I see a need to bring it back in the future. The last year and half we talked about a partnership.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: if this grand project does go through there may be funding there at that time to bring a residential home and the wheels are turning so slowly we don’t need to decide this right now but we do need to decide if we’re going to spend money on it. Councilor Trish Shields: it is a safety hazard, it could be fine for summer living. Cain: it should be demolished and hauled away, without the pay and the perks, make sure everything that goes with an abandoned house goes; get rid of it and haul it away and in the future is to keep aiming towards that, and build a station at that point. Councilor Trish Shields: don’t think locking it up would be safe?  Mayor Kevin McDermott: animals would overtake it. Cain: we have rodent issues right now; will stay if needed.  Councilor Trish Shields: should we split the motion?  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: to be fair to Cain and Ann, give a 60 day notice and don’t push them out. Mayor Kevin McDermott: would it behooves us to keep the garage? Cain: no. Paul Pendergrass: what would it take to maintain it for five years?  Cain put in a request for windows $15,000 and siding $15,000 in 2016.  Egress windows and doors; may create having to bring it all up to code.  Paul: ask the County for exemptions.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: even if we do just those two things it is 3% of our budget.  Mayor Kevin McDermott: The County pays us for the park. Attorney Fred Suhler: there is nothing in the agreement that says we would maintain as a campground, the house is a bizarre and trailer and a structure built around it.   They are paying us to take it off their hands.  All in favor: Councilor Trish Shields abstains, Councilor Nathan Hartung aye; Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, and Councilor Jayne Krause naye. We need to make a decision.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: set a Special City Council meeting for next Wednesday or Thursday for the final draw. Cain: this was supposed to be decided tonight, I’m angry for sure. I will be in Vegas next week.  Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Cain’s request for $15,000 for windows and doors for next year, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, discussion: Is there some dollar amount that is less? That is doable? Cain: I don’t want it to be next year. Councilor Nathan Hartung: we have to move ahead with all, if we spend the $15,000 we have to do it all or nothing. With 3% of the budget the hemming and hawing over the $44 - $50,000 we’re turning a blind eye to dollars and cents.  Councilor Trish Shields: agrees once we start we are committed, sticking our hand to a fly trap. Councilor Nathan Hartung: if I walk and have someone like Brian Breider and Adam Brase walk up to me and ask why we spent 3%. How do I justify it? If we could do it for $8000 but we are talking 10’s of thousands and I won’t try to justify this expense.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: revenue is down by half. Councilor Trish Shields: it is a primitive campground and parks is looking at reducing the rates or improve the grounds. Perhaps more people would camp there; the rates are higher than what is typical in primitive sites.  Councilor Nathan Hartung: revenue still would be there with more campers and reduced rates.  Councilor Nathan Hartung motioned to not improve the caretaker home and decide what to do in the very near future, Councilor Trish Shields added to give him 60 days, Councilor Jayne Krause second; Ayes; Councilor Nathan Hartung, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Jayne Krause, Mayor Kevin McDermott and Opposed Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, motion carries. Mayor Kevin McDermott told Cain to take as much time as you need.
