I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting to order @ 7:00pm.
II. ROLL CALL
Members Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein by remote, Clerk Sandy Jessen, Engineer Joe Palen, and Attorney Fred Suhler.
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; all in favor, motion carried.
IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Travis Drucker: 960 Woodlands Lane SE. They would like to purchase a lot in Cedar Woodlands and split the lot. They would each buy half; it is not a desirable lot and they would not be building on it they would just like the additional land. Councilor Trish Shields; there may be driveway issues if you are creating a second driveway. Clerk Sandy Jessen; Corban Homes owns the lot, he would need to sign the paperwork; it would need to go to Planning & Zoning. 
Mayor Kevin McDermott made second and third calls for public forum with no one coming forward.  Public Forum was closed at 7:05pm.

3. Peoples Grant received back in July (but no letter), $1400 for hose drying rack, ordered. 
4. New truck update: we met in December and reviewed the order and we are waiting for final drawings with a delivery date which should be late fall. There is laundry list of things to be added for the truck; ladders and hoses. If it is initially used to equip the truck it is tax exempt. 
5. New thermal imaging camera (TIC) for the new truck using our equipment funds: $8495 Fire Safety had a one used as a demo model that could equip the truck.  Received it in early in January why we got it now is it is personnel protective equipment.  It is for the new truck and is tax exempt. It would normally be a little over $10,000 and they would throw in the truck mount.  Most purchases will be at the same time. We would like to purchase it. We have the equipment fund money for this.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; you need to try to put a listing together with prices, there is $80,000 for the equipment fund. Dan Sundt; when it comes to buying, we won’t have all the details there, $50,000 - $60,000 is needed to equip the truck.  Councilor Trish Shields; where are we at budget wise; the fund is to pay for the first two truck payments. Dan; the funds make first payment and the equipment; we have additional that we can donate and try for the second payment. Mayor Kevin McDermott; there is two years to get to that second payment. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve this imaging camera, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; discussion:  Councilor Trish Shields; how old is our current camera? Dan; it is over seven years old, but we will have a spare. Councilor Trish Shields; it won’t hinder your purchase of other equipment? Fire Chief Dan Sundt; no.  All in favor, motion carried.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS (voice vote)
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein  
1. Meeting Minutes: January 12, 2015 & November 17, 2014
Councilor Beau Hanenberger; the committee is looking for two voting members. 
2. City-Wide Gold Rush Ordinance: Attorney Fred Suhler; there is a typo and it will be corrected.  The other issue is enforcement of the transient merchant ordinance. Back in December it was discussed that it should be enforced the way it is and I don’t see how anyone would be exempt, unless the ordinance says it is. The ordinance makes it clear that those that are involved in the Gold Rush program are exempt.  They would need to provide their identity and where they can be found it doesn’t seem to me to have to have all the people to make it fair. That people that are vending not associated with Gold Rush are not exempt. It didn’t occur to me to include the parking of cars. I view parking of cars as different as selling merchandise. Property for parking would not be covered under the ordinance. I don’t remember the resolution that the city passed for use of the public ROW. Can the city do that? Yes, others; it depends on the use.  Most of the places where there are public streets people are already using public ROW and don’t try to regulate unless it interferes with public use.  If it doesn’t interfere with the public use then they would have that right. The City has an easement that it holds in trust for the public. The City may have to put a ditch in or plow the snow to. That is for those that live adjacent to, not down the street.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; I think it hits on a lot of issues; this is the time to ask the questions now not august. Attorney Fred Suhler; the reality is when I wrote the December note and interpret the ordinance, it opens up discussion. That doesn’t mean the City Council wants to interpret it that way; there will also be a change in house on how we interpret it. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; I think due to the nature of the revision, we can send questions to Fred and will need to work on some clarifications issues.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; the only question was to hold a community meeting like in the past; would that be before or after? Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; after, its being a good neighbor to do so.   Send this to Gold Rush and communicate with Gold Rush and set up an open public gold rush meeting. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned that we take the language and comments to the Gold Rush Committee and that Gold Rush set a public meeting to go over any changes, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; discussion: we are all entitled to differing opinions and want to make sure we are on the same page.  All in favor, motion carried.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Ryan Cradick, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes: January 5, 2015 were not received.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Chairs: $955w/arms & $850 w/o arms ($300 DOGR donation) applied for People’s grant (2015 budget).  Matching black patterned and padded.  The city has requested grant money for these the last five years and many of our chairs are torn and broken. Mayor Kevin McDermott: for many years a lot of the chairs are starting to fail.  We did talk about it at budget time. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the chair orders, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.
2. Back Door: recommend Bowman (matching door to the front) $5882.56 (2015 budget) we have a total of $12,000 budgeted for the Community Center R&M. Mayor Kevin McDermott; finally finished the front door and very efficient for heating and there are some issues with the back doors. We did set aside the additional money in the budget.  It will help keep the cost for heat down. Mayor Kevin McDermott will entertain a motion to have the doors replaced. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the new doors for $5882.56, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; discussion:   Councilor Skyler Breitenstein wrestles with the cost with possible mixers and other city shop issues if there is a temporary fix. Questioned if estimates were received for weatherization.  Sandy: no, looked at pricing, but the door is not insulated and not efficient.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; make a good point, but it will help the energy efficiency of the building.  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; and there is the security issue that would help alleviate that.  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; with the balance is there any other items that are needed?  Cain; there are a few updates that could be done; the sky is the limit with an old building. Today we spent some money on the insulation, doors are good too for security, and there is a bad valve on the heater. All in favor, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein naye, motion passed.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop; progress update. We will wait to hear back from the bond company, they should receive it in the next couple of days. Attorney Fred Suhler downloaded the information onto a disc and will send it off. 
L. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Road Turnback; I e-mailed Lou Ohly for any updates that may be available.  Lou Ohly, County Commission District 7; spoke with Mike Sheehan and he said they will review the issues with public works at the February or March meeting. Lou will attend that meeting. Mayor Kevin McDermott; we will be going through the meeting minutes that we can provide for review. Last fall the road portion was complete but the restoration was not and we made it clear and we were told they would make sure the job would not be left undone.  It will take away any confusion of our discussions. 
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes:  January 8,  2015
Discussed membership:  Brian Breider will remain as Chair and Adam Brase as Vice Chair. 
2. Annual Report: 2014

3. Public Hearing for CUP: Photography Business; P&Z recommends approval. With no chemical use, 9-5 during week, 9-1 Saturday, no street parking. Mayor Kevin McDermott: there were several letters not supporting it. I have looked on the internet site; the big issue is that the CUP comes after the fact; there is a process to get to this point and to come after the fact. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; there may be some confusion and they didn’t realize that they needed a CUP.  Change the building permit with some revisions and make sure they are aware of City Ordinances and highlight that they need to do more than fill out an application. Granted it’s there on paper. Mayor Kevin McDermott; they need to know ahead of time; normally people will ask if they need to do something.  Most communities operate the same way with CUP’s.     Tim Graham; in Wanamingo had a CUP and looked at county ordinance and then the city ordinance and went down and it was similar and missed that those wanted to operate needed to apply. Discussion: the use within the home can’t be over 25%, there is a 4 sq. foot sign on the mailbox and it must be on the principal structure and not the mailbox. Require removal of sign. Councilor Trish Shields; concern is for the neighbors and this is a residential neighborhood and if I were in the neighborhood there are three businesses being ran; where do we draw the line?  They are no longer in a residential neighborhood.  Tim Graham; we have a 15mph speed limit listed.  We are making sure we are protecting the neighborhood. We have always had Monday thru Friday 9-5 but would make exceptions.  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst:  the driveway, it is a shared drive? It is shared responsibility for the drive.  Councilor Beau Hanenberger read the P&Z minutes to council. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; friendly amend to move the sign, ayes: Councilor Ryland Eichhorst and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, nayes:  Councilor Trish Shields, Mayor Kevin McDermott, and Councilor Beau Hanenberger; motion fails.  Tim; what can we do? Do I have to move?  This is how I live; this is our livelihood and we can’t keep the house?  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; it is in our ordinance, we have had others, this is not the first time. Tim Graham; I did not know I was out of compliance; can we change hours to limit traffic?  Councilor Trish Shields; the hours seem restrictive enough.  Tim Graham; will work with neighbors; we had a unanimous vote from Planning & Zoning, the closest neighbor is okay.  Councilor Beau Hanenberger would entertain limiting the sessions.  Councilor Trish Shields; perhaps limit Saturdays, kids are home and playing. It eliminates putting the kids at risk. Tim Graham; the sessions are back to back and we are gone half the summer. It is a summer business, but it comes down to seven weeks.  Councilor Trish Shields motioned to allow the CUP with a limit of 4 sessions per day, move the sign, and only one Saturday per month, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; ayes Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, and Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, nayes; Mayor Kevin McDermott, motion passes.
                           Mayor Kevin McDermott recessed the meeting at 8:15pm and reconvened at 8:19pm.
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  December meeting canceled.
2. Locations: Engineer Joe Palen looked at 6 locations.  It went quickly there is a short memo and it can be discussed or should it be sent to water and sewer. Mayor Kevin McDermott; I think if W&S  has not seen it we should have them review and then bring back to Council. It came from the public to look at other locations and have W&S review. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; I appreciate Engineer Joe Palen putting it together and that when W&S meets that other council attend if possible. The committee should have the option to review. They meet next Tuesday at 6:30pm.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein will email comments as he is unavailable to attend.
3. Mixer Bids: KLM is the low bid. Cain Dolan: contacted and met with the companies KLM is the low bid:  half at install $7500 and final at the end of year. They quoted the larger mixer; they came out with a smaller one but Dewey did feel comfortable with the GS 9 but the GS 12 has a proven track record; it is bigger and can handle a larger tank. With all the bids they all believe that a mixer will help. Mayor Kevin McDermott; it behooves us to get one; the staff time alone saved. Cain; half of the time is dedicated to water when the temps are this cold.  Ryland put a spreadsheet that shows time savings, and also when looking, it provides better water quality.  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; none of the companies will guarantee an ice up but there were some cities in the north that didn’t freeze; they are expected to last 20 -25 years and are good for eight years and then they may need repair of the motor cores. Councilor Trish Shields; is there a solar option? Cain; no, they would need to connect to electric with a 30 amp connection and next spring a permanent install with electric.  The $3000 is an estimate; it is pretty straight forward. $3000 is high another electrocution looked and quick bid was $1000 to $1500; plus inspection.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the GS 12 from KLM with a total of $15,000: $7500 down and borrow out of the CIP fund and paid back from the water fund, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; discussion: funding; take a look when the second payment comes due. All in favor, motion carried. 
4. MOU:  MPCA & County updates; Engineer Joe Palen put together a letter.  The County Board is setting a meeting for the SSTS ordinance there are compliance inspections. For non-compliant systems; those parcels will be given 10 months to come into compliance.  Some folks don’t have options. We have been working with MPCA to address that until the municipal system can be done. The MOU provides exceptions within the boundary of the MOU. They would have an extension once the MOU ends; if the system is not done they would have to update their system.  All three are going to sign the agreement and Council may be asked to act on this next month or so. Modifications were received December 23 and Engineer Joe Palen has made additional modifications in November. This will go to W&S next week. Mayor Kevin McDermott; did C and F get added? Engineer Joe Palen in November we requested that they be added; the MPCA said no unless we can provide a schedule and why they should be added. Engineer Joe Palen provided those explanations:  similar results from downtown and they would be part of the first or second phases.  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept letter, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; all in favor, motion carried.
5. Chris Maas: water connection.  The gentlemen did get the assessment and paid it and has received notices. Councilor Trish Shields; we made it very clear there would not be exceptions. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; that is my recollections. The extension was to verify receipt of notices. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to notify Mr. Maas that he is responsible for the bills, Councilor Trish Shields second; Discussion: unpaid bills will be assessed to the tax roll. 
VI. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
A. Lighting for City Sign: Mayor Kevin McDermott; Ryland put a nice thing together for the city sign; I would like to see if we can apply for grants from Peoples and Bremer Bank.  Schad Tracy is low bid but doesn’t have the permit listed and city would need to contact MNDOT. Mayor Kevin McDermott would entertain a motion to get grant money to have Schad Tracy bring the bid to fruition; put some CIP dollars towards it but need a grant.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to accept Schad Tracy bid with clarifications on the permit with the pursuant of grant money from Peoples and Bremer or other sources. Councilor Trish Shields second; discussion: the cost for power was discussed previously and was very expensive. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein: $1000 set aside by Gold Rush. Is this something the City could use the Rochester sales tax money for? Attorney Fred Suhler; why not; identifying where Oronoco is lets you know where it is. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; use as backup funding.  Mayor Kevin McDermott friendly amendment that if all grant money fails, use the sales tax dollars.  Councilor Trish Shields second; discussion: how long do they last? There is a 25 year warranty.  Ayes: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Naye: Councilor Beau Hanenberger, motion carried.
B. Attorney RFP’s:  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve Attorney Fred Suhler as the City Attorney, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried. 
C. PI EDA RSDP application: $500 from Oronoco and $500 from Pine Island for the feasibility study for the joint sewer system.  Another group would award a grant and it needs to be given next week if we are willing to spend the $500 it helps move the grant forward. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the$ 500 payment for the PI EDA RSDP application, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; discussion; the $500 is for good faith for making the grant possible.  All in favor, motion carried.
D. 2015 Tree Bid Publication: Mayor Kevin McDermott after going through these it is difficult to determine the low bid; it appears that Arborists are a little less.  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the Arborists bid, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
E. LMC Dividend: $2954

G. MNDOT Go Bond: they submitted a corrected schedule with a much higher payment.  Next year and 2017 the additional will need to be raised for the GO bond dollars set aside.
