I. Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 6:00pm.
II. Roll Call: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, and Clerk Sandy Jessen. Absent:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein.
III. Water Line Bid: $2706.00: the Ottman bid Engineer Joe Palen recommends 3 inches of insulation it will add $98 Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the $2802, it doesn’t include asphalt, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; discussion ; Councilor Trish Shields; should we include for asphalt in the motion or wait til next year? Mayor Kevin McDermott; wait until spring and we can do some bulk pricing for repairs. The driveway will not be torn up; this is on the City side. Councilor Beau Hanenberger; was it decided before we were on council to do this repair. Clerk Sandy Jessen; it was not decided it was discussed as an option. All in favor, motion carried. 
IV. 2014 Frozen line excavation: $2200: Discussion: The DeCook bill was just submitted and there were minutes from a meeting back then. Had the jetter line not got stuck, we would have not dug it up. Councilor Beau Hanenberger; wouldn’t their insurance cover that, not the City?  It was a bill that we had never received and it was motioned to not pay for excavating; that it would go to the homeowner. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to reject the bill and have the contractor be responsible, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second. Discussion: is because it is old? The excavation was to remove the jetter line that was stuck. Cain Dolan; the jetter went through the line and through the valve; the valve was damaged, DeCook dug up the curb box to repair and cut the jetter line and then pulled it back towards the house and then jetted from curb box to the street. The valve was not operational because of previous damage and that’s why he had to dig it up; the freeze up was in the street and it got stuck out there. They had to dig down cut the line and dig it out. The first jetter was hired by the homeowner. We would turn curb box on or off and if could do that they run the line and once they hit the curb box and passed it we would be able to tell where the freeze was. Why did it take 18 months?  Mayor Kevin McDermott; back then it was discussed about excavating. The 18 months has lapsed and we don’t know if the homeowner paid for it. All in favor, motion carried.
V. Lobbyist Contract: Mayor Kevin McDermott; per Councilor Ryland Eichhorst and I; it sounded as though it was for the whole year in the crossing of the phone conversation. The new contract will go through May, if it goes to special session it would extend through that. $10,000 and $10,000 February 15th. Mayor Kevin McDermott motion is to clarify and proceed with the lobbyist, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second. Discussion: If it goes to special session it would go through that. Attorney Fred Suhler reviewed the contract. Mayor Kevin McDermott; I would like to send the check out and overnight it because time is of the essence. Will they be here for the 28 session? No , but they will start right immediately. All in favor, motion carried.
VI. Adjournment: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to adjourn at 6:17pm, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
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
