I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting to order at 7pm
II. ROLL CALL
Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Attorney Fred Suhler, Engineer Joe Palen and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire 
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, motion carried
IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Mayor Kevin McDermott moved I. Lake Shady ahead of D. EOC.
Bob Decklever in River Park subdivision: addressing the frozen line issues he has had over the last few winters. Feels it will be an ongoing issue. Asked if Council would be able to help fix the issues. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that he received the email today. Nothing would be decided today but I could bring it to the next agenda. Cain would like to see anything done under the road before the second layer goes up.

5. I am responding: $446.00. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the I Am Responding for $446, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
6. Sisell Bill – Request of discount on bill, insurance will cover $500 of the $825 bill and they are requesting that Council accept the $500 as payment in full. 2.  Ordinance 2015 -2: Bevcomm franchise agreement: Updated from 2004. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion to accept the Bevcomm Franchise Agreement – Ordinance 2015-2, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, discussion on how long the contract is good for, voice vote all ayes, motion passes.
3.  Resolution 2015-1 Supporting Dedicated State Funding for City Streets (This is a request that came from LMC for state support of City Streets). Mayor Kevin McDermott made the motion to support Resolution 2015-1, Councilor Trish Shields second, voice vote all ayes, and motion passes.

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Ryan Cradick, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes: April 6, 2015
2. April 25 Garden Park Clean-up from 9:00 – 1:00pm.
3. May 1st: Community Garden sign up
4. Water options @ Garden Park (tank or water service under $500) Cain will set up a tank and we are looking at the cost of hooking up the hydrant.  There would need locks installed. 
5. T-Ball sign up this month
6. Tennis Courts: backstop, estimates will be brought back for this, we did add to the budget to cover this.
7. Disk Golf: parks would like to set this up at Caryl Cowden. Asking to approve $200. (FYI: Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked around and residence are asking for a harder course. That would draw them out of Rochester. Councilor Trish Shields stated that at the start, it would be too hard at the beginning. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $200 for Disk Golf, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, motion carried.
8. Lake Shady Ave Clean-up; This TH at 2pm, meet at the Community center.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
1. MOU:  County Contract; the County would like to enter a contract with a 60 / 40 split for the acquisition of property for the River Restoration project.  The City share would be estimated low $82,000 - estimated high $176,000 or more with no cap of cost.  The County is willing to finance the City at 0% interest and it would be approximately $10,000 per year until paid. Special City Council meeting on Monday about the topic, will go more in depth then. Matt Flynn and Terry Lee: County sent a letter on where we will go. Does Oronoco feel this should be an open space for a rec area? And, what is fair to everyone? Basically, if we proceed, we want to be fair to everyone. We have come up with a 60/40 scenario. We will be doing all the legal work so it’s not so 60/40 in the end. It comes down to who owns the lake bed. Attorney Fred Suhler thinks that this could keep the lawyers happy for many years answering that question. Matt: We have an estimate of a high and low side with what the County feels is comfortable. It takes time and a few years to take time to plan for this. We have come up with an interest free loan to get things moving along with that. Any questions? Mayor Kevin McDermott thanked everyone for coming and said that the last meeting went good and it will be talked about further at the Special City Council meeting on Monday. Terry Lee gave council some numbers. (Discussion between Council, Engineer Joe Palen, and Terry and Matt on cost, the wetlands, and specific points of the project.) Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asked if it doesn’t pass, what is the minimal the County will do. Matt said that the state grants will go back and County will remove the dam and clean it up. That would be all. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked what was involved in phase one. Engineer Joe Palen explained what that would entail. It would not involve the trails or restored water features, just the restructure of the channel. Mayor Kevin McDermott thanked everyone for coming. He appreciates the over view to the big meeting on Monday. Terry asked that if anyone has any questions to let himself or Sandy know so he may come better prepared to the meeting. Since Matt won't be at the next meeting, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein had a few more questions for the County.  Skyler mentioned that a park of this size and character should be a regional park, possibly where the City and County share responsibility.  Matt stated that the County has no interest in that.  Skyler said it is a shame the County doesn't have the foresight to see the potential of such a park, knowing the majority of people it will attract will come from throughout Olmsted County and neighboring communities.  Skyler asked why after all these years is the County talking about the City taking some of the cost in this now? Matt stated that it was precedence with each community and felt that there was always an agreement to cost share. Terry said that some of it was due to the properties being appraised much higher than originally thought. All of the cost is associated with legal cost. It is incredibly complicated with who owns what and purchasing the properties. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein thanked them for their time.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop; progress update.  Attorney Fred Suhler stated that he is currently engaged in an argument about whether things were done the right way. We may need to start again so the process is approved to their liking. I will take some of the responsibility with that. They don’t recognize we have a claim. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked Attorney Fred Suhler to put it at the top of his priority list. Attorney Fred Suhler stated that there is also confusion with Stantec’s involvement with the bonding company. Attorney Fred Suhler said that he can come out and re-due the paperwork. Attorney Fred Suhler stated he is overwhelmed with Oronoco issues and has a lot on his desk.
2. Water Tank Inspection & Cleaning: recommend Water Tower Clean and Coat they were the low bid and recommended to Cain by MRWA. Mayor Kevin McDermott made the motion to approve the bid for the tank to be inspected and cleaned, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, Councilor Beau Hanenberger discussed some details in the paperwork and cost. Council went back over quotes. All in favor, motion carried.
L. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Road Turnback; punch list given to County. Lou said his meeting did not go as well as expected but that they would address some of the items on the list. Matt addressed this issue because he sat in on Public Works last week. He brought up sentence to serve as an option. Councilor Trish Shields feels that in a couple areas sentence to serve would not be suitable for the project. Matt disagrees; he said their department could supervise those projects. Lou stated he will look into it more.
2. Sealcoating 2015: estimates will be brought in May.  Bids open tomorrow.
3. Shouldering 2015:  estimates will be brought in May. Engineer Joe Palen and Cain Dolan have walked around looking at roads. Cain feels it is about 6000 feet of road that needs attention. Cain feels it is too much for public works staff to deal with non-proper equipment and the time involved. If it is acceptable we will contact contractors and how much are you willing to spend on this effort this 1st year and what to budget for following years. We could at least address the worst areas in town. Mayor Kevin McDermott thinks $7500 this year is doable but my question is can we utilize any of that ground up asphalt. Engineer Joe Palen thinks that would be a good choice. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion for a max of $7500 for equipment and work, Councilor Beau Hanenberger friendly amended that public works will be onsite to reduce cost, discussion on road issues – we only have a staff of 2 people and it is beyond them, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Snow Plow Bids publish; will bring bids to the May meeting. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to publish for snow plow bids, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, discussion on completion on River Park roads and having more road, all in favor, motion carried.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes:  April 9,  2015 (Councilor Beau Hanenberger summarized the meeting)
2. Additional P&Z Member: It would require an Ordinance Change to add another member to 8. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that his opinion needs to stay an odd number. Currently it stands at 7. It would take an ordinance change. Also concerns with volunteers interested in being on the committee. (Small discussion continued on interest of volunteers if anyone left the committee and the pros of odd numbers when voting.)
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  April 14, 2015
2. Joint Meeting with Pine Island: March 24, 2015 @ 6:00pm notes. We have a 5 year window now. We are fully aware. I think it’s good for our community. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst talked about some insight on other meetings, timelines and agreements. This will help with giving us structure with what we are getting into. He also discussed lobbyists and when they would get involved with the project.

B. Cedar Woodlands septic; Attorney Fred Suhler has not talked to anyone and he is not sure the City should be inserting themselves in this. (discussion on the situation and having an HOA) Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion to request that the City will refuse any of those out lots whether verbal or written just so its communicated, Councilor Trish Shields second, (Engineer Joe Palen clarified what is all a part of the out lots – it’s a bit of land) all in favor, motion carried.
C. Oronoco Gas n’ Go: off sale liquor license request.  The liquor sales would replace the Bait Shop and the room is separate from the rest of the Gas Station. (discussion) Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to allow the request, but if it changes ownership, the new owner would have to reapply, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second,(discussion on concerns for security and how many liquor stores are allowed in the City) all in favor, motion carried.
D. LMC Worker’s Comp Insurance Coverage: $7333. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the LMC Worker’s Comp Ins Coverage of $7333, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
