I. CALL TO ORDER
The City Council Meeting was called to order at 7pm.
II. ROLL CALL
Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Trish Shields, Attorney Fred Suhler , Engineer Joe Palen, Clerk Sandy Jessen and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire.

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
 K.1. City Shop And Section F. Gold Rush will be moved after D. EOC. 

Councilor Trish Shields made the motion to approve the agenda, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, motion carried.  
IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Kevin Torgerson with Olmsted County Sheriff’s Department: One of the things we talked about in the last few years is communication with our partners. I have been making rounds and finally made it here. We started a newsletter. It used to be internal. In February we decided to send it out publicly. If you would like to receive a copy, the email distribution list is on the handout I gave you. This is a way to give you information. On a serious note, it is the Social Host Ordinance, passed a few weeks ago, what the County is looking for in essence, the County would like to see each of the Cities adopt the ordinance itself. We will come back late this summer to get dates and coordinate when we can all get together. You can look at the ordinance amongst yourself and we will come back to make a formal presentation. The other two papers are about the smoking ordinance and alcohol use with minors. It’s a great public health issue. What we have been working on is a survey with high school age students about alcohol use. The trend here is a pretty high amount of students admit to drinking. The large percent that admit, they are drinking 5 or more drinks at one time. That’s why we want to bring it out. Parties are a big public health issue which involves things like property damage, assault, and underage drinking. What we have seen now is that parties are generally in the suburban houses, not out in farm fields like we use to. That’s why the ordinance was passed and we will come back to you and set it up properly. Attorney Fred Suhler had questions about why the City would have to accept the ordinance if the county has already passed it. Kevin stated that they would like to come back and set up a proper meeting and it is also the Cities choice. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that we can have a special meeting for it to give time to thoroughly go over it. Councilor Trish Shields asked if he has noticed any issues in Oronoco. Kevin said he has not but the real issues are minors having adults buy for them. We are not solving the problem of someone providing the environment for this situation to occur.
Third call for public forum was called. Mayor Kevin McDermott closed public forum at 7:11pm.

B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs:  1 (lift assist) and another run last week, which was another lift assist. So 2 runs.
2. Meeting Minutes
3. New truck update: September 23rd due date. They are now working on manufacturing the body. They are going to start in early June on the back half. They are going to get a truck committee started. Mayor Kevin McDermott would like a list and totals and bring it to us ahead of time? Dan: absolutely.
4. Writing DNR matching grant for more hose

5. Writing for IBM grant

6. Received 3 used portable radios from Olmsted County ADC (need to buy chargers ($100 approx.)); also got a used fixed radio for the new truck. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $300 for the chargers, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
7. Soffit Lights: 9 lights approx. $2000. Councilor Beau Hanenberger talked with Cain and something needs to be done about them. Right now they are 23 watt. Right now in the summer it is fine, but in the winter it has a harder start up time. I would like LEDs. It cost more but they are rated up to 100,000 hours and it would be brighter. They’re about $230 a piece for the fixtures. There are cheaper ones for $75 and I am kind of hesitating to get something cheaper and they have to get replaced faster. We priced up with the ones I found to about $1800 or $1900. I think this is the best way to go but I can keep searching if you would like. They are 20 watts a piece. They are daylight color. I have them on my house if anyone wants to look them. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked what Dan has in his budget. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said that Cain told him that there was enough in the budget. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked if we can do more research and bring it back next month. Councilor Trish Shields asked about the bulbs. Councilor Beau Hanenberger explained about the bulbs. Councilor Trish Shields asked about how they function in the winter. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said hands down, it starts up right away, it’s much better. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we can bring it back next month. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked about replacing some and not all. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said that with the way they are laid out, we would have to cap some. We did look at that too. We would have to go brighter with that option.

3. Vehicle Signs: $375.75. It is 13 inches x 4 inches. Now residents will know we are not just some Joe shmoe, that we are fire fighters. They are waterproof. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $375.75 for the vehicle signs. They are for personal vehicles, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor motion carried.
4. $915 grant for a new pressure monitor, looking at replacing just the cuffs. Mayor Kevin McDermott said to double check and make sure that the grant allows that. Jeff said we are going with used and not new. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the purchase of the blood pressure monitor that will be reimbursed with a grant, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.

E. PERSONNEL 
1. Meeting Minutes:  
2. 4th of July: Estimated $6000 budget ($4680 Fireworks, food, & music). Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $4680 for fireworks, plus food and music, Skyler wanted to prepay to reduce the amount, (discussion on donations), 15% discount for prepay, Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a friendly amendment to prepay,  Mayor Kevin McDermott second, all in favor, motion carried.
3. NNO: Estimated $2000 budget (bounce houses $528 - Rentex) Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the $2000 budget for NNO, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $528 for the Rentex bounce houses, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor motion carried.
4. Community Service Workers’: $100 per day / twice a month. For under 4 people there is no charge. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the $100 per day twice a month for community workers, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, Councilor Trish Shields asked how long, Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a friendly amendment through October unless they are not needed that long, all in favor, motion carried.
F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Ordinance 2015-3: Gold Rush Regulation. Skyler is stuck on a flight and gives his apologies. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he thinks everyone is fully aware. We had the public meeting. I think it went quite well. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst made a motion to accept the proposed changes to Ordinance 2015-3, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, discussion on sales activity and parking, Mayor Kevin McDermott said he will pass it as it stands but we can discuss the gathering permit; voice vote all ayes, all in favor, motion carried.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein  
1. Meeting Minutes: April 29 & May 11, 2015. At Roundtable residents expressed the gathering permit was fine the way it was and it seemed that everyone was fine with the start times. Olmsted County is required to be on site. I don’t think people understood that it’s required. We have a new committee member, Linda Sorenson. Last thing is set up time from 1p.m. to noon, to give an hour of startup. Mayor Kevin McDermott said his concern is that we had a public gathering of all these people, that during this meeting we stated that set up time is 1pm. I have concerns about things getting started earlier; for one, in the past, we had flaggers do flagging on a Wednesday night, it is time consuming and an intense part of our setup. I guess right now, the committee members that work the Gold Rush event, we take off Thursday and Friday, and take off the weekend, work 15 hour plus days, and to be blunt, I am not interested in stretching it out. I think a 1pm start is a decent start over the years and it has been that time for years. We already get people floating through and people selling on Thursday night. I don’t want to see it more stretched out. Gold Rush is a wonderful event and I want to keep it that way.
2. Gathering Permit. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the Gathering Permit with the 1pm start up time, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, small discussion on time and parking. Gold Rush Event Coordinator Carol Olson feels we should have some enforcement with a time frame for people to come in and that they are aware when they sign it; all in favor, motion carried.
3. Public Benches. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that Skyler would like permission to search for options for residents to purchase in honor of loved ones and plaques for those residents who are recognized by the City. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that he thinks that would be great. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion for Skyler to search for options for benches, Councilor Trish Shields made a friendly amendment for plaques in City hall, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Guest Camper during DOGR. Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a motion to have City accept a guest camper during Gold Rush, with a friendly amendment that there will be no charge to them, Councilor Trish Shields made a friendly amendment that the City is seeking a guest camper for Gold Rush, Mayor Kevin McDermott seconded, all in favor, motion carried.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Ryan Cradick, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes: May 4, 2015

5. Soccer Nets @ Riverwood Hills Park ( $50 - $100 per net; higher depending on quality)
6. Applying for Grants: Otto Bremer Foundation. Still working on it.
7. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked Councilor Trish Shields to find out if there is any further information about the building at the park. Councilor Trish Shields said they have called and there was no response so they have not pursued. 
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
1. MOU:  County Contract. Nothing new. 

2. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst added to this, requesting to get on the list for the regionalization application. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked if we do this on an annual basis. Engineer Joe Palen asked if the County submitted for this last year? Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said that County did not and that it was annual. Engineer Joe Palen suggested using County resources. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked to do more research on this. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said he could take the time to submit it and we could look into it after it is submitted. Engineer Joe Palen said that they can work with Ryland on it. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Ryland and Joe to look into the regionalization further, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. City Shop; progress update.  Engineer Joe Palen: Sandy and I had a conference call with the surety today. I believe we answered her questions to the best of our ability. Sandy sent her paperwork she is requesting. Now we are waiting. Mayor Kevin McDermott: do we continue to push on a weekly basis? Will she respond? Clerk Sandy Jessen: she gave no indication on a timeline and explained what paperwork was sent to the surety. We tried to pin down the entrance of the shop, she said it was Engineer Joe Palen and Attorney Fred Suhler call. I explained we couldn’t use the shop because of the floors. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said I think we are safe to stay away from it or we might get ourselves in trouble. Attorney Fred Suhler stated that I think she is not forthcoming about moving into the building so we don’t come back with saying there are more damages and have litigation issues. I am hoping we have an answer from them shortly. Engineer Joe Palen said that the surety has been very responsive and I think that’s good. Mayor Kevin McDermott: do you think, if you’re the one Joe, that’s in touch with her, then contact her weekly for status progress? Attorney Fred Suhler: it’s got me thinking whether we can retain any of the money. Engineer Joe Palen said she has been very by the book and has not been forthcoming at this stage in her evaluation as to if we would get anything back. Clerk Sandy Jessen: it is just wait and see. I just wanted to go over the meeting we had with her. 
2. Water Tank Inspection & Cleaning: on schedule for end of May, beginning of June.
3. Fire Hydrant Install: $43,200. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that he thinks we will have to bring this back. 4 hydrants in River Wood Hills. Engineer Joe Palen said they are flushing ports and not full blown hydrants. We need to replace those into hydrants. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that I think we need to bring this back to budget time. Engineer Joe Palen suggested getting more quotes on this. Mayor Kevin McDermott wants this on the radar for budget time.
4. Toolcat Sweeper: Brushes $1000. Mayor Kevin McDermott: I know we need them but not sure how tight the budget is for Cain. I know they did a lot of sweeping this spring. Councilor Trish Shields made a motion, provided that they are within the bounds of the budget for 2015, to accept the purchase of the sweeper for $1000, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
L. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Road Turnback Review; May 6th @ 2:30 pm with County. Engineer Joe Palen explained how the meeting went. Discussion was the slopes. County doesn’t want to do much with it. The City will have to seed and blanket them. I talked to Jech and Ottman. Ottman could supply it for half the amount. It’s $500 to $600 dollars for soil. County said there is risk the seed won’t take. There is. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: I talked with Cain about seed. Cain said he is getting cost on a certain kind of seed. It is a little more expensive. That is an option. Engineer Joe Palen said that he couldn’t believe that that small area would be that expensive. (Small discussion on price of dirt and grass seed.) Councilor Trish Shields said that Ottman’s delivery load is expensive and she would like that double checked. (Discussion continued on what County would work on.) Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked about the culvert. Engineer Joe Palen said that the City would be buying the culvert. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst made a motion that we work with the County. They supply man power, equipment, time, and installation of drain work; City will provide work, dirt, seed, matting, and we use the sentence to serve people for manual labor, Mayor Kevin McDermott asked about cost, Councilor Trish Shields friendly amendment to move the cost up to $4000, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, (Mayor Kevin McDermott: this is nothing what I want or like, but we need to get this done. I am so frustrated. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said he thinks it’s clear that County said that there is no more money to spend. If you look at the work force, I do think it’s a genuine effort to help us out. I think we need to take the higher road.) All in favor, motion carried. 
2. Sealcoating 2015: estimates will be brought in May. Pearson Brother’s @ $43,444 is the low bid. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Pearson Brother’s at the $43,444 bid and add the driveway on Center, the Berg’s; Councilor Trish Shields second; small discussion on the bids. Small discussion on MN Ave by the bridge. Engineer Joe Palen said that if there is anything left over, MN Ave is the top priority to go to. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a friendly amendment for an additional $500, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Shouldering 2015:  estimates will be brought in May. Low bid is Aslakson’s at $1.25 per lineal foot. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Aslakson’s to do our shouldering, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, small discussion on not having more bids and why, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Snow Plow Bids: one received, Ottman Excavating: also provided excavating rate sheet.  Mayor Kevin McDermott said that he has stayed very consistent.  It is what it is because you never know what winter will bring. Councilor Trish Shields made a motion to approve the Ottman Snow Plow bid for 2015 – 2016 season, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, small discussion on plowing over more than 1 inch of snow to see if we can get a break on this expenditure. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that if the 1 inch gets packed down and turns to ice…Councilor Trish Shields said it needs more clarification on the type of snow. It also states within 24 hours and I would like to see him out in 3 hours after a snow fall. MN Ave was a mess last year and it was not done. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said that maybe we can get the main drag first instead of side roads. Discussion continued on about plowing times, snow, and expenses. Mayor Kevin McDermott said I think we can work with him. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he would like to sit down with him for further discussion on the contract. All in favor, motion carried.

C. Sign lighting update: CERT Grant Update. Covers just the labor only. $2864 for labor or $2922 for labor. $1000 gold rush donation, $1865 not covered. It gets awarded in December. We would have to get a new quote then.
D. Decklever water service. We had a real limited meeting yesterday with Mr. Jech. He said he would have someone come out and locate that line. Note sure if he will do that; Joe can you call someone to locate that line. (discussion about the line) Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked why this is a City issue if the line coming from the main to his house is his responsibility. It usually freezes in the goose neck. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion for MN Rural Water to come out and give it a shot, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
E. Air Rifle Permit Request: 205 13th Ln SW. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he understands he has a lot of acreage. If we do this, it opens a can of worms. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: it is just a pellet gun. Councilor Trish Shields: some of the guns are nasty though. Attorney Fred Suhler said that if your ordinance does not allow it, it doesn’t. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he is not sure what is stated exactly in the ordinance. Councilor Trish Shields made a motion to table this, Mayor Kevin McDermott second, all in favor, motion carried.
F. Add additional Savings Account. Mayor Kevin McDermott explained why the auditor would like it set this way.
