The City Council meeting was called to order at 7pm.

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Move VIII.D. Audit right after EOC

City Auditor Tom Cummings presenting the Audit. 
I would like to go over items of interest. I would like to quickly run through the audit. On page 12 and 13, it is organized by major funds. The general fund is considered a major fund. Tom listed off the different funds. Two were closed in 2014, we left it open as it whines down. Tom went on to talk about the water fund and the changes involved with it. Page 15 and 16 are positive. It is for contributions. This involves Gold Rush, Fire Department, and grants. It is unique for a City of this size. Tom went on to talk about a bond and why it looks unusual. On page 53 and 54, this is the water utility. It does not cover much for operations. The assets are tied up in capital assets. On the liability side, other funds were lent into this fund to make it operational. There is an increase in revenue. Tom continued with more things on the water fund. Page 55 is what I really want to talk about. That fund is starting to generate a little bit more cash to help with debt. It is the first time it is able to service that debt. Tom discussed transactions in that fund as well. Page 41 is the general fund activity. Property tax is the major source of revenue in this fund. Delinquent taxes are a huge issue with the City. Tom explained what else contributes to that fund and how building permits help that fund. I highlighted contributions. You took in revenue to take care of the expenses. Donations were up and significant. It is always nice when you take in more money than you anticipate. Pages 42 and 43, as usual, I don’t want to go over the line items. Your budgeting is well. You didn’t go over budget. To run the City on the administrative side has not increased in 5 years. That is a positive thing. Tom moved on to the Fire Department. There were some big purchases this last year. It drives a negative budget. It went into equipment. Public safety side, note the contributions to the relief budget. Public works for street maintenance varies from year to year with the projects in the City. Snow removal was high. That was a big year. On page 46, Public Works total is positive and you are not over spending. On page 48, you will see the total budget for Parks and the Community Center. You had excess revenue. With the positive surplus, you moved it for the construction of the shop. You are in a good position at closing the year. Tom gave council suggestions on debt. Nothing was unexpected. The books are working well. Tom suggested making sure you know who is responsible for what. Your City Clerks does everything. There are no outstanding issues. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst had questions on purchases from the Fire Department. The question was about maintenance, if it’s better to have it in maintenance or the Fire Department budget. Tom suggested leaving it with the Fire Department, it is better that way. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he thanked Tom and appreciated him. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the 2014 audit, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Jan Throndson, 25 MN Ave – I spoke with the mayor on the phone to talk about what would take place. I see that stuff is done on the hillside. I don’t know what is going on here. I would like to know more about what is going on with what transpired. After 2 years, I was willing to take it to court. This last winter I plowed my City Street out four times. I don’t understand this either. I pay my taxes. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked if he called about his street needing plowed. Jan said that he did not. I don’t understand the piles of snow and not plowing. I am not black top. As I look at some of this stuff in town, I paid good money to be here, and as I look at town, there are a lot of tall weeds. What will be done with weeds on the hill? I would like to know the width of the street, bring in my chain saw and clear it myself. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we can check on that. Up until that point, until you moved in it, was a goat trail. We will have to get back to you on the width. Jan said that we have to start somewhere. My taxes on the property are not goat taxes. The manner it was left in, County told me to go ahead and sue them. (Discussion on what was done to the hill). Short grass was planted on the hill. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he would keep an eye on it and at least it is much better than it was. Jan said it is. He would like that street cleaned up. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he will check on it.
3rd call for public forum was called. 
Public Forum was closed at 7:08pm.

3. New truck update: working on equipment list. Optimistic that we will see pictures in June. Looking at getting the truck, September time frame. I would like to get things ordered for the truck soon.
4. Soffit Lights: 9 lights approx. $2000. Beau explained what lights were being looked at, at the Fire Department building. The lights are twice as bright. About 30 to 40 watts. Would like it on every other one. They are slightly more expensive. But we will need fewer bulbs. We would like the 50k color. It is the brightest. Beau and Cain will donate their time to install. Up to $1500 for up to 5. Clerk Sandy Jessen explained the budget for it. It is not budgeted for this year. (discussion on if there was anything they could come up with that will have to be fixed this year) Mayor Kevin McDermott asked what is more important, the lights inside or out? Fire Chief Dan Sundt said that the outside looks terrible. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst made a motion to proceed with the purchase and not to exceed $1500 for the 5 lights on the outside of the building, Mayor Kevin McDermott second, Councilor Trish Shields made a friendly amendment to have Beau and Cain donate their time, all in favor, motion carried.
5. Liquor License. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the liquor license and pull tabs for the Fire Department, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.

2. Meeting Minutes:  We trained at the rock quarry this month. We are looking into purchases as well for a new basket. It will come in handy in car accidents and for quarry use. (discussion on budget, grants, and the basket) Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to bring it back to next month and asked for cost.

E. PERSONNEL 
1. Meeting Minutes:  canceled
2. 6 Month Review for Willie. Mayor Kevin McDermott and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein are working on the review. We will bring it back to the next meeting. Any wage difference will be back paid.  
3. Caretaker house updates: Did the house get closed / winterized like council previously requested?  Did the electrical and gas get shut off?  If not, can the house get shut off without taking power away from shelter? Councilor Skyler Breitenstein explained the concerns. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he will have to check with Cain. We will have to get an answer for that and find out what we need to do. (discussion) Kevin: I will talk with Cain. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said the goal would be to have electrical and have a dump station. It brings in good money. The campers are responsible.
4. Reason for removed Hollyhocks around Community Center? Mayor Kevin McDermott said he has to double check with Cain to see if they were over sprayed.
5. Water Meter: contractors metered use from hydrant. Sandy and Cain are working out a system. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked if it’s lockable. Clerk Sandy Jessen said they will pick up the meter and return it to City Hall. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked if there is a plan for after hours. Clerk Sandy Jessen said that they will have to come during office hours.
6. Trash both for Community Center and for parks- do we need to upsize or add a bin back at the park (locks?) Mayor Kevin McDermott said that stuff gets scattered and filled up. I don’t know how we can control it. Councilor Beau Hanenberger thinks the community center needs a lock. Mayor Kevin McDermott said first we need to ask Advanced to bring out different containers that we can put locks on. Councilor Trish Shields asked if we have that much of an issue with public dumping. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said yes we do. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to have Sandy contact Advanced and check into the cost, (Discussion on size, wheels and rentals. Sandy said she will call advanced and bring it back for next time) (Another discussion on the rental at the shelter leaving dead fish)
 Councilor Skyler Breitenstein joined the meeting at 7:49pm.

1.  Resolution 2015-04. Approving Designated Right of Ways during Gold Rush. Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-04, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, voice vote all ayes, all in favor, motion carried.
2.  Resolution 2015-05 Supporting the Greater Minnesota Regional Parks and Trails designation for Oronoco Park. Mayor Kevin McDermott wants to thank Councilor Ryland Eichhorst for taking the bull by the horns on this one. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst explained what the resolution is about. It needs to be sent in on the 22nd before the deadline. I think it’s to our benefit. I think it meets the plan for cost and trails, etc. It will be renamed Oronoco Park. I sent a note to Katie Dudley. I have a question for Tom that I can ask him tomorrow. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to accept Resolution 2015-05, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, voice vote all ayes, all in favor, motion carried. 
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein  
1. Meeting Minutes:  Council would like to thank Ryland for recommending Jon Rask for helping Ed Simon in his duties and Carol for recommending Bill. Bigger ticket items were software. We will be accepting card payment as a last form of payment. Also, a change of staffing. We will be communicating with the residents on the new ordinance. For the host camper, the general concusses should be rent-free and it is typical to do maintenance duties. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said I could go over rotations and check on things as well. We felt strongly that we would like background checks on who ever applies. Gold Rush felt that since it is a city park, if there is any pay, it should come from the City. We might know of a few people that may be interested. Those people should be able to show up a few days earlier to get acclimated. A suggestion was made for toilet paper for this year. (long discussion on the kind of toilet paper, brands, what we need, dispensers and who will pay for it.) Councilor Skyler Breitenstein requesting to look for interested parties for the campground. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he feels that it should be rent-free and we will have to pay them. He is not sure if the background check is necessary. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that he feels we should because they are handling City money. Councilor Trish Shields said we should because we need someone not prone to violence. (Discussion on pay.) Mayor Kevin McDermott said it’s a good start to advertise on Facebook and the City Website, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein friendly amendment to add posting at the Post Office, all in favor, motion carried. Toilet paper? Clerk Sandy Jessen stated that we just replaced the rolls with council approval. Discussion on how many roll we go through. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asked if the committee is willing to share the cost. Discussion continued. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion to request that Councilor Skyler Breitenstein go back to gold rush and present for dispensers and rolls and bring it back to Council, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.

3. Highway Use Hold Harmless Agreement. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to accept the HWY Use Hold Harmless Agreement, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, motion carried.

1. Meeting Minutes:  
2. Tennis Courts: backstop $3200 -$5200 – take off the budget for this year.
3. Disk Golf: first 4 baskets for disk golf are in (some marking to be done yet) * request to assemble and install 3 more (up to $200). This will make it a 7 hole course. We are receiving great comments from all ages. Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a motion to approve up to $200 to install 3 more baskets, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Garden Park Signage Received a lower bid from Schad Tracy and it is on order. Councilor Trish Shields said that on behalf of Parks and Trails, we thank you.
5. Request to purchase swing for Riverwood Hills Park (frame is there, replacing with composite material. Porch swing style. Up to $ 300.) Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to purchase the swing for River Wood Hills for up to $300, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
6.  Lake Shady Park: recommend going with Oronoco Park for name.

7. Swings at community center: would like to pursue.  Would suggest 2 adult, 1 toddler, and 1 that would meet ADA standards, with appropriate ADA materials under as well. Would like to seek cost estimates and ensure this is within budget.  $14,473.00, swings only $4262.00. Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to use volunteers. Some things not considered are installation and concrete. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the suggested swings. Cain knows what he needs to make it happen. I am asking to shoot for the first on September, after Gold Rush to complete, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; discussion on installation process and date to install. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked about Sentence to Serve. Councilor Beau Hanenberger liked the use of the rubber, all in favor, motion carried. 
8. Garden Park: clean up planned for Saturday, June 27th, 2015 @ 9 am. 

9. Garden Park: compost bin in plan for next year; wild flowers for current beds this year.
