I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Kevin M. McDermott called the meeting to order at 7pm.
II. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Trish Shields, Attorney Fred Suhler, Engineer Joe Palen, and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire.

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Trish Shields made a motion to approve the agenda, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried
IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Bob Decklever came to the meeting to go over what was found inspecting the City Shop. Mayor Kevin McDermott said Cain Dolan went over everything with Council before the meeting. (Question on contacting Rural Water Service and discussion followed with Engineer Joe Palen about it). Engineer Joe Palen and Bob Decklever went to the new city shop to go over things during the council meeting. When they came back, Mayor Kevin M. McDermott thanked Bob for everything he has done.
Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said that he has a letter to read. A copy was emailed to Council before the meeting. The letter was in regards to speaking against Gold Rush Days for the set up time. He wanted it on record that even though it didn’t go where he wanted, Council would respond to it. (Continue on G.5.)

B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief

3. New truck update: working on equipment list. (Dan went over some of the list with Council). Date for acquiring the truck is still scheduled for September.

2. Meeting Minutes  (Mayo One came out for a presentation and we learned the protocols to working with them.)
D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director. Dan said it has been quiet.
E. PERSONNEL 
1. Meeting Minutes   
2. Yearly reviews for Rebecca, Cain, & Sandy. Mayor Kevin McDermott: Postpone and bring to a special meeting as late as the first week in August due to interviews. We would like this done before getting deep in the budget. 
3. New Hire: set interview date. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked how interviews are set up. Mayor Kevin McDermott explained the process. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked about experience level; if they could demonstrate that they can do what they say they can on their applications. The concern was having someone qualified for the position. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said that this round has landscaping experience and not much have water experience. Councilor Trish Shields asked about previous applicants and calling them. Councilor Beau Hanenberger agrees with calling the old applicants. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we can certainly look at that. Rebecca will pull the applicants and pull the top 6 marked for call back. After that council will set dates and go from there.
4. Caretaker house updates: Ottman $606.40 to dig up and disconnect water, MN Energy: no fee, Electric disconnection:  getting quotes. Councilor Trish Shields had questions about a host camper. Mayor Kevin McDermott said it has been brought up and we have not had any bites. Councilor Trish Shields asked about using the park house; she thinks that it does have room and we can post that it is rustic. (Discussion on if it was furnished, that it has water, and condition of the park house.) Trish would like to see shutting off water and electric to the park house after Gold Rush is over. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we could put it off. Councilor Beau Hanenberger offered his camper for Carol’s son if he was willing to be the host camper. I would be willing to do that for him. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that we can wait till after Gold Rush for a decision on the caretaker house.
5. Trash: $40 for special pick up. Sandy called about issues with people dumping in City dumpsters. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve, in an emergency, we authorize a special pick up for $40, when needed; Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1.  Ordinance 2015-4 Amending the 2015 Fee Schedule to include a fixed fee for mechanical, gas fireplace, a/c units, furnace, water heater, and plumbing permits of $50. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that according to Tom it is status quo. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Ordinance 2015-4 Amending the 2015 Fee Schedule to include all listed above permits for $50, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, voice vote all ayes, motion carries.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein  
1. Meeting Minutes 
2. Public Benches: ordered
3. Host Camper: see above on E.4.
4. STS: shared City / DOGR cost. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion that the City and Gold Rush share the expense of the STS people, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried. 
5. Semis. A 53 foot trailer is too much for the City. Recommended to bring in smaller trucks and not make a special amendment for him. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said that Gold Rush is for everyone and he is benefiting from Gold Rush without putting into it and I’m more inclined to say no because of it. Councilor Trish Shields asked about the truck permit and if there was a fee. Councilor Beau Hanenberger believes that there is no fee. Councilor Trish Shields agrees with trailers that big not being allowed, it can be easily done with smaller and more trailers. (Discussion continued about bribery and Gold Rush not being a part of that.) (Discussion on trailer size.) Councilor Beau Hanenberger also went over portions of the letter stated earlier in the meeting. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst emphasized the point that the sell date is Friday, not before. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to let him know to bring in smaller trailers, or dropping a trailer off ahead of time, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Ryan Cradick, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes:  We are all doing tours of the parks. Anyone is welcome to join. (Discussion on the swings. They will be installed after Gold Rush.)
2. Riverwood Hills Swing has been ordered.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
1. Condemnation of Allis Deed. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst gave it over to Attorney Fred Suhler. Fred stated that he is waiting on Canan. This council has to authorize us to spend money to do something. That’s the problem I am having. It’s a chicken and egg problem. You would like to know what cost your dealing with and I can’t do anything without permission to spend money without Council knowing the amount. Engineer Joe Palen is questioning, maybe I am out of the loop, but I thought County was handling it. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that it is west of 52. It’s a different area. (Discussion continued about the Allis deed with Fred. Fred is trying to figure out where the river was and questions on surveying.) (Discussion with Ryland about there being one owner for Allis for a portion of it and it might be easier to start with that one, whereas the other portion may have several owners.) Attorney Fred Suhler said this whole thing is not simple. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that maybe we should wait to see what Tom says. Attorney Fred Suhler said yes. Councilor Trish Shields said that she thought the Allis heir was going to sign off on it freely. Fred said he does not know. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we should just wait for Tom’s input. (Ryland clarified a few points with Engineer Joe Palen.) Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked about the bike path. Council and Engineer Joe Palen clarified this for Beau.
2. County Resolution supporting Oronoco Regional Park application was sent in June 30. A copy of it came from the County. If they do receive Regional Park status, the County is not obligated to be involved with the funding project. If something should happen in the future the language is not binding. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the supporting resolution for the regional park application, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, motion carried.
3. Zumbro River Water Shed learning grant was forwarded to Council by Clerk Sandy Jessen. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst explained what it was. They are interested in talking to us and share the funding for it and how it would work. It is something we can look into. It has a lot of detail in it. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked Councilor Trish Shields to set up a meeting for them to come in and present it. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that he thinks it should be presented to the public as well and set a special meeting for it.

4. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst went into another topic. Bids are due August 11. I raised a few questions about the rock and the effect it may have on streets. Mayor Kevin McDermott said it behooves us to have Gary make sure it is written that any damage done to the street, that it should be fully rebuilt; the City will not be liable. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said that a traffic plan also needs to be summited to the County. I also stated that I would not like empty trucks going across the bridge as well. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he agrees. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that I agree; I’ve seen what happens when they use a road as a haul road. If we add a detour, that could add to the complaints and be more money. (Discussion continued with Joe over access points and traffic bringing in the rock.) Mayor Kevin McDermott asked if we need to set up a special meeting to iron this out, or if you and Gary can bring us recommendations. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said this needs to be done by July 31. Engineer Joe Palen said that he would stick with no access to the bridge. It would not be as bad on other roads if it came in over frozen conditions. I think they are coming from the 75th street. (Discussion on which roads they could take to bring the rock in.) Engineer Joe Palen said that it is your preference, I am comfortable with what is in the plan and we can revise it if you would like. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst made a suggestion for people to meet so that everyone is on the same page. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said that it wouldn’t hurt to have a special meeting. (Councilor Ryland Eichhorst continued with meeting dates for the project oversight committee.) Mayor Kevin McDermott asked what we needed to do tonight. (Discussion continued about loaded and unloaded trucks. Engineer Joe Palen said it is restricted for the loaded trucks to go over the bridge.) Councilor Trish Shields reminded council that MN Avenue is narrow and we should take public safety in mind. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked Joe to reroute the traffic off the bridge all together. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said it would be cheaper to pay the cost to reroute verses the cost to fix roads after. Councilor Trish Shields agrees. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked Councilor Ryland Eichhorst about seeing the power point he received. (Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion that truck traffic goes on the west side and goes on MN, Councilor Trish Shields friendly amendment that any truck exiting south on MN Ave be empty); Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked if we should wait. (Discussion that the motion goes with the current plan and wording about the trucks. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he would like no trucks going across the bridge. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said if that is not the wording then you have to push out the bid date.) (Discussion on having a special meeting. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that he would like to get it right.) None if favor, all oppose, motion fails. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to set a special meeting with Gary on July 28th at 6:30pm, all in favor, motion carried.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. Old City Shop. We need to start looking to see what we may or may not want to do at the present time. I am worried about getting the new one up and running. I would like to wait until after Gold Rush for this.
2. City Shop (yard work would be completed in September)
· Air conditioning bid all inclusive; checked with another company’s price – it was about the same (Joe recommends staying with original contractor). Mayor Kevin M. McDermott: Mr. Decklever did a walk through and looked at this. I am concerned that if Superior is in charge of everything; and the contract should be completed per Superior? Engineer Joe Palen said you would think. But some of these issues were not identified. My thought was keeping with them over their knowledge of the set up. (Discussion on what needs to be done and the price.) Mayor Kevin McDermott said that what we need to do is contact Superior; I want to thank Mr. Decklever, I want to know from somebody that Superior acknowlages that they were going to come back to complete this, if they stopped because of pay? (Discussion continued on about the spec.) Engineer Joe Palen said it seems appropriate to contact Superior and see what they would cover. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he would like Mr. Decklever, Cain, and Superior to meet and go through this. I think we should compensate Mr. Decklever for his time. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to have the three meet and Tom Thompson down at the shop and go through the items Mr. Decklever wrote up and find out by the 28th and address it at that time, and then make a determination to go with Superior. Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, (discussion) Councilor Ryland Eichhorst friendly amendment to confirm it was in the spec, all in favor, motion carried.
· Floor is ordered; they have been down there working on the office and bathroom the last 2 days.
· Looking at type of sealer was used on main shop. It is sealed. Engineer Joe Palen recommended that in 3 years to get a good sealer and seal it ourselves. (Discussion on getting a quote for stripping it now.) Councilor Beau Hanenberger said if it is good enough, then I would like to wait. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said he had a picture of it. Everyone is comfortable to leave it as is for now.
· Working on getting bids on insulation and mezzanine sheeting completion. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said he has concerns. How safe is it for storage if we have no stairway. I can see insolating but any more than that..? (Discussion on it being a cold storage.) This will be brought back to the next meeting. (Skyler is questioning if it is something we can insulate ourselves and the cost to spray.) Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion for staff to get bids for spraying above the offices, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
· Bid on culvert extension and grading. On west side of building.
·  Trim (Discussion)
· Grates. Sandy is getting quotes.
L. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Road Turnback; 5 feet next to Throndson property and 3 ditches south of 5th Street. (Under L.5.)
2. River Park Roads: 2nd lift has not been installed. (Discussion with Joe on how to proceed.) Councilor Ryland Eichhorst explained his communication with Jech. There has been talk about a homeowners association. The thought is to set up an architectural committee of 3 members to cover the covenants. Attorney Fred Suhler said he has not talked to Mr. Jech personally and what his views are. My advice is deal with the problem when we are there. You have two options. Convince him to do it or the City fixes it. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked to have Attorney Fred Suhler look at the Development Agreement on what it said in there as to when the 2nd lift was going to be put on. Attorney Fred Suhler stated that it’s like being in a school yard. You didn’t do what I wanted so I am not doing what you want. He’s upset about the well. He already said he’s not complying with the agreement. You have two choices. You do it or you don’t. If people in River Park don’t want to pay for it, then they need to decide to live on the only gravel street in Oronoco. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein had questions for Fred. Fred explained the issue with having a moratorium on Jech’s property. We ought to be careful. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that at the present time we are not in the position to make a decision on it. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked what it would take to get an estimate. Engineer Joe Palen said it would cost a few thousand to get the paperwork going just like we did to Cedar woodlands. We would want a few options with this as well. That’s what I would do and start with the feasibility report. There are a lot of lots out there. At this point you will not be under construction this year. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that we will table it and look at it for next year. If we continue to let it go, there will be more problems. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst thinks that there may be push back to make it complicated. Mayor Kevin McDermott lets table it for September’s meeting.
3. Sealcoat: August 3rd (Under L.5.)
4. Crack fill: approx. $3000 to complete; ran short of material. (Under L.5.)
5. Potholes: approximately $1000 on West Center mainly.  There is money in the general budget for this expense. (Discussion on all 3 topics and where the money is coming from.) Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve up to $8500 to finish all the projects listed, (questions of Pendergrass’s property) Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, Councilor Trish Shield’s abstain, motion carried. We will get prices for the Pendergrass’s place. Councilor Trish Shields noted her abstaining from voting due to personal conflict.

N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes: 
2. PI Joint Meeting:  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst went over the meeting. Joe was present at the meeting as well. He discussed the condition of the plant, capacity, and flow rates. There will be more investigation by Sarah. Pine Island is positive about wanting to do something with Oronoco. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said it is looking worse as we go along with this process. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he is hoping in the next few months we will be on track for something.
3. Income Survey: Area B, C, & F update: cost approx. $250, 3rd party results review. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion to approve the $250, Mayor Kevin McDermott second, all in favor, motion carried.
4. Decklever water service; have Cain get ahold of MN Rural Water and have them check his depth. Engineer Joe Palen said he would prefer to see something done. Mr. Decklever said he would be willing to cost share. (Discussion on alternatives that was not promising because his curb stop is under the concrete. Joe gave his recommendation, which he feels is the low cost alternative.) Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said he feels that it is the City’s responsibility. He appreciates his offer to cost share, but it is the City’s responsibility. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said where is the builders in all this for the bad work? Engineer Joe Palen said he approached Jech, who was not interested in it. There is an issue there. Councilor Trish Shields asked if it had something to do with the driveway. Engineer Joe Palen explained where the freezing is taking place and he believes it is in the goose neck. (Discussion on tracer wire.) Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said he thinks City inspection should be involved to make sure it was done the right way. Engineer Joe Palen explained the situation with Jech. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein made a motion to table until Rural Water give his report and go back to the next meeting, Mayor Kevin McDermott made a friendly amendment to get a rough estimate by Joe, Engineer Joe Palen said he has but we can revisit it, (Councilor Ryland Eichhorst read off the estimate), Councilor Beau Hanenberger second the motion, all in favor, motion carried.

A. Cedar Woodlands septic; no word back said Attorney Fred Suhler.
B. Fireworks; Kelly went to the Fire Dept. to get more money for next year’s show to make it a better one. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a mention for caution tape next year.

Tom would like to have a resolution supporting this before it goes through his department. Mayor Kevin McDermott asked about another location. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said that we could talk with Pine Island as well. (Discussion continued on about the sign placement.) Mayor Kevin McDermott: continue to do more research on locations. Thanks to Councilor Ryland Eichhorst.
