I. Call to Order: Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting to order at 6:00pm.
II. Roll Call: Members Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Attorney Fred Suhler, and Clerk Sandy Jessen. Absent:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein Shop Update 

· Surety Offer:  Attorney Fred Suhler: the letter from bonding company explains that she doesn’t think the purpose of the bond was to pay for items and then bring back that it was lower quality. The part that is hard to understand is putting Stantec as project inspectors.   If you look back far enough; Stantec is not the construction inspectors and not responsible as they were not contracted for that and they stepped up to the plate.  Initially, Mr. Palen responded that we are not the inspectors; but the contract documents say they are in the original documents. I have that concluded this is the first time the City has done such complicated as the building.  The company is being fair in what they are offering. I would sign it; I don’t think the money is worth fighting over. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the payment offer from the bond co, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second,  discussion: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein sent a note recommending accepting as well. Mayor Kevin McDermott; it is time to move on we will have some money to make it right and move on. A lot of things didn’t go the way we hoped they would this has been a learning experience.  It is frustrating. We need to move forward. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; enough said, it’s water under the bridge. What do we decide to be acceptable?  Doors? · Air Conditioner Bid: $2410 Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the air conditioner, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, Councilor Trish Shields; will we be responsible for any other bills? Attorney Fred Suhler; they will have a claim against the bond, not the city. Councilor Trish Shields; if we chose to do business with an original contractor? Mayor Kevin McDermott; that gets sent to the bond company. Councilor Beau Hanenberger:  should we get other bids? Councilor Beau Hanenberger do they do their own electrical? Mayor Kevin McDermott; it is all included in the bid.  Councilor Trish Shields; should we get more info for the next meeting?  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; was there an issue with the return air?  Councilor Beau Hanenberger; there was maybe one common return. Councilor Trish Shields; were building standards met? Clerk Sandy Jessen; yes.  Motion fails; it will be brought to the next meeting. Sandy will check to make sure the bid is all inclusive; electrical work.  
· Floor Estimate:  space concepts $1942 Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the bid with space concepts, Mayor Kevin McDermott second all in favor, motion carried.
· Now that it’s resolved you can start moving in. Mayor Kevin McDermott we will do the floor asap wait til next week then the paperwork should be passed through Attorney Fred Suhler; you can email it to them and then mail also. He let her know because of the holiday we weren’t able to meet right away.

III. Public Works Open Position:  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; mowing and Willie’s replacement; should we look at high school kid and then a part-time maintenance person? Mayor Kevin McDermott; before we came to needing two full time people and seasonal has been discussed as part time. It consumes so much time believe we need a full time position. We can reevaluate for next year for a seasonal person. Councilor Trish Shields; hiring at this point, we should put the ad in the Post Bulletin. I don’t think we get enough exposure with the smaller papers. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst I agree; for that the position and search out for a licensed person.  I think for our interview process they should demonstrate hands on experience.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; full add? Councilor Trish Shields yes.  Councilor Trish Shields motioned to advertise in the Post Bulletin, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
Pay for those who helped $15: Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the payments for those that have done the work Mr. Dolan, Mr. Jessen, and Mr. Breitenstein, Mayor Kevin McDermott second Councilor Trish Shields friendly amendment Clerk Sandy Jessen should be compensated as well all in favor, motion carried.  Clerk Sandy Jessen it is not necessary and declined offer. 
Recommend temporary help: Kenzie will help 2 -3 days per week Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve 2 - 3 days a week to mow until we are fortunate to hire a new worker, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second. Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a friendly amendment under direct supervision of Cain, all in favor, motion carried.
