I. Call to Order
Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm.
II. Roll Call
Members Present:  Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, and Clerk Sandy Jessen.
III. Public Works: open position recommendation
Councilor Skyler Breitenstein and Cain Dolan interviewed 9 applicants. The choices were narrowed to applicant A, B, and C. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to approve Candidate A, should the candidate not be available offer the position to Candidate B @ $15.50 and then if he is unavailable offer to Candidate C for $15 Councilor Trish Shields second discussion:  Cain: it went really good, we interviewed for 30 minutes each it was tough picking out 3. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; one had both water and sewer qualifications but had some time issues. References were called on the 3 candidates; best reviews were for candidate A.  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; did they indicate any issues with direction? Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, no, they follow direction well, Candidate B’s only downfall was working with larger groups; but we have a smaller group. Councilor Trish Shields; would there be the commitment to the City? I expect he lives nearby. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; these two have experience Candidate A is a longtime area resident and don’t see him leaving here unless there is a personnel breakdown?  With any there is a risk. Councilor Trish Shields; what made the candidate, brought him to apply? Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; he works two weeks in Colorado and then home two weeks.  Cain; he was in the construction field for a number of years he is looking for steady Monday - Friday work. Councilor Trish Shields; can he work under someone else? Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; he came across that he could. Cain; interviews were opened with mowing and grounds maintenance for 75 percent of the time. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; Cain was introduced to each of them as the supervisor.  Cain; we felt comfortable with them.  All three could start right away.  Cain we told them we would let them know as soon as possible. Councilor Beau Hanenberger; make sure confident can work with him. Cain thinks he can bring a lot to the City. All in favor, motion carried. 

IV. Oronoco Park:  Host Camper

· Pay:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to offer $100 per day to the applicant Wednesday thru Sunday, Mayor Kevin McDermott second, Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to add friendly amendment that the price will not set precedent, discussion: Councilor Trish Shields would like to object to the pay; we are being held hostage and we are stuck it is uncomfortable position with the closeness of the relationship. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; we have been looking for more than a month with no other options, Councilor Beau Hanenberger; didn’t think we would be able to find anyone for less than that. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; the camper is aware of the required duties and hours? Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; the listing on the site for the application listed the requirements.  Councilor Trish Shields; with their history they have an advantage because he is aware of how Gold Rush is.  Councilor Beau Hanenberger abstained, all in favor, motion carried.
· Camping Quarters: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein motioned to offer $25 plus any damage to the owner for use of the camper, Mayor Kevin McDermott second, discussion; I think Councilor Beau Hanenberger had offered someone the use of the camper, Councilor Beau Hanenberger; I have to do something with it anyway so it is a non-issue. There is LP tanks but no a/c or TV, so there would be fans, not so worried about the a/c. Councilor Trish Shields; just in case we have a miserable heat wave, I have a generator I cul lend. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; if he ends up on LP would that cover the cost? Councilor Beau Hanenberger; it is $25 per LP tank; the major cost would be dumping the septic. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a friendly amendment to add the cost of dumping the septic, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein amend to $25 per day, LP, and the dumping and damages. Councilor Trish Shields; insurance? Councilor Beau Hanenberger; it is insured.  Councilor Beau Hanenberger abstained. All in favor, motion carried.
