V. DEPARTMENTS & COMMITTEE REPORTS
A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Lee Rossman; not present.
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs:  0 (support for 1st Responder’s for Gold Rush) 
2. Meeting Minutes 
3. Training: House Burn on 8/22. May have other opportunities coming up.
4. New truck update: should arrive mid-October. Pictures are posted on Facebook. Next week a few members will be going to Florida for an inspection.  Optimistic to have it by Fire Prevention Week which is Oct. 7th. Been talking with Schad Tracy about putting the logo on the truck. The old engine will still be in use for a backup. This will mean buying new equipment to outfit the new truck.  It will be tax exempt for the initial equipment through the company we are purchasing from. Later we will have to pay taxes on anything purchased for the truck. So I am trying to be prudent. I have a list. We are trying to be fair in what we really need and what can wait on. (Discussion on equipment, funds, and payments.) First truck payment is due 1-2016. Fire Department will commit to the first payment. There will be further stuff for the City to sign. It was already preapproved; it is just a heads up. For our City we are getting a nice vehicle.
5. Equipment:  pricing in packet. $103,000 in account. First payment is $38,813; may donate additional gambling dollars to the fund yet this year. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to accept the equipment list, excluding that $4000; Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
6.  Liability waiver: pool fills. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the liability waiver with everyone on the department having it on hand and all members educated and they will be filled out before any pools are filled, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; pool is defined as a generic swimming pool established as above and below ground. All in favor, motion carried.

3. New Member: Molly Macho. Background check came back clean. She has not been voted in to the department yet. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Molly Macho as a 1st responder with department approval, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, motion carried.
D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director. Nothing to report.
E. PERSONNEL 
1. Meeting Minutes  
2. Personnel reviews: Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the reviews, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; Discussion: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said that we have phenomenal staff and we couldn’t have better people. Mayor Kevin McDermott agreed. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked about the 11%. Mayor Kevin McDermott explained that he was basing it on full time public works departments compared to other Cities and still even on the low side, with sums in the past to be somewhat comparable to other communities, I would try to offer the best package possible and I know we can offer other improvements with time off or health, I also thought that that in any job I want them to move to advance themselves, just trying to not make it an revolving door with this community, we have an excellent staff and we can’t compare to the bigger cities and we do the best we can. Councilor Trish Shields said she is not questioning that, what she is questioning is that it is such an incredible bump and I have been here long enough that we just raised everyone up a few year ago to cost of living. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that we have done this in the past. Bottom line in hind sight, we start off our employees to low and then trying to get our employees caught up to other communities quickly. Councilor Trish Shields said that she is not questioning that part. That is a big jump compared to other years. I have been here long enough to see the other jumps. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst said that regarding Cain and the town growth, I think it is important to keep him comparable. I think he is worthy. I agree. I don’t think we should do 11% every year but it is a step in the right direction. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein every year when it comes to review time, we take into account duties, responsibilities, and compare it to other communities to keep job pay in line with the whole of Minnesota. Every year Sandy provides us with reports and for maintenance there was more of a jump last year that we didn’t compensate for. The hourly rate is going up. I don’t want to see anyone leave. I know everyone doesn’t agree at times but this is our recommendation. All in favor, motion carried.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS
1. Resolution 2015 -10 Approving the public auction of 440 1st Ave NE (Tax forfeited property) property has mowing and water fees against it, approx. $5000, State would sell and the fees will get paid to the City at that time. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that he doesn’t think we need another parcel in our hands. Councilor Trish Shields made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-10, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, voice vote all ayes; all in favor, motion carried. 
2. Resolution 2015-11 Calling for a Public Hearing on the issuance of Housing Revenue Obligations (Wedum Shorewood Campus, LLC Project) the city would receive the $25,000 payment in November; it has no spending restrictions on it. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve Resolution 2015-11, (Sandy explained) Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, voice vote all ayes; all in favor, motion carried. 
3. Resolution 2015 – 12  Zone Change from R2 to B3; Blazing wire parcel. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to accept Resolution 2015-12  Zone Change, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, voice vote all ayes; all in favor , motion carried.
G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Councilor Skyler Breitenstein  
1. Meeting Minutes: August Meeting was Gold Rush. The committee reviewed the comments on how the show went. Huge success. Attendance was iffy with the hot weather. Venders were up. Committee members and members-at-large: the appreciation dinner is Friday night. Solicitations for donation requests will be review at the next meeting in October. Must be in by Friday, October 16th, that is the deadline for solicitations. Promote with website and newsletter.
H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Ryan Cradick, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes:  Meeting was rescheduled to the 14th of September. Swings will be put out front. It will be installed by City staff. (discussion on rubber mulch)
2. Oronoco Park: asbestos testing $500. Company was recommended by Dan Sundt, other training burns have used this company. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $500 for asbestos testing, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
1. Dam Removal and River Restoration POC: September 3, 2015 Notes. Note that there is a shortfall of about six hundred and twenty thousand dollars for the total cost of this project. We hope to have an answer by the end of the month. The meeting on the 21st has been cancelled. Engineer Joe Palen stated that assuming this all comes together, the City needs to think about harvesting some of those trees for the stabilization. Parks should look at what trees we need to save. Councilor Trish Shields asked about live trees. Engineer Joe Palen said that the dead would be taken first and then live would be taken after. Councilor Trish Shields asked about trees at other parks that could be harvested. Mayor Kevin McDermott said we should get Lance involved. Engineer Joe Palen said it could be a possibility to take from other places. The City should really start thinking about which trees could be taken. Clerk Sandy Jessen said that originally we talked about taking from several different parks in the project area.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Outstanding Citizen Award (also as a budget request for 2016- approx. $25/year) Gold Rush may pay for the initial cost and then the city would be responsible for the $25 per year after that. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said that it was expressed to change the picture. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein accepts the $500 donation from Gold Rush to keep the full image of Gordon on the plaque with council paying $25 yearly after that, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor motion carried.
2. Volunteer Appreciation Dinner (also as a budget request for 2016- approx. $350/year). Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asked for it to be tabled for now and bring it back next month.
K. PUBLIC WORKS
1. Old City Shop: Mayor Kevin McDermott said that once it is all moved out, gutting it down to a steel building is something we should do for right now. Public Works Cain Dolan said it would be nice to have it for storage. Maybe we could get STS to help. Councilor Trish Shields asked if the mold needs to be looked at. Does it need to be professionally removed? Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he thinks that you only do that with dangerous mold. Councilor Trish Shields said that that is exactly why, we have not had it tested. Cain said that getting someone in there to have it checked should be the next step. Mayor Kevin McDermott said to have Cain check it out and bring it back to the next meeting. Councilor Trish Shields asked if there is asbestos. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he can’t see any of that in there. Cain is unaware. Councilor Trish Shields said she just wants to be sure we don’t put ourselves at risk.
2. City Shop 
· yard work &  bid on culvert extension and grading (completed) $3953.76 . Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve that payment, Councilor Trish Shields second, Councilor Beau Hanenberger said that he is disappointed with the hydro seeding for what we paid. I can see dirt everywhere. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that it looked covered after it was completed. Engineer Joe Palen said he wouldn’t make full payment until you have grass growing. The contractor has some responsibility to establish the grass. Councilor Trish Shields asked how much you retain. (discussion on percentage) Councilor Trish Shields friendly amendment to reflect a $1000 hold back; Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asked about the holding tanks not being flush. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that that was as intended. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he was under the impression to make that flush because of hazards. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said that the hold is fair over the hydro seeding. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, all in favor, motion carried.
· Mezzanine sheeting completion: Cain and Rick will install shelf area and look at costs to add rail and rolling stairs. Insurance company said any more than the one sheet would need the rail and stair, but would be a good spot to store items only used occasionally. Insulation needs to be done before anything goes up. Sandy will call.
· trim: installed. Cain and Rick completed and moved desks down to new office.
· grates: new ones will fit $10,548 (does not include shipping) low bid, also the other companies grates would not fit, contacted McNeilus and they don’t rate the grates as proposed and didn’t offer an estimate. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $10,548 for all the grates. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he doesn’t think we need the grates. (Discussion on the pros and cons to the grates and replacing one or all.) Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second, Mayor Kevin M. McDermott request that shipping be brought to the budget meeting and approved at that time, majority in favor, Councilor Beau Hanenberger nay, motion carried.
· Tools: organizational equipment ( benches, shelving, toolboxes up to $2000)


Cordless tools (drill, impact, saw, batteries up to $1000)

There is $6000 left in the budget for tools and equipment. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to accept the purchase of the tools and equipment listed above, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
L. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Sealcoat: $43,204 completed, recommend payment. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve $43,204 for the sealcoat, Councilor Trish Shields second, all in favor, motion carried.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes: August 20, 2015 & September 10, 2015  
2. Re-zone Public Hearing:  Councilor Beau Hanenberger talked about the public hearing. Good show of people and got an introduction. It was a general discussion on the rezone. P&Z had no major issues. 
Denny Spalla: introducing Mark Magatus with Mortenson Company and Bill Doty with C.H. Robinson. I hope we can address the confusions. There was discussion about keeping the 1.5 in residential. We would like to have the whole parcels for business purposes. We are going back to our original. We would like to thank you for the opportunity. Bill Doty: thank you for your time. C.H. Robinson is an Edan Prairie based property. We want to build a data center. We are running out of space in our Chicago company. We have a large company base. We will manage that with local people with local jobs as far as managing that with local landscaping, etc. We are looking to move out of Chicago and expand here. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked how big the building is. Bill: 32,000 sq. feet. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked what the plan is for the rest of the land. Bill: we would like a buffer and plan to plant prairie grass. This is a 15 to 20 year plan. We only plan to expand from within, not the outside. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst was concerned about neighborhood appearance. Bill: we are a quiet company that does a lot of charity work. We want to be neighbor friendly and are very aware of that and will work with the local authorities. We also like to be close with the power company. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asked which way he envisioned the footprint in the 15 to 20 year plan. Bill: we are planning for 15 to 20 years, so the outside will not expand. We are not expanding the building out. It is a big risk to be doing work around a datacenter. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked about more parking lots, etc. Bill said that they thought about all the what if’s and what will not put the building at risk. Adding on construction and landscaping introduces risk. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked about the little parcel not staying R2. Bill: because we cannot do anything with it. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked about the second drive. Bill: it is more about flow through. Someday when we expand, that is how we will get the equipment in. It is more about flow. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he was just curious because he had not seen that with other centers. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst asked about the amount of construction, trucks coming and going, and a weight limit on that road - can the entrance be moved to 100th Street to reduce potential damage to 3rd Ave SW? Mark was concerned about the steep ditch. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein said he appreciated everyone coming out. With future growth everyone has concerns about this; can we landscape in a way that would not be a disruption to the community? Bill: I look at it as what would I want if I lived down the street from it, absolutely, we will take a look at those things. Mayor Kevin McDermott thanked Bill.
3. Cost Security Agreement: C.H. Robinson; Clerk Sandy Jessen said it has been presented. We are waiting on their approval. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the Cost Security Agreement when we receive it from them and then we will sign it, (Sandy explained the agreement) Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes: meeting rescheduled Sept. 17th.
2. PI Joint Meeting Minutes: August 17, 2015.  The highlight was about the project time line and contacting a lobbyist. We extended an invitation to Ron and his wife Valery. We had that meeting and he is interested in helping us out. He will send us a proposal. Senjum is supportive of writing a bonding deal. Survey forms have been sent out. Those meetings are open to the public. Joint task force meeting was last night. Time was talked about with bonding and capacity. We need to get ahead of the bonding. PI had a meeting last week; they are having reservations about the capacity and growth for both the cities needs. It is an issue we need to work through with them.
3. Decklever water service: MN Rural Water will be out in about another month. Cain said they gave him an idea of something to try. It is either going to work or it is not. 
4. Water Meters: we ran out of meters and ordered a small supply. Recommend $5000 in meters from WAC /SAC as we have done in the past. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion for $5000 for meters, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
5.  Frequency drive: Cain said that it is something they will be doing. He recommends going with that company and plan it instead of it being an emergency. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked if they think it will go bad soon? Cain said that they don’t like the environment it is in. Councilor Trish Shields asked if they don’t like the environment, how often will this be getting replaced? Cain explained that the life expectancy is about 15 years and the condition that it was taken care of before Cain took over was very poor. I would like it planned out. Councilor Trish Shields asked about the budget. Sandy said she has it on the budget workshop agenda but the water budget is always tight. Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a motion to go ahead and approve the estimate for $8,767; Mayor Kevin McDermott second, all in favor, motion carried.
VI. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
A. Coalition of Greater MN Cities: $803:  September, 2015 through January, 2017 increases each year, 4th year $3212. We have never done this. The league handles everything we need. Discussion on any benefits. Mayor Kevin McDermott said that we will pass on this.
