I. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting to order at 6:00pm.  
II. ROLL CALL
Members Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Clerk Sandy Jessen, and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein is absent and may be available by Skype shortly (he arrived at 6:45pm approx.). 
III. Hydro seeding: Mayor Kevin McDermott; the billing was messed up in the last bill, the hydro was for $3200, the other was for Ottman’s work and the hydro is what was in question. Cain explained to Sandy that he uses a machine that puts seed into the ground and then adds the top layer with seed.  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst so there was two layers? Yes. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to pay for the seeding, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; all in favor, motion carried.
IV. Grates: shipping approx. $320:  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the grates, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; all in favor, motion carried.
V. Fire Truck: amendment: Mayor Kevin McDermott motion to approve the amendment, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.
VI. Ordinance 5-2015: publication of rezone: Councilor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Ordinance 5-2015, Mayor Kevin McDermott second; Voice vote: ayes, all in favor motion carried.
VII. Budget Workshop:
Discussion: what expenses are left for the year, what the tax rate change would affect per household. Going up 2% would have a $60 change to a house worth $200,000.  The county and school district have their own portion of the bill. 2016 Budget Requests:
Water
$2,000- Purchase hydrant meter and flushing adapters; this was added to the budget.
$2,000- Training; Attend State Conference(s). This was added to the budget.
$2,000- Membership & Dues; Join American Water Works Association. This will be researched and brought back next year.
$5,000- Rental/Subcontracted Services- Rent valve exerciser, hire leak detection contractor. $1500 was added to the budget bringing the total to $4000.
$10,000- Per hydrant replacement in Riverwood Hills; 4 Total ($39,500).  There will be $20,000 added to the budget for the next two years.
$10,000- Replace VFD; this was approved to purchase at the September Council Meeting out of this year’s budget.
Shop
$10,000- Tools and Equipment for new shop. There was $2000 added to the $8000 already entered into the budget
$2,500-  Bobcat Attachments- Forks, Snow Blade/Pusher; these were purchased out of this year’s budget. $2,000-  Trailer Improvements- Ramps, Toolboxes & replacing existing tires. $2000 was added to the $1500 budget for a total of $3500 for R&M Equipment.
City Hall
$10,000- Replace and Install New Drop Ceilings; Council, Seniors & Office. $15,000 is entered in General Fund. The $10,000 was added to the $15,000 for a total of $25,000 in R&M Community Center.
$5,000- Landscape and Drainage Improvements around city hall. $5000 was added in Park & Recreation under Grounds / Mower Maintenance.
$3,000-  Replace basketball equipment. This will be done out of CIP Parks.
Fire Hall
$15,000-  Replace 4 older Overhead Garage Doors ($8650).  Improve Interior Lighting with remainder. This was added under Fire Dept. R&M Buildings.
Oronoco Park
$5,000-  Improve Electrical Systems at Shelter and Bathrooms. CIP Parks will used and estimates for doing epoxy like at the shop will be gotten.
Tree Care
$10,000- City wide tree care.  Contracted Service; $3000 was added to the existing $7000 budget.
Streets
$10,000- Shouldering city wide and sign updates.  The State grant will be used  for this expense.
Seasonal Help
$10,000- Hire seasonal help for mowing.  This was added to Parks and Recreation Salaries and Wages.
Parks and Trails: 

Riverwood Hills Trail: $23,000; the trail will be revisited next year.
River Park Backstops: $5000: a cap of $2000 was put on the netting and will be taken out of the CIP Parks.
City:

Journey to Growth: $2100:  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; it is tied with DMC, it is an eight county sponsorship through January 2019.  Byron and Stewartville participate; it is to make sure Oronoco gets exposure. We should support it, because we are the closest to Rochester. It is to promote Oronoco and I am going to volunteer for a committee, promote market the area. It is a regional way of promoting SE MN; Heather Holmes could do a presentation.
Signs:

Northbound sign lighting: $2100. The total cost is $5787; they need to put a new panel inside of the sign.  DOGR donated $1000 last year, a grant has been applied for, and DOGR will be approached again for additional funds. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the sign with use of the Rochester Sales Tax Dollars (if allowed) Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second, all in favor, motion carried.
Southbound Sign:  $15,000; the sign will be revisited next year.
Personnel:

Review of benefits: PTO. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein discussed that they had discussed changing the intervals in which added time off is given.  Now it is 6 months, 1 year, 10 years, and then 20 years. Should it be changed to from 20 years to 10 and lowering the 10 years to a lower number?  The cost would only be if there was additional staff to cover the time off. This will be brought back to the 10-20-2015 meeting.
Meetings are capped at 48 should it be raised to 60?  There would be clarification on optional meetings and what expenses would be covered. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the meeting cap at 60 meetings, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second, all in favor, motion carried.
