I. Call to Order: 
Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting was called to order at 6:00pm.
II. Roll Call: 
Members present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Attorney Fred Suhler, Engineer Joe Palen, Clerk Sandy Jessen, and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein by iPad.
III. River Park Roads: Feasibility Study:
Mayor Kevin McDermott: Resolution 16-6 is receiving the Feasibility report and calling for a Public Hearing for improvement. 20 % of the project must be assessed to benefitting property. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve Resolution 16-6, Councilor Trish Shields second; discussion: Councilor Ryland Eichhorst is abstaining.  Attorney Fred Suhler is not prepared to say disqualified but needs to think about it more; there is some awkwardness because of living there. He will have an opinion by the assessment hearing. Ayes: Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Naye: Mayor Kevin McDermott. Resolution passes. 

IV. IUP: update form. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to update, Councilor Beau Hanenberger; second all in favor. Motion carried. 
V. Oronoco Park Electrical:  it is higher than what was budgeted; it is to bring the bathrooms and shelter up to standards. The estimate is for $6950 it includes labor, material, and permits. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; they are doing some extras from the other estimates that should be done. It would be with Foster. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein naye, all other members in favor, motion carried. Cain; they should be able to complete within the next week. 
VI. Request to Senate: a letter was drafted by Ryland, there are two letters, one to Senator Stumpf and one to Representative Torkelson. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; The language in the bill for the $500,000 is for the study to evaluate options with Pine Island and Rochester; we are asking for them to consider raising it to 2 million for a shovel ready project for 2018. The 18.9 million is hard to accept without it being shovel ready. We are asking to allow the $2,000,000 for predesign work so that we are a line item. I am not sure if it will happen this year. I asked if we can visit with them Saturday. Representative Quam may be available. It is to continue to convey the urgency and importance of the project to be shovel ready for 2018, and ask for support and consideration. Councilor Beau Hanenberger; so we can do it all over again? Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; we are asking to move the 2 line items forward to this year. We are still up against the 2020 deadline with the MOU.  Mayor Kevin McDermott; we made sure we spent a lot of time, I knew it would be tough but after all this work and having the lobbyist. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; they are in a quandary of what the house will do. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; it seems like political capital is involved and something is better than nothing; if we can get at least the planning part covered; it would take more negotiations to have the MPCA to lengthen the MOU. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst talked to Anita gallentine and asked if can use PFA for design and she said it is usually shovel ready. Councilor Beau Hanenberger; we have done all this and now shovel ready comes up? Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; it has come up last October it was brought up that as a small City we aren’t able to. Mayor Kevin McDermott; after a day at the capital it is a giant political process it is tough up there. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to accept the letter Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein without getting it shovel ready we won’t be ready. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; the letter says we need money to be shovel ready. Councilor Trish Shields; we want to receive full funding. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; the 2 million so we are shovel ready for 2018. Mayor Kevin McDermott; Senjem said once you get funding you may not get it up front but would potentially allocate additional funds later. All in favor, motion carried.
VII. Seasonal help: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve to interview and hire part time seasonal help for 20 plus hours a week to help Cain and Rick, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; discussion: Councilor Skyler Breitenstein limit to 20 hours because of the unemployment issues; there was $10,000 for additional help but the unemployment issues will eat up about $5000 so stick closer to 20 hours. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; if Rick isn’t qualified for other areas of the job he would be mowing. Clarify that it is a seasonal, temporary  position at roughly $11 per hour. Councilor Trish Shields: put a cap of $5000 for the total spent and reevaluate later if necessary. All in favor, motion carried.

Councilor Trish Shields motioned to adjourn at 6:30p.m., Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
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
