I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Kevin McDermott called the Regular City Council Meeting to order at 7pm
II. ROLL CALL
Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Attorney Fred Suhler, Engineer Joe Palen and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire were present. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein arrived at 7:16pm.
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Kevin McDermott added the SEMLM meeting on July 27th and the Franken meeting on July 26th to the agenda under VI, after 3. Committee thank you dinner.
Councilor Beau Hanenberger  motioned to accept the Agenda with additions, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; all in favor, motion carried.

3. By-laws: Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve the Fire Department bylaws as changed, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Eric Weiss, Parks & Trails Chair*
1. Meeting Minutes:   June 27, 2016. Looking into electric at one to three sites in a trial run. More people would want to stay if we offer something. We do have water already.
2. Resurface basketball court @ Community Center; estimates will be brought next month
3. Bocce Ball Court: change approved location to Caryl Cowden
· Maintenance of court should be minimal 
4. Campground Attendant/ Campground Management during Gold Rush. Working with City Staff on this and thoughts to staking it out with camping dates. 
5. Maximum stay at Oronoco Park campground (discussion about activity at the park and what to work on.) Mayor Kevin McDermott would like better signage that you see in all parks, to let people know it’s being patrolled. Councilor Trish Shields would like a game camera of some sort looked into.
I. LAKE SHADY ~ Katie Dudley, Lake Shady Committee Chair* 
Councilor Trish Shields and Katie Dudley have talked a lot. We think we are letting the road contract expire. It has been hard finding people to help with clean up. Mayor Kevin McDermott thanked Councilor Trish Shields for everything she and Katie have done.
J. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Dumpster: lockable. Councilor Beau Hanenberger is still catching all sorts of people dumping at all times. The sheriff has been called multiple times. Feels it should be locked. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein asked about using a chain and padlock. Mayor Kevin McDermott brought up having keys for those who rent over the weekend. Councilor Trish Shields feels the weekends it should be locked. Councilor Beau Hanenberger made a motion to get a chain with a 4 digit combo lock, given out for rentals and changed when necessary, Councilor Trish Shields friendly amend with a lever instead and find out cost and have it delivered; Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein friendly amend to have staff work with Advanced Disposal and if feasible, to bring it back next month; all in favor, motion carried.
2. Old dishes: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to take what is sorted and bring to Gold Rush information booth and try to sell during Gold Rush; if not sold - donate to local churches, if not - give to Dorothy Day or Good Will; friendly amend to just donate it because it cannot be sold under Gold Rush – asking local churches first. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; all in favor, motion carried.
K. PUBLIC WORKS  
1. Shop: Gutters. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned for ABC Seamless to do the gutters on shop for $1676, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; all in favor, motion carried.
2. Shop land: Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to wait till after Gold Rush and Councilor Ryland Eichhorst would like to evaluate it for sell. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to tabled it till after Gold Rush, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. Gold Rush: Public Works hours before and after event and task list. Mayor Kevin McDermott would keep it the same as last year. Councilor Trish Shields would like some things on the task list be highlight, that need to be done this year. A list needs to be put together and given to Cain.
L. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Street Repair Reviews: estimates will be brought next month. Sp. City Council meeting addressing roads August 4th at 5:30pm
2. Pendergrass ditch – Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to complete the ditch, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried. Looking at Jason doing this next week, if he can get it done by Gold Rush and coordinating it with Mr. Pendergrass.
3. Clark ditch – suggested having Cain fill with black dirt, pick some rock out and seed in fall.
M. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes: July 14, 2016. Councilor Beau Hanenberger went over meeting minutes. Councilor Trish Shields would like the sign to read axel weight limit instead of the word semi.
2. Sheehan CUP: growing crops

· Two residents (one household) concerned with dust, chemical use, noise, and tractor and wagon traffic. They enjoy the open field and wildlife. 
· Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the Sheehan CUP, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; 10 pm is too late, set condition to 9pm to stop any farming. (Discussion: If CUP is approved, it follows for life. If the owner sells, this goes with that land. Discussion with Fred on restrictions. It was already passed by an ordinance.) Friendly amend - no live animals and no equipment storage. (Discussion: Bernie understands his restriction for time set by P&Z and Council, accessing from 2nd, and that he still follows R1 use.) All in favor, motion carried.
3. River Bend GDP sketch & cost security agreement – is not moving forward with annexation yet, will be working with the City. Engineer Joe Palen mentioned there are a few changes. He has already sent his recommendations for the Cost Security Agreement. Tabled to the Sp. City Council meeting on the 4th.
N. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes: July 12, 2016 meeting. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst went over meeting minutes. Has been talking with the lobbyist for a bill half the size for the 2017 legislative session. Talked about running the water line to Rochester and what that would look like. August 9th Water & Sewer meeting is cancelled for elections. Next meeting is in September.
2. Well: financing. Contract is not signed yet. It is at the lawyers. (Discussion on how to pay. Mayor Kevin McDermott would like to take a little out of the WAC / SAC to round it. Then take from the investment fund. Hoping to keep it under $5 a month of a charge on the water bill. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said he is happy with this decision by Council.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned that 1st part be taken from Rochester Sales Tax/Improvement Fund (about $30,000), second part from the WAC / SAC (about $50,000 to round it), and third part from the investment fund (to be paid back, interest rate not determined). Have Sandy calculate it, investment portion not exceed $200,000 – length of time determined by keeping it $5 on water bill; Council thanked Councilor Trish Shields and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein for their time working it out with Mr. Jech. All in favor, motion carried.
VI. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
1. LMC increased dues 3%. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to accept LMC dues with increased rate, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
2. Set Budget workshop: set for Wed. Aug 24th at 5:30pm.
3. Committee Thank You dinner – plan before Thanksgiving, maybe early Nov. Kevin and Beau would like to see it in September. Keep this on radar.
4. SEMLM meeting – Mayor Kevin McDermott and Councilor Beau Hanenberger will make it in the evening.
5. Senator Franken Meeting, in Stewartville, July 26 from 1 to 6pm on a Tuesday. Mayor Kevin McDermott made a motion to approve both SEMLM and Franken meetings, post them and approve mileage. Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.

C. Fireworks: clean-up. Councilor Beau Hanenberger explained that Kelly has never done the clean-up before and this year it was all piled up. Normally Cain and STS cleans it up. Councilor Trish Shields had concerns about checking for duds. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said they have a procedure for this for precautions. Councilor Trish Shields asked for Kelly to clean up instead of staff and what the charge is. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said that that’s why STS has always done it under the supervision of staff. Mayor Kevin McDermott suggested visiting with Kelly to split the clean up next year. Councilor Trish Shields feels that communication with Staff needs to be better on what is expected.
