Regular City Council Meeting @ 7:00pm
I. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Kevin McDermott called the Regular City Council meeting to order at 7pm
II. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Attorney Fred Suhler, and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire. Councilor Beau Hanenberger entered at 7:07pm.
Absent: Engineer Joe Palen
III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Trish Shields motioned to accept the agenda, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; all in favor, motion carried.
IV. PUBLIC FORUM  
Jason Phelps on 3rd Street SE: Looking at the intersection where MN Ave meets 3rd Street SE. (Jason handed out maps to council.) The problem is the driveway heading into 240 MN Ave.; the driveway pulls down to the stop sign, so you have the intersection and driveway meeting at the same point. Which creates nothing but a congested mess. Year after year, after year with Gold Rush it is nothing but a mess there. It upsets traffic flow. I have seen numerous cars almost hit each other. Luckily there has not been an accident yet but it’s coming. (One of the maps handed to Council is a picture of where the driveway originally use to be and what he proposed it should go back to.) The driveway originally came off 1st Ave. It has grown over now with grass but you can still see the gravel road all the way up to that house. Spoke with the head of the Gold Rush Committee and made them aware. They said that this is where I need to present the problem so it gets addressed. I would hate to see something happen when we could have avoided it. This is not just for Gold Rush but for all times of the year. They go whipping into that driveway with cars coming in both directions. Mayor Kevin McDermott said he has a valid point. Councilor Trish Shields asked a few questions to clarify Jason’s suggestion and had another suggestion to move the driveway down the road a little. (Discussion on options) Attorney Fred Suhler said he looked at this months ago at the clerks request. The street is still gravel. The street has never been vacated and the City chose not to maintain that street. Even though it is platted, the street has never been taken out of public ground. (Discussion on the road) Fred: You can’t have it both ways. If you deal with it as a public street then the City needs to maintain it. You can’t leave it to the homeowner and have it as a street. Jason would like the City to maintain it. There is a fire hydrant there. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that it will not get solved tonight but we will look at it.  Jason: Thank you. Fred asked what he would like the City to do. Jason: We are talking about a safety issue. I would like to see their driveway moved. Rita Phelps said that she has almost been hit 3 times and has called the City right away about it. Mayor Kevin McDermott thanked Jason.
Steve MacNamara at 1115 Riverwood Dr: I went to the P&Z meeting and I have a couple concerns about the proposed River Bend Subdivision. I talked to Cain about it and said there is about 60 homes going up that street and now there will be another 17 homes. My main concern is for emergency vehicles for fire, heart attack, or whatever. When you have 75 homes, what kind of congestion will it be. I am concerned about emergencies with one way in and one way out. Cain also brought up that there is only 8 inch pipe out there, which I did not realize, and he is concerned about the water pressure, it isn’t as good down from my house. (He talked about the water pressure issues others have.) Going forward, if we do this, there isn’t anything wrong if more people come to Oronoco, I just want to make sure we do our due diligence. I just wanted to make you aware of that. I appreciate it. The other thing is, I asked Brian about this and he wasn’t aware of anything the City had for max number of homes on one street. It’s maybe something you want to think about. If we do this development, another will come in and we will have more homes. It’s something to think about how far you want to go. Once it’s there, you can’t go back. I just wanted to bring it up because it sounds like the developer wants to move fast and I want to bring it to your attention to think about.
Paul Pendergrass on MN Ave: I want to thank Beau for getting someone back on track in getting the 10-inch drain cap back on and improving the front of my house. I am curious, not sure who, or why Ottman didn’t think he needed that drain cap. I thought it was part of the original plan. What it cost, $100? Who thought a manhole higher than your window would work and make the decision to do this 2 weeks before Gold Rush is absurd. Your venders are paying for the price for this. It’s a ditch, it doesn’t affect me so much but it affects you guys. Sue will be sitting in the mud. Are you cleaning up the straw afterwards and did you plant grass seed? Mayor Kevin McDermott said grass seed was planted. Paul: will it get cleaned up? Kevin: Yes it will get cleaned up. Paul: It only took 4 years to fix. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that he agrees that it took a long time and explained what lead them to this decision. (Discussion about ditches in the City) Paul Thanked Council.
Mayor Kevin McDermott called for 3rd call and closed public forum at 7:17pm.

B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Runs: 1 (mutual aide for Mazeppa FD for a barn fire – for last month. Making sure it was recorded from last month.)   
2. Meeting Minutes
3. Tim Winkels has resigned from OFD as of 7/28 since he no longer lives or works in the Oronoco area. “We are sad to see him go.”
4. Dan/Cain did a quick tour of CH Robinson and setup our lock box so that we can get past the gates and into the building. It’s a pretty impressive place. They are willing to do a tour for Council and staff.
5. Fire Truck: mini pumper (sell or keep). Fire Department would love to keep it but there is no place to put it. Mayor Kevin McDermott stated that Cain said he would be comfortable keeping it one more year and his concern, well he wants to see what happens to the lake bed when it’s all completely done. I am concerned with selling it when it is worth more and if we need it in the future. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst: evaluate the truck next year. Kevin: Cain understands that it will take up space for right now and he will run the truck. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to keep the Fire Truck stored at shop, do any maintenance on it and upkeep and revisited in next September. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second and friendly amend that the new council evaluate it next year; All in favor, motion carried.
6. Fire Hall use. Any future use will be presented to City Council. Fire Department did fill out the waiver form. The party was not responsible for the burn out during the party. Dan had a Gold Rush question after and Council discussed it with him. The Wa Wa Water cannot get dumped down to the homeowner at the bottom of the hill. Beau said that they could hose it in a different direction. Another option is to go west with the water.

1. Meeting Minutes: August 11, 2016 Beau went over the meeting and some of what was discussed for the River Bend proposal.
2. River Bend Preliminary Plat Public Hearing: will be set once final papers are submitted. (Discussion on public hearing timeline and making sure to get the development agreement right this time because of past issues.) Mayor Kevin McDermott added that the developer in Cedar Woodlands has done everything asked of him and has done a great job.

2. Special Session updates. Had a couple meetings over the past few weeks. One with Senator Senjem and today we met with Representative Quam to get their feelings about the special session, where we are at with the bonding bill and what may or may not happen. Once they determine what the bonding bill will include, maybe this will end up being an opportunity to maybe change some language on the bill for more money for design - to be shovel ready in 2018.
