I. Call to Order: Mayor Kevin McDermott called the meeting to order at 5:30pm.
II. Roll Call:  Members present: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Clerk Sandy Jessen, and Councilor Skyler Breitenstein joined via skype at 5:38pm.
III. Ordinance #2016 – 2:  temporary health care dwellings opt out:  Councilor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept ordinance 2016-2, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; ayes: Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields. Nayes: none.
IV. Budget Workshop: The budget was reviewed and the levy is $4 higher than last year.  Some adjustments were made to the general fund under the fire department, which was lowered under repairs and maintenance buildings.  Under shop tools and supplies - was lowered by $2000.  The overpass go bond will drop for next year, the fire truck payment was added and an increase of just under $23,000 to the CIP was added to cover road work for next year in Riverwood Hills for crack fill and sealcoating. Clerk Sandy Jessen had Mike Bubany change the CIP to add the additional road costs and to change road repairs to yearly instead of every other year.  The wish lists from departments were reviewed. Some of the smaller requests can be covered in the general fund under the perspective categories. Basketball hoops at City Hall will be done and paid out of the CIP and the tennis back stops were approved for this year out of the CIP. The city will do one fire hydrant this year and if there is money left do some leak detection and another hydrant next year. Items to be added to the September agenda for review were the playground surfaces (compare and review safety of rubber vs. engineered wood fibers -Councilor Trish Shields will research this), fire department furnace and roof, basketball hoop bids at city hall, Mayor Kevin McDermott will get an estimate for power for Oronoco Park, and Clerk Sandy Jessen will have Engineer Joe Palen provide an estimate for the looping of Cedar Woodlands waterline. The southbound sign was discussed and the only good locations are in MN DOT row. Ask MNDOT for permission to put at County 12 / 112; Clerk Sandy Jessen will contact Tory at MNDOT for sign. Sewer items were discussed and the fact that there isn’t a sewer fund.  Items could be paid for out of the WAC /SAC fund and could be reimbursed if bonding dollars are received. The lobbyist fee was discussed and thought it should be reduced and the engineer fee of $15,000 would cover the cost to have the topographical engineering completed for areas B,C, & F  so the project could be shovel ready if bonding is gotten in 2018.
