I. Call to Order: the meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.
II. Roll Call: Members present; Mayor Kevin McDermott, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Skyler Breitenstein, Engineer Joe Palen, and Clerk Sandy Jessen.
III. River Park: 
· Contract:  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve the contract with Attorney Fred Suhler review of the contract, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst second; Engineer Joe Palen; item 8 deals with the conveyance of a and b the developer shall retain an easement should that be more definitive? Parkland dedication in the development agreement J. of outlots a and b the owner shall retain an easement over, under and across outlot A, for purposes of maintaining the drain-field for the community wastewater treatment system while the system remains in operation. Council will be cc’d on the final. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; cancel on the contract; this is still in his ball court. Is it realistic? Councilor Beau Hanenberger; if is not up to standards, if he doesn’t get it completed it would fall on him, no? City Engineer Joe Palen; failure to perform. Engineer Joe Palen there are stages of the process and we would stop out a few times not be there for the whole time but would be onsite all day during paving. He will be required to follow the plan not additional items but he may be willing to accommodate some changes. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; driveways; some match the level but how will others be done. Engineer Joe Palen they will mill them or should. All in favor, motion carried.
· payment of well: Mayor Kevin McDermott borrow from investment fund and WAC / SAC, pay back in roughly 11 years and base rate will be $5. The timeline may become less with more users. Plus sales tax will be used. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned for the payment of the well from the three sources for 11 years and a flat rate of $5. Quarterly payments back to funds to pay down those loans, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; discussion: interest. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: I don’t feel it’s necessary. Clerk Sandy Jessen; would pay smallest loan first. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; has no problem charging interest, but prefer not to use the $39,000 from Rochester sales tax. Going forward we may need the use of the lobbyist and save it for that use. Where would we get the money for a lobbyist? Councilor Trish Shields; it was for $30,000 and left the rest out. Mayor Kevin McDermott; amend motion to amount of $30,000 from the sales tax, Councilor Trish Shields; I had left out interest. Councilor Trish Shields; 1%, the bonding would have cost $4500, we are saving by loaning to ourselves. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein; ½ to 1percent. Mayor Kevin McDermott friendly amendment for 1% interest, Councilor Trish Shields second; over a period of roughly 11 years. Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; where would the other money come from for a lobbyist?  Mayor Kevin McDermott; we would need to budget for it. Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; the money from sales tax; once it’s gone its gone, Councilor Trish Shields; I don’t want to complicate the issue; we can worry about the lobbyist at budget time. Keep it about the well and not the other things we want to see. All in favor, motion carried.
IV. Street estimates: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve SL Construction and exclude the $4400 for the south alley, if they so choose they can move forward during construction; Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second; discussion: prices are slightly below estimates, Councilor Ryland Eichhorst; part 3 would be without Schad Tracy split? Mayor Kevin McDermott; will speak with them on splitting that portion.  All in favor, motion carried. Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned will come from general fund and some from CIP, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
V. Cost Security Agreement: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; discussion: it is similar to past agreements so engineering fees are reimbursed to the city.  All in favor, motion carried.
VI. Roof Repair:  Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to approve up to $4000 would like a minimum  of two weeks to get the extra bids in; Councilor Skyler Breitenstein second: Councilor Beau Hanenberger; Sandy or Cain will contact them to get them in. Councilor Trish Shields; have Tom review bids. All in favor, motion carried.
VII. Adjournment: Mayor Kevin McDermott motioned to adjourn Councilor Beau Hanenberger second all in favor, motion carried.
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
