	Opened public hearing at 7:05
· Ryland Eichhorst – 756 Riverpark Rd – Concerns with UPS deliveries and driver using driveway of neighbors.  Also concerned with potential affect on resale value of homes
· Don VanKeulen County enforcement email comments were read about chemical and increased flow to drainfield concerns
· Read written comments from Shirley Kingsley-Berg opposing the CUP based on increased traffic and need to enforce ordinances and covenants.  P&Z clarified that city does not enforce association covenants.  It should be the HOA board.
· Reviewed written comments from  Darin and Kristen Gerhart  - 817 River Park Lane SE opposing the CUP based on setting a zoning precedents, safety concerns, and increased traffic
· Scott Neve – 823 Riverpark Lane SE – via phone – has a shared driveway with 829 River Park Lane SE.  Not concerned with UPS traffic or business traffic.  Thinks property values will increase with the amount of investment made into landscaping.  No issues with business.
· Tim Graham Comments:  No chemicals used in the business, all digital.  1000+ clients but only 150/year on site.  Average 4 visits per client.  Six sessions per day at peak, M-F 9-5 with occasional Saturday’s.  Sends out confirmation of parking and speed limit (copy provided at meeting).  Some UPS deliveries for business but majority are for personal orders on Amazon/online.  Small sign exists that meets signage requirements.

· General discussion by P&Z, felt chemicals should be restricted, Hours should be limited on weekends, Neighborhood should enforce covenants (if they exist) as this is not a city function.  Meets city requirements for home business.
