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Proposed General Notice/Private Property Sign Installation

[image: ]C.H. Robinson would like to install Private Property/No Trespass signs around the perimeter of its property located at 1788 3rd Ave. SW. Oronoco, MN in accordance with Minnesota Statute §609.605.  To ensure we have duly signed the property we propose that 20 “Private Property/No Trespass” signs be installed per the diagram below.  Although the diagram below does not show our current building location, we will be placing the signs as follows; 

· 2 signs at each corner facing outward at 90 degrees from the other.

· 4 additional signs along the back property line in intervals of 500’ or less.

· 3 additional signs along the front property line (3rd Ave. SW) in intervals of 500’ or less.

[image: ]The proposed signs will be like the one shown below.  The signs 9” tall by 12” wide.  They are made of 63 mil thick aluminum, with 3M ink and materials for face of the sign.  The signs will be mounted on 6’ tall U-channel post that will stand approximately 4’ – 4.5’ above the ground.  In accordance with Oronoco’s sign ordinance 509, we will be placing 2 signs at the corner of 3rd Ave SW and 100th St. NW outside of the “vision triangle” as established by ordinance 509.12 – F.  Signs along roadways will be placed 5’ or greater, away from the road.  Remaining signs will be placed on or near the property line. We will be placing plow markers at the proposed locations to assist with utility markings and allow the city of Oronoco to validate the locations prior to installation.

In addition, we will be placing 8 – 4’ plow markers around the utility “handhole” along the south property line identify the location the unit.



We would like to add video surveillance notifications signs to each of the mechanical gates.  The signs will be mounted to the gates approximately 5’ off the ground and to the left side of the gate.  The signs will be like the one shown below.  The signs are made of 40 mil thick aluminum, with 3M ink and materials for face of the sign.
