II. Meeting Minutes  
· Old Business
· Swing for River Park – Still watching sales on website.  R&J is still a viable back up option. 
· New Business
· Selection of officers was postponed till more members are present. 
· Pavilion rental:   Current cost to reserve is $30.00 for the day.    Or if not reserved it is a 1st come basis.    Parks committee feels that $30.00 is a very reasonable cost for this.
· Camping fee: Current cost is $20.00 per night.  There is a self serve drop box where people can register.  The Parks committee would like to recommend a reduced fee of $10.00 at this time.
· Zumbro Watershed Partnership (ZWP) Presentation.  
· They have selected 6 sites to work with as part of the Educational Recreational Sites Project.
Zumbro Falls, Mantorville, Green Bridge, Pine Island, Wanamingo, and Oronoco.

· The plan would be to start July 2015 and have all sites done by June 2018

Oronoco would be sometime in summer of 2017.

· What they do is work with each community to identify changes they would like to see to their riverside sites.   Each location has an approximate starting budget of $13,500 and will be implemented in a 3-5 week span with labor from a Minnesota Conservation corps work crew and direction/help from community members.  There will be an educational kiosk/signage in each area with history of the river relating to the specific location.  All locations will be tied together with a specific theme and a map showing where each is.  

They are going to email an example of what has been initially planned in another location. 

Funding for these projects comes from the Minnesota Environment and Natural Resources Trust fund.
