	Riverbend Preliminary Plat Discussions
	Craig Britton of Widseth, Smith, Nolting & Associates gave an update on preliminary plat.  General discussions included:
· PUD discussion and what is required in order to have public hearing for CUP.
· City Engineers letter of 12-6
· Location of drainage pond
· Traffic counts
· Water pressure calculations/hose streams
· Ownership status of small parcel of land at front of development
· Ownership/maintenance of cal-de-sac and drain field space
· Cal-de-sac size in terms of snow plowing and emergency vehicle access

P&Z members were also provided a copy of letter received from Connie and Ryan Cradick opposing development
	

	Pool Ordinance discussion
	General discussion on proposed final ordinance.  Some open items yet committee would like to see addressed in area of chemicals and attendants.  General consensus was to leave in covers, with requirements for when not functioning.

	Orest will provide information to complete chemical information/water discharge.  Breider will add to draft ordinance and also update, covers, attendants, hours of operations.



	Setback requirement discussion
	General discussion regarding benchmarking that was done with other communities and determining setback requirements for accessory structures in front lots.  The minimum for other communities which allow it was 35’.  

	P&Z would like to keep ordinance as is but explore how gazebos could be added as conditional use, or exception within residential districts, so persons with deep front  lots may be able to do these types of structures in front lot areas.

	Road Length Ordinance discussion
	General discussion of draft proposal for number of housing units allowed on a street before a second outlet is required. Draft is based on Rochester ordinance.  Committee was in agreement one general statement is needed vs a broad list of items.  General consensus around 500 trips per day, but also including how many housing units this would be (ie: 50 homes = 500 trips/day)
	Breider will put together draft language and where it should be located within current development ordinance for next meeting. 

	FEMA – floodplain ordinance
	Prior to April 19, 2017, Oronoco is required, as a condition of continued eligibility in the National Flood Insurance Program (NFIP), to adopt or show evidence of adoption of floodplain management regulations that meet the standards of Paragraph 60.3(d) of the enclosed NFIP regulations (44 CFR 59, etc.). These standards are the minimum requirements and do not supersede any State or local requirements of a more stringent nature. 

	P&Z recommends that City Attorney review Oronoco’s current ordinance(s) and compare it to paragraph 60.3(d) to see if we comply or not since it will affect flood insurance.  

	P&Z membership
	P&Z discussed adding Steve McNamara to committee to replace Adam Brase.  Adam has been a valuable member on the committee, but his work role has changed and it has been difficult to make meetings in 2016.
	Recommendation that counsel approve Steve McNamara to P&Z starting in 2017.
