· Ryland stated at the CC meeting the Cedar Woodlands CUP sets a precedent to follow for future CUP.  Just because the city approved a CUP for Cedar Woodlands does not mean it is correct to approve a CUP for another development. 
· The P &Z representative for the City Council did not relay the information correctly to the council at the CC meeting on 01-17-2017.  The representative failed to state the voting results and the reasons the P & Z denied the preliminary plat.
