Old Business
	T-Ball Update – Amber, this year’s T-Ball Coordinator, attended our meeting and reported that 34 families have signed up for T-Ball so far.  She is hoping more families sign up this week. Thank you so much Amber for attending tonight’s meeting and for taking on the role to coordinate T-Ball this year.	
Sewage Disposal for seasonal campers – at this time we will be waiting to see what the city is able to do with citywide wastewater treatment.
	Oronoco Park Storm Shelter – Dan will look into getting a sign to put on the bathrooms entitled, “storm shelter”
Camping at Oronoco Park improvements – we plan to see what happens with citywide wastewater treatment for this as well, no electrical work is planned for this summer
	Camping Addition on Lower Level – three primitive sites will be constructed near the playground.  They will be walk-in sites and will have a fire pit for each one.
	Garden Park & Bus shelters – Dan hopes the bus shelters will be removed soon. Trish plans to have the plots tilled by Roger by the end of the week. 
	Can we get compost from Olmsted County? Lance is going to check on getting compost from Olmsted County. 
LCCMR – extra funding update – the five fire pits, bike racks and table are at the shop. They will be installed when time allows.
	5 trees will be planted May 16, 2 at Garden Park, 2 at Oronoco Park, and 1 at Allis Park
Portage trail (under MN Ave Bridge and by previous dam location) – this will hopefully be done in the next 4 weeks
Cameras at parks – none are needed at this time
Paving Riverwood Hills Park Trail (CEDA) – possible ADA grant funding may be available
Burn piles at Garden Park – will they be able to be burned this year? Will have to check with Dan Sundt, it is okay if they remain another year, they can serve as wildlife habitat

Spring items:
Warming house update – Trish will work with Dan to find an appropriate location at Garden Park
Pet rules signs are done, put up in spring. – these will be installed in the next 4 weeks
Park gravel borders – all but community center need border work – we’ll focus on getting estimates for Riverwood Hills Park and Oronoco Park
Disc Golf Course – This may get started this summer, but we may wait until the lower property is in the city’s ownership next year

Trish mentioned how we are still looking into improving the “driveway” at Oronoco Park with CIP Funds sometime soon, but maybe not this summer
Ryland is working on getting something together to display the history of the dam at Allis Park
We’re trying to decide if the tainter gates, etc. should be moved back to Allis Park or be left at Oronoco Park.
Port-a-pots have been delivered to every park except Allis Park.  Trish will try to get one there soon.

We toured Oronoco Park to see where seasonal campsites might be able to be located in the future.  We helped mark the areas for fire pits for the three primitive/walk-in campsites. We looked at the needs for the playground and looked at the river’s edge as well.
