CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the meeting to order at 7 pm

I. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Carl Krause, Engineer Joe Palen, Attorney Fred Suhler, and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire 
Absent: Councilor Trish Shields

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Beau Hanenberger requested to add the ice rink under J. Public Works, item #3. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the agenda with the addition, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.

III. PUBLIC HEARINGS
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst opened the Public Hearing at 6:48 pm

Ryland: We have two public hearings for ordinances.
First is the OACC guidelines for commercial.
No public comment.
(Ryland addressed the Cub Scout Pack 99 attending explaining the process taking place.)

Second is adding “Conditional Use” for storage under R1 zoning.
No public comment.

(Ryland went over some of the stuff Boy Scouts have done in Oronoco, like being involved with Gold Rush.)

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst closed the public hearing at 6:59 pm

IV. PUBLIC FORUM 
(Mayor Ryland Eichhorst explained the process to the scouts attending and reminded those speaking that there is a 3-minute time limit per person.)  

Jan Throndson at 25 MN Ave:
Mr. Throndson: I asked to be on the agenda today. Am I? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I don’t believe you are, no. Jan: I asked City Council to be on the agenda from the last meeting. Ryland: We have already approved the agenda before the public hearing, which started at 6:45 pm. The agenda has already been set for tonight. Jan: I come to City Hall to be put on the agenda. This is not my 3 minutes. Ryland: If you have documentation to present… Jan: I do. You sent me information on Thursday afternoon. I want to be on the agenda to discuss this. I was supposed to be on the agenda. Now you're telling me there is a new set of rules here? What has changed between December and January that I’m not on the agenda? Ryland: The agenda has been set for the night. Jan: Your meeting hasn’t even started. Ryland: We did a call at 6:45 pm because we had a public hearing. Ryland: The agenda said. Jan: I looked at your webpage, and I’m not seeing where it said I had to be here at 6:45 pm. I can’t give you documentation on Wednesday prior when you send me documentation on a Thursday after the Wednesday so I can’t do my research and do my stuff. Ryland: I suggest if you want to come back, but the Cities position has been shared with you. Jan: I’m going to read this. I stand before you tonight to bring into question the December 2017 official meeting minutes. This is posted on your webpage. Ryland: Mr. Throndson, you have used some of your 3 minutes. I’ll give you 2 minutes. Jan: I have 3 minutes. I’m starting over. Don’t interrupt me. It is posted on your webpage in Oronoco, conducting official meetings on the Roberts Rule of Order, criteria that must be followed in official council meetings. There are also state laws that govern such bodies and meetings. Guideline to reflect no bias in the meeting. The official December 2017 meeting is outside the guidelines of the Roberts Rule of Order. The bias was stated in the meeting minutes, stating that ‘Jan Throndson was unhappy that he did not get to speak during the meeting when his property came up and told Council they needed to open the meeting back up’, no the truth is that Mr. Throndson followed the proper protocol in place on the December 18th, 2017 meeting agenda. This was confirmed by the Mayor on the phone, along with the City Administrator, Sandy Jessen the next day in the office. Where’s the issue I wanted to bring forth to the entire council? The official record should be amended that ‘Mr. Throndson was on the agenda and the council errored in not following through which resulted in the Mayor reconvening the meeting’. The second was stated that the ‘Mayor reconvened the meeting at 9:55 pm and Attorney Fred Suhler left the meeting’. Truth is that ‘Mr. Throndson started his presentation before the City council and Attorney Fred Suhler interrupted Mr. Throndson’s presentation with a loud outburst making unfounded statements. When Mr. Suhler was asked to be quiet, he stood up going on with his unfounded statements. He took his coat and briefcase and stormed out of the meeting’. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Your time is up Jan.  Mr. Throndson asked Gary to read the rest of it.

Gary Melin: 
The reason I am standing here tonight, this will be submitted in writing. My concern is that, before City Council, to talk about what is going on. I think respect is a very important part of it. What I saw a month ago was a lack of respect for a property here in Oronoco. I would just like to go on record. This is in support to Mr. Throndson in what he is reporting to you. This will be submitted in writing. If you would like to review your Roberts Rule of Order, put this in with what is going on. I am quite saddened again that he was told he would be on the agenda for a second time, 2 months, and we get here again tonight and it is not part of the agenda, again. I am very sad with what I see happening right here in Oronoco, MN. This City is projected to grow by several thousand people and you have minutia what is going on now. If you don’t address these now, what are you passing on to the next city council members? Thank you for listening.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: First I will respond back to your comment about being on the agenda. Per the public forum, on the website, it is very clear that you submit anything on an agenda item has to be done on a Wednesday before the council meeting so the information can be included in the packet. The information you shared with us on that evening in December, should have been given to the council prior to the meeting. That’s one issue. The second issue, the reconvening, that was an error on my part. The City Council can not reconvene a meeting, that is per the Roberts Rule of Order. When Mr. Suhler got up and left, technically we should have all got up and left. The point is is that it was not a legal meeting. We were nice enough to let you speak for thirty minutes. We were nice enough to take your information, Mr. Throndson. As I see it, the City has done the due diligence. The due diligence was off your request with what you shared with us. City staff, City engineers, City attorneys, Olmsted County, we have responded in a letter sent back to you. In that letter, it states the cities position of not proceeding with maintaining a private driveway. We also addressed the slope. The slope was examined prior to the construction and after the construction and based on the information shared with you and the photographs, the slope is in 1 or 2% of being the same as it was before the preservation project. From the City’s perspective, we have done our due diligence, you have done your due diligence, and that is where it stands.
Mr. Throndson began talking. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst stated that there will be no more discussion. Mr. Throndson: I have pertinent information for the City, that I have spent time on, researching.
Attorney Fred Suhler: please send it to City Hall. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Please Fred, I’ll speak.
Mr. Throndson: I come before this council. In this letter it says… Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Jan, you are speaking for the second time. If you want to come back… Mr. Throndson: how can I come back? You told me I can’t be on the agenda. In the letter, it said that council directed the staff to look at it. I see nowhere in any meeting minutes, any motion by the council to do that. You must be holding illegal meetings. It said in the letter that the city council has directed, so I ask you, who directed staff to send this letter out? Show me in the meeting minutes. Who motioned that? That is an illegal meeting and I’m telling you, people, not to do this. I talked to the gal at the County, she explained today, the road on 1st Street, 1st Ave, on the other side of mine, doesn’t belong to the City. That’s not even plotted correctly. I learned more information that you have blacktopped and maintained a street out there, and I spent three hours at the County today, I did all the research on the plat maps, I’ve been everywhere, to do all this stuff, to get this information to bring it forward tonight for this presentation and present this to you and you tell me I should have been here a quarter to 7 to do this. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: That’s the agenda that was published on the website. Jan: I didn’t see anything on your webpage that the agenda was published. I should have been on the agenda. I was told I was on the agenda. Attorney Fred Suhler: Do you not want to do it? Is that your point, that the City Council shouldn’t be looking into this? Jan: That’s not my point. Attorney Fred Suhler: What is the point then? What are we doing here? Your just wasting everyone's time. Jan: I come tonight with presentations, I’m not wasting time. I’d like to address this, to talk about it. You people are screwing me from pillar to post! Ryland: Please Jan. (Mr.Trondson continued yelling.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Your disruptive and I would like you to sit down right now. Thank you.

Jean Myhre at 210 East Center Street:
I would like to continue my conversation from last month. I would like to thank you Mr. City Attorney for interrupting me, so I came better prepared. I will get right to the point. Regarding Oronoco Auto Sales, it is well known that this business has increased and has changed drastically the last few years. I did find a phone book from 2015 to 2016. One of the points we wanted address previously was the hours of business. (She gave the council the print out from the phone book.) The business was open 8-5 pm daily  M-F, and Sat 9-3. Their new hours, which I am not sure where they are posted, either Cross Town Auto or Oronoco Auto Parts is not in the 2017 phone book. Their new hours that they are trying to operate are from 7 in the morning till 10 at night, as of late there has been noise coming from the salvage yard after 10. We were advised that was not going to occur any longer and it has occurred. There is also suspicion that there may be an alternative fuel source that could power the oven because it is not wood burning that we are smelling. It is other smells. The other thing I would like to address is that according to this (showing council), I found this on the City page, it is a Conditional Use Permit. Even though it says the guide is intended to be general in nature, and not the final definitive answer, but it does clearly state that every business that impacts a community needs a CUP. There are other things in here that it does pertain to and one of them would be ‘does the use create an existing burden on the parks, streets, and any other public facilities, it will also not make peoples properties decline in value, and it would also protect us from noise’. So with that said, I would like to know, does the City of Oronoco also still have a noise ordinance because there use to be a sign that did indicate that loud vehicle noise is enforced. If there is indeed an ordinance, I would like to know where it is enforced, what exactly does it pertain to and who enforces this ordinance? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: pertaining to the times for B2, the ordinance is from 6 am to 10 pm if the operation is next to a residence. CUP, correct me if I’m wrong, but they only apply to residential areas. Jean: Off your City page, and there is also a County one I printed right off your page under permits, so with this I was advised – I have an acquaintance who is on Township Council, also with that said she represents the DOT and noted that she said there should be a transportation impact study done because traffic has increased. And once that is done, there should be also some sort of an agreement with the City and business to determine who will be responsible for the road maintenance that will occur because of this extra traffic. Thank you for listening.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called for 3rd call.

Brandon Evans at 360 1st Street SE:
I live next to Oronoco/Cross Town Auto. Before I continue with my statement, I just wanted to address something the Mayor just mentioned about the CUP being residential only, in section 128 J, there is a section talking about the use and expansion of non-conforming businesses. It specifically states commercial and industrial too. I can give you a copy if you want. It does look like the CUP do apply from what I have in front of me. But, on to my statement really quick. Thank you for taking the time to listen to my concerns. Some issues have been addressed but we are still routinely woken up by noise and travel coming from Cross Town Auto. The complaint I bring up today is outside normal business hours, not during the day. Cross Town Auto has stated in the past that they are wanting to be good neighbors and so do we. We want our time in our first house making memories, not having ongoing conflict with our neighbor. For months we have been dealing with trucks loading and unloading in the very early morning or very late at night. Since the last meeting, we have been woken up to loud vehicles and even employees yelling at 2 am. The most common source of noise is by far the cars and dumpsters being picked up or dropped off in the morning. The large trucks hauling these are equipped with back up alarms. Back up alarms are so loud they wake us up and continue to go off for another 10 to 20 minutes preventing us from going back to sleep. I have resorted to trying to sleep with ear plugs every single night and half the time they fall out. I don’t feel that earplugs are a reasonable solution to this problem. We are also planning on redoing the siding on the house when the weather is better, and while we have the siding off we are reinsulating that side of the house to cut down on noise. Once again this is a step we shouldn’t have to take to comfortably sleep in our own home. Another concern we have is the parts and pieces scattered around the area and in the road. Sometimes things are very well maintained and the road clear. Other times we have spark plugs wires, crushed metal, and other various parts in our road and sometimes in our driveway. As we speak there are multiple parts poking out of the snow on the side of the road on 1st Street from the salvage yard. There are boots from struts and debris sticking out of the snow right now. There is stuff all the way down to the corner. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I hope you are sharing comments with the Township as well? Brandon: yes. I did miss the last Township meeting. My girlfriend has had one flat tire on her car already this winter, although we can’t prove it, we both feel she backed over a piece of metal in the road while leaving our driveway. In addition to these issues, we also have concern about the smelter oven. Employees are regularly in the building in City limits until 1 or 2 am. This is inside the City, not the Township. Before the smelter was installed we very rarely saw employees over there late at night. I do not want to sound accusatory but I am concerned that the reason they are over there at 2 am is so that it is possible they can run the smelter while the neighborhood is asleep. The smoke and smell would go unnoticed at such early hours. If this is not the case, I would really appreciate getting an explanation to why there are employees there at 2 o’clock in the morning. We have been losing faith in the honesty of the operation after learning that they still installed the gas lines after explicitly being denied permits from the City. We have also been told the smelter runs very clean and that it puts out little emissions. My household oven runs very clean until I start filling it with dirty oily car parts. I find it hard to believe the emissions are as low as we are being told and given their history with ignoring permits, I feel they may decide to pay any fines and chalk it up to operating costs. Is there measures in place to prevent this from happening? I know the situation is difficult with it being City and Township, but today I ask Council to make some suggestions or improvements, instead of waiting until we hear back from the Pollution Control Agency. As it stands today I feel that Cross Town Auto is negatively impacting the value of private property in our neighborhood. More importantly, I am concerned about health and environmental impact that a smelter would have on our town. Thank you for hearing my concerns. (Gave Council a list of dates and times of the issues.)

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS (voice vote)
1. Ordinance 18-1: OACC Guidelines
Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve Ordinance 18-1 for the OACC Guidelines, Councilor Carl Krause second, discussion: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst has been reading through it and has concerns about the language. It is confusing to the developer. Attorney Fred Suhler: I am not a big fan of this. I feel like the HOA model was applied to this model. It is one thing to move into a residential neighborhood and have earth tone colors. If a McDonalds came in, it would be like saying they can’t have golden arches. I don’t think it’s the greatest approach, I think it will get us involved in litigation. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: if P&Z had to go back, why didn’t we just eliminate the guidelines? Attorney Fred Suhler: This goes back to before you. It’s always been there but this guideline hasn’t been enforced. This would be an improvement but not good to put in the ordinance. I agree the commission took time on this. Typically this is enforced by private covenants. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I am not saying we don’t need it. I just don’t think it is the end result. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: I guess we need direction on what you actually want. Councilor Carl Krause: I think it is a good ordinance. We could work on it, I guess. I think we should accept it. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: This is a step in the right direction. I would like to see it go back for further study. Councilor Carl Krause aye, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst naye, Councilor Nancy Quimby naye, and Councilor Beau Hanenberger naye. Motion denied. Will go back to P&Z. Request suggestions by Joe, staff, etc. on where to go with it.
2. Ordinance 18-2: CUP for R1 district
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: what was revised? Councilor Beau Hanenberger: detached accessory building, that was the only change (#6). Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve Ordinance 18-2 CUP for R1 district, Councilor Carl Krause second; (discussion: background on how it came about. One applies to R1 and the other B. This should make it easier on landowners. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst asked about it being in the front yard. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: That hasn’t changed. You still can’t have an accessory building in the front yard.) voice vote all ayes. Ordinance 18-2 passed.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to except time change and have it reflect on the calendar going forward, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried. New member, Justin Black. We welcome him. Parks is looking into a warming house.

J. PUBLIC WORKS 
1. Bobcat 5600: $41,945.04 after trade-in tool cat. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to purchase the Bobcat 5600 with trade in for $41,945.04, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second for discussion; (Discussion: Why not the 72 inch? Dan responded that it’s because of coming across the bridge. The sidewalk is pretty narrow. It is a State bid and all new. Councilor Carl Krause asked about other options. If we kept it, it is $51,059? We could put it out to bid? Dan: Yes there is other options. Carl: We don’t have to give it up for $10,000 right? I feel it is worth more than that. They are a good piece and heavy duty. Beau: Are we keeping the old attachments? Dan: We are keeping all the old attachments. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: money is available in the CIP. I checked with Sandy. It ends next year. Councilor Carl Krause asked about the process. If the City can get a few thousand more out of it, then why give it to them? Dan: It’s a state quote. We are not required to trade it in. If Council wants to pay it outright and deal with the older one, you can do that. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: is it worth spending that time to look into selling it and lose out on the extra money in trying to sell it? What is your opinion? Dan: my personal opinion is that they drop off and pick up and we are just done with it. An easy standpoint is to deal with the dealership. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: it is in rough shape. Councilor Carl Krause: Can I buy it? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst said it sounds like a conflict of interest. Councilor Carl Krause: I can buy it and sell it. It’s something we should try, I would think. Why give away something to them? You won’t let me have it for $10,000 but you’ll let them have it for $10,000. I know it is a conflict, I understand that. But why can’t it just go out on bid? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: It’s not possible. You are benefiting from that. Dan: There are tool cats older, but in better shape being advertised for more money. We have cosmetic issues with ours. Councilor Carl Krause: Well I can tell ya that Oronoco On-line Auctions will guarantee $10,000 and anything over that, they get. I mean, they will charge you commission. They will guarantee the City of Oronoco a check for $10,000. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Yeah, that’s a grey area in my opinion. It’s your wife’s company benefiting from it. Councilor Carl Krause: ok put it out on bid. I guarantee I’ll bet it over $10,000. There ain’t no grey area on that if you put something out to bid. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I appreciate your enthusiasm but I don’t want to get into a conflict of interest.
Discussion with Attorney Fred Suhler on putting it to bid and it being a State contract. 
Discussion on dealers. Ryland wants to stick with the Stewartville dealer. They have been good to us. Councilor Carl Krause: It’s the value of the old machine. If we can get more money… If your guaranteed $10,000 to $13,000. It’s foolish to give peoples tax money away. I don’t know how you can look into another direction if you are guaranteed $10,000 out on bid. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Yes, but you are talking about putting it out on Oronoco On-line Actions. Councilor Carl Krause: No. Put it out on bid. Anyone could put it out to bid. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: I can see Dan doing it but we’d have to raise the price to compensate for his time to sell it. We will be spending more money just to sell it.
Discussion on putting it out to bid and what the minimal asking price would be. 
Councilor Carl Krause: well then, if I end up getting the bid, it’s not a conflict of interest. You know, well since it was out on bid. I see no reason not to buy a new one. Someone will buy the old one for more.)
A resident suggested checking into publicauctions.com and going to other auction sites. Councilor Beau Hanenberger friendly amends to pay $51, 945.04 and have the City sell at a minimum of $11,000. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst did not accept the friendly amendment. Councilor Carl Krause naye. Rest of council aye. The motion passed to purchase the bobcat with trade in. 
2. Attachments: snowblower, 60-inch brush hog. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to purchase the 72-inch brushcat for $5,511.40, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; (Discussion on use.) all aye, motion carried. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve the 60-inch snow blower for $4,652.40, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (discussion on the package it comes with.) all aye, motion carried.

I would have to check if it covers ordinances. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: in my mind, we should allow 3 ordinance violations and then proceed to something more serious. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: we are past that. He has had three. We are already at that next step. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I only see 2 recently. Have staff check on tickets and bring back to Feb.
5. Tilford property (permit picked up but not turned in). Councilor Nancy Quimby stated that Mr. Tilford said it was too cold. He would get to it when it warms up. Councilor Carl Krause: I told him I won’t bring the loader down and knock it down for him. I’m not knocking it down for him. He needs to get the shingles off it first. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: and asbestos. Councilor Carl Krause: I know he is going to go ahead and do it. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst requested those comments be put in the record. We will bring it back in a couple months.
6. Oronoco Auto Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: the status is…we have heard the complaints. They have had complaint letters. Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire: They are at letter #4, next step is to cite for non-compliance of ordinances. (Discussed the process.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: when you say ‘citing’, that would be fines? Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire: yes. It means that the Olmsted County Sheriff will ticket them for non-compliance of an ordinance. (Discussion on citations.) Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire: It is the same process for everyone in the City. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: Don’t we have an ordinance for debris on a property? (Discussion on ordinances.) Councilor Carl Krause said that you can cite them on public roads…but, ya know, I mean,  it is a salvage yard. We can’t take pictures of their dump. Ya know, if anyone wants to go down there and see the smelter, I mean I go in the building quite often. John will take anyone who wants to go down there through the building. The smelter ain’t hooked up. It’s not working. I agree, they should keep their stuff off the road. John does make them clean up, but not good enough. And I am sure it's going to slow down because they lost a contact they were contracted with for car parts. They were getting tons of cars, they were insurance car. They lost that contract so I think the traffic will slow down. 300 insurance cars came in their in one week and they all had to leave. They lost that contract. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: there is no reason they should be operating at 2 am along with the other complaints. Councilor Carl Krause said they aren’t outside working, they are inside the building working. Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire:  that doesn’t matter. Business hours are 6 am to 10 pm, period. They cannot be working overnight, it is against City Ordinance for them to do that. Councilor Carl Krause: well they can work in the other building. Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire: yes, we can’t do anything on the Township side as far as them working in that building. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I talked to MPCA and she is working with Cross Town Auto to get her questions answered and that is all she said. Councilor Carl Krause: I would go down to talk to John and tell him the citizens are concerned. John is working with air quality control. He doesn’t open his mail, he sends it up to Cross Town Auto.  They called him last week one day because they sent some paperwork to him, the guy called him. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: staff will continue to monitor. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: request the citizens for documentation with their complaint for the city side property only with pictures, times, etc. (Discussion with residents on complaints. Residents feel there is no control.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: please talk with Township as well. Our intent is to do something, unfortunately, sometimes it takes time.
