Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm

I.  ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Carl Krause, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Attorney Mike Flaherty, Engineer Joe Palen, and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire.
Councilor Trish Shields arrived at 7:14 pm

II.  APPROVAL OF AGENDA
1. Addition: VI.B.6. New Member; Bryan Day
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the agenda with the addition, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 3-0.

A. OCSO ~ Sgt. Rick Carmack
 
B. FIRE DEPARTMENT* ~ Dan Sundt, Fire Chief
1. Meeting Minutes (FYI)
2. Runs 2 (11/12 Elgin FD mutual aide, 10/23 smoke alarms going off). Dan: the alarms only have 7-10 ten years of life, please change them.
3. Peoples Operation Round Up Grant for $700 for masks. $30- a piece, 20 of them. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to purchase 20 masks for $700 with the People’s Grant, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 3-0.
4. 4 pagers (~$4000) to use up some remaining 2018 budget; maybe 2 from EOC budget and 2 from FD. We really like the pagers. I can do the programming on them, saves cost. We will have 16 pagers total after these 4. We have 25-26 people in the department. Old pagers will be sold. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned for the Fire Department to purchase the 4 additional pagers, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; motion passed 3-0.
5. Payroll: $4585. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motion to approve the payroll for the Fire Department, 1st Responders, and EOC with the as listed amount by each department, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 3-0.
6. New member: Bryan Day. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Bryan Day as the new Fire Department member, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 3-0.

C. FIRST RESPONDERS* ~ Jeff Allhiser, 1st Responder Director
1. Meeting Minutes (FYI)   
2. 4 Runs (2 City & 2 Township). Recertification was completed last Tuesday. We are good now for another 2 years.
3. Payroll: $5240; approved under B.5.

D. EOC ~ Pat McGovern, Director 
1. Payroll: $200; approved under B.5.

E. PERSONNEL
1. Health Insurance: PEIP (Public Employees Insurance Program) saves approx. $1000 per month. (FYI)
2. Council Payroll: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst 67 meetings $3000, Councilor Trish Shields 51 meetings $2475, Councilor Beau Hanenberger 57 meetings $2625, Councilor Carl Krause 26 meetings $1850, Councilor Nancy Quimby 34 meetings $2050. This is a one-time payment, council pay is once a year. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the council payroll, Councilor Trish Shields; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
3. Gov Office E-payment (new system, no fees, $300 cap per transaction). Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approved Gov Office’s new E-payment system, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.

1. Resolution 2018-24 Certifying Assessment for Delinquent Water Bills. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Resolution 2018-24 Certifying Assessment for Delinquent Water Bills, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; voice vote all ayes; passed 4-0.
2. Resolution 2018-26 Gold Rush Donation to City. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept Resolution 2018-26 Gold Rush Donation to the City, Councilor Nancy Quimby second, voice vote all ayes; passed 4-0.
3. Resolution 2018-27 Hilltop Sign Variance. Councilor Carl Krause: P&Z was in favor for both companies. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2018-27 Hilltop Sign Variance, Councilor Carl Krause second; discussion that the sign ordinance needing updating. Voice vote all ayes; passed 4-0.
4. Resolution 2018-28 Noble Sign Variance. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2018-28 Noble Sign Variance, Councilor Trish Shields second; voice vote all ayes; passed 4-0.
5. Resolution 2018-30 Certify Election Results. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Resolution 2018-30 Certify Election Results, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; Discussion that there was an 81% turn out for voting. Voice vote all ayes; passed 4-0.

1. Meeting Minutes: November 12, 2018 (FYI)
2. Donations; complete list. 13% higher than last year. Approved under F.2.

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. Meeting Minutes:  November 5, 2018 (FYI)
2. Warming Shelter: $2259 plexiglass: 1/4" thick 24" x 48" would be $200. 1/4" thick 36" x 48" would be $270. (Normal hardware store plexiglass is 1/8" thick and Public Works thought it would be too flexible and pop out if someone were to lean on it.) Discussion on whether the warming house was approved at the last meeting. Council felt they had approved it, that they are just motioning on the change in window size for the warming house. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the $200 from the DOGR donation going toward the plexiglass window size for the warming house, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
 
I. COMMUNITY CENTER
 
J. PUBLIC WORKS 
1. Shop: lift and level concrete: some quotes received (mud jacking and polyfill) need another quote for both. Need to call in the spring, the season is done. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst requested to hold off till spring 2019. Discussion on what is causing the issue. Tabled.
2. Flow meter verification/certification; $595. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the flow meter quote, Councilor Trish Shields second; (Discussion: the frequency is annual until the Department of Health changes it to semiannual checks). All in favor, motion carried 4-0.

K. STREETS & ROADS*  
1. River Wood Court SW: take over roads. Letters received from Engineer Joe Palen and Mr. Meier. (Joe gave the update. Work was completed today. The city would now take over maintenance.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to proceed with accepting Riverwood Ct street maintenance and water supply effective today, the 20th of November, 2018, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor; passed 4-0.
2. SL Contracting: road repair payments $28,884. (Engineer Joe Palen went over the project. Miscellaneous repairs on 11 locations. Recommend City pay contract amount. Adjustments/ tickets will come in after this. Discussion on repairs.) Councilor Trish Shields approve SL Contracting contract payment, subject to submitting the last of the paperwork to receive payment, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (Discussion on the hold up of the payment. The contract amount needs to be paid. It would not be an overpayment.) Councilor Trish Shields friendly amended to pay SL Contracting the contract amount of $28,884, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; all in favor; passed 4-0.

L. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting minutes: November 8, 2018 (FYI)
2. Ordinance review: chart approval to send to American Legal to incorporate into code. Councilor Carl Krause stated that P&Z was confused. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst stated that the B3 code was missing and requested it go back to P&Z. Encourage to do whatever it takes at their December meeting and have Attorney Mike Flaherty review it. Attorney Mike Flaherty: PH will come when all the changes with the ordinance are changed from American legal. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst requested P&Z putting a document together of what the plan is and what we want to be looking at so council knows exactly what we are trying to do with this.

M. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  November 13, 2018 (FYI)
2. Wellhead Protection Plan additional costs: $2250. It was not GIS-compatible, it took longer. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to pay the additional cost of $2250 from the Water Fund to cover it, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor; passed 4-0.
3. Oronoco Water/Waste Water Facility Plan Public Hearing; Dec. 11 @ 6:30 pm. Engineer Joe Palen stated that there is a lot of information in this presentation coming up. There might be a 2019 bonding but the 2020 year is the target and to be in a position to be closer to shovel ready at that time. (Discussion with Councilor Carl Krause on resident cost. Joe: it is still to be determined, depending on what is allowed for bonding. Councilor Carl Krause has concerns over not getting the bonding money and feels the City shouldn’t go ahead with it at that point if it falls on the residents. He is also concerned that is the money doesn’t come through, it would be hard to say that the City is no longer pursuing it with the amount of bonding the City has already received.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst met with senator Senjum last week and gave him the PowerPoint. We have reached out to Representative Quam. We are keeping it in front of them. I am meeting with Susie, as well. Joe: We are trying to push along within the constraints as quickly as we can with what PFA allows us to do. Councilor Trish Shields asked about an extension with the MOU. Joe stated that they have said to keep going down the path, your making progress, and within the year of the 2020 deadline we will talk about the extension at that time.

A. MnDOT sign; no updates from Mark.

X. NEW BUSINESS 
1. Outstanding Citizen: Barbara Smallbrock. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Barbara passed away at the age of 93 Sunday, January 10th, 2016. In the early 1940s, Barbara purchased the Tiedeman Grocery in Oronoco. She became the Oronoco postmaster and held that position for 42 1/2 years. Barbara was active in the incorporation of Oronoco into a city and served as its first clerk. She also served two terms on the Oronoco Planning Commission, served as its secretary, served on the Building Committee, and was active in the organization of the Oronoco Area Historical Center, serving as its president for several years. Her name will be added to the plaque in the hallway for Oronoco’s outstanding citizens. This is the 4th inductee. Councilor Carl Krause: anyone who knew her, she deserved it.
4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Tilly’s RV: request for a septic easement (edge of Memorial Field (map in packet)). Engineer Joe Palen went over the background. It provides a temp easement. Would recommend working with the City Attorney on an agreement if the City would consider the temp easement addressing my items. He is just interested in if the City would consider it before moving ahead. Trish Shields: he has made it very clear that he would be paying for the expenses. Councilor Carl Krause is against the idea. It would set a precedent for residents to do things on City lands. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: it isn’t costing the City anything and the ground would be put back to the previous condition. Councilor Trish Shields: he is requesting this because of the odd shape of the land and he has no room on the property. Councilor Carl Krause: I’d feel more comfortable if the Department of Health said he has no land. I would like to take some City land and change my system. I’m not against it if it’s absolutely no solution on his own property. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst requested Mark to evaluate his property; if there is a way to keep it all on his land and report back what he has investigated. Councilor Trish Shields second; its more a confirmation. All in favor, motion carried 4-0.
5. 2019 Fee Schedule: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept the 2019 Fee Schedule, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried 4-0.
6. Flaherty & Hood 2019 Rates: 3.3% increase. Effective 1 January going forward. 2 options, accept or do an RFQ (Request For Quote). Councilor Carl Krause would like to see what was spent last year compared to this year. I’d like to see Attorney bids done every 3-4 years, not every year. It’s a learning curve and Mike is learning the ropes. We’d have to train someone every year then. Attorney Mike Flaherty: With the fees this year, Oronoco Auto was a big expense of it. Cost depends on your service that you're asking for. Councilor Trish Shields: we have been actively working to seek what works with the City to lower budget needs. Attorney Mike Flaherty: The rate increase is in the contract. No motion is needed it’s more an FYI. 
No action was taken by Council.
7. Old Schoolhouse water reduction bill (flat rate of $22.40 instead of the $80.53 non-connected rate). The intention is to hook up some time in the future. This is the winter rate for snowbirds that fly south and doesn’t use their water during that time. Councilor Carl Krause motion to deny the request, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (Discussion: Councilor Carl Krause stated that everyone else pays the full rate if they aren’t connected, I had to with the house’s I bought. All the residents before this paid the full rate.) All in favor, motion carried 4-0. Staff will inform her of the decision.
