 CALL TO ORDER
Paul Jannetto called the meeting to order at 7 PM.

I.  ROLL CALL

II.  APPROVAL OF NOVEMBER MINUTES
Motion: Approve November minutes as written by Beau, seconded by Adam and unanimously approved.

III. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Additions: Paul motioned to add Petition for Variance (Tiffany Houser Application) for concrete slab, parking, deck for seasonal seating, and extension of front gable. 
Motion: Approve agenda with addition of variance petition by Beau, seconded by Adam and unanimously approved.

V.  AGENDA ITEMS
A. Finish Zoning Table. (Tie information together for all zones e.g. R, B, and M. Include B3 which is missing from the chart.)

The table along with all the applicable sections located in Chapter 157: Zoning was reviewed page by page and numerous edits were made. The separate tables for the residential, business, and manufacturing/light industrial sections were combined into one table with all headings (e.g. R1, R2, B1, B2, B3, and M1) at the top (see attachment Chapter 157 final edits).
 
Motion: Approve edits made to Chapter 157 and send to next city council meeting for review/voting was made by Adam, seconded by Mark, and unanimously approved.


B. Consider adding greenbelt back to B1 – B3, and M1

The idea of adding the greenbelt back into the zoning was discussed. Paul found some nice buffering language from New Berlin, WI which provided more details and a table that P&Z liked. As a result, P&Z adopted a hybrid from the original greenbelt and New Berlin buffering code. 

The modification is shown below:
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Motion: Approve addition of greenbelt with modifications and send to next city council meeting for review/voting was made by Beau, seconded by Adam, and unanimously approved.


C. Review pole barn/shed limitations (sent by Attorney Mike Flaherty) section 603.05.

P&Z reviewed and discussed all the edits made by attorney Mike Flaherty. The committee approved all of the proposed changes with the following modifications under section 603.05 Accessory Buildings in Residential Districts, letter h (it should be that noted item #6 was deleted by P&Z):

(h) Accessory buildings that are pole buildings or are constructed using post frame construction shall conform to the following design standards:
1. No wrinkle or corrugated metal shall be used on the roof or siding.
2. The building must have a concrete, gravel, wood, or plastic floor.
3. The building must have finished soffit and fascia.
4. The building may not have sliding doors.
5. The building may have standing seem roofs and vertical steel ribbed siding.


Motion: Approve addition of pole barn/shed language with attorney Mikes original modifications along with the additional modifications noted above to section (h) and send to next city council meeting for review/voting was made by Beau, seconded by Adam, and unanimously approved.




D. Review Chapter 151 (previously 600 series) codes from American Legal

Due to the enormous amount of work and time it took to just review section 157 tonight (>70 pages) and handle the other 5 agenda items, the volunteer P&Z committee made the following recommendations/decisions:

1. Two P&Z meetings will be held in January to facilitate the review of the updated codes. The regular meeting will still be held January 10th (of which Paul noted he will not be able to attend due to work-related travel) and a second special meeting will need to be scheduled/advertised for January 17th , 2019  to begin at 6 PM. 
2. Ask city staff/zoning administrator to review chapter 151 and highlight/identify specific issues or changes that P&Z should review closely and provide suggestions for any changes (ideally these changes would already be reviewed/written by the city attorney) to facilitate any additional work later and lead to a quicker approval at city council since the final version is due back to American legal by January 31, 2019.


Motion: To take back these two requests listed above to the next city council meeting on December 18, 2019 and get city council endorsement for pre-review/highlighting by city staff was made by Adam, seconded by Beau, and unanimously approved.


E. Review Street Vacation application for comments (survey not submitted yet):


Motion: To set public hearing for street vacation to bring septic into compliance for Deborah Kanable on January 10th at 7:02 PM. was made by Adam, seconded by Carl, and unanimously approved.


F. Set public hearing for Petition for Variance for Tiffany Houser. City/applicant should verify if they will have adequate parking per city code. 

 Motion: To set public hearing for concrete slab for front entrance and parking, deck for addition of seasonal seating, and extension front gables for Tiffany Houser on January 10th at 7:08 PM. was made by Beau, seconded by Carl, and unanimously approved.


G. Miscellaneous: Adam made a motion to thank Beau Hannenberger for his service on the Planning & Zoning committee, Paul seconded, unanimously approved.

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Greenbelts: In all B1, B2, B3, or M1 districts adjacent to residential districts and not divided by streets
there shall be provided and maintained an attractive condition along the property line. The strip shall be
planted with trees, evergreens, shrubs, and covered with grass. The width of the buffering yard and
landscaping requirements are notedin the table below:
