CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the Regular City Council meeting to order 7:02 pm

I. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Carl Krause, Attorney Mike Flaherty, Engineer Joe Palen, and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire 
Absent: None

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Trish Shields motioned to move the $1000 under Gold Rush and move it back to Unfinished Business under item #1, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to accept the agenda with changes, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.

III. Public Hearing: Cemetery ROW Vacate.
Councilor Trish Shields called the Cemetery Vacate Public Hearing to order at 6:49 pm.
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst attended at 6:54 pm.
Council welcomed the New attorney, Mike Flaherty.
No representative from the Cemetery Board was present.
Paul Pendergrass requested information; Trish presented him with what the Public Hearing was about. There was no public comment.
Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to close the Public Hearing, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; all in favor, motion carried.
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst closed the Public Hearing at 6:58 pm.


IV. PUBLIC FORUM 
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst reminded the public of the 3-minutes time limit and that there will be no motions or discussions during this portion. Council will just listen to your comments.

Lori Christopherson at 230 1st Street SE: conceded her 3 minutes to Brandon Evans.

Carol Wells on 6th LN: concedes her 3 minutes to Brandon as well.

Brandon Evans at 360 1st Street SE:
(Presented photos to Council as he talked during Public Forum)
I will try not to take too long. Just a couple things I wanted to talk to all of you about. Last time we had a little bit of talk, in the last City Council meeting, about the amount of trips back and forth. I decided to keep track of what I saw. We don’t have any cameras set up, so this is stuff that I saw when I was at home. When I’m at work, I can’t obviously record those trips. But I have 161 trips that I recorded with dates and times, these are not passenger vehicles, not employee trucks, these are industrial large vehicles. They do not include any of the yellow loaders, excavators. These 161 are all semi-trucks with large trailers, flatbed trucks with multiple cars on them. Of the 161 of those, the excavators and loaders they are driving across the road, I looked up the specs for them, there is an Volvo, Mitchigan, and a Cat; I looked up the individual specs for each one and 2 of the vehicles are well over the limit that Mn Dot lets by on a 7-ton road for 2 axels, that’s 26,444 pounds. 2 of their excavators is 28,000 and the other is 35,000 unloaded. Those are operating weights not counting hauling stuff back and forth. I have got the Mn Dot restrictions right here that gives you that restriction limit. 
Another thing I wanted to bring up is, was the trash that we have been having in our streets and yards has still not been resolved. The MPCA has said that they were requiring some kind of covering over the vehicles, and I have seen one vehicle with a cover on it in the past month. I have got pictures and video of nearly every vehicle I saw move in and out, and only one has a cover. I have got a picture, I will show you guys, this is all stuff we cleaned up last fall from our yard. We bought the house and it was really a mess. The back yard was a mess, everything was mess. So, we cleaned up the whole yard and this spring, once it was warm out, on the 15th, I went out to play with the dog and I noticed there was a couple pieces of garbage in the road right next to our house. So, I’ve got pictures of about 50-60 items that I picked up out of the road, sorry, not in the road, nothing was in the road except the stuff I circled down here, but in the yard. Talking about trash today, they dropped a tire and left in the middle of the road, it was there for about 5 minutes and this older woman in a red van pulled up and she just stopped and sat there, didn’t really know what to do. So, I have this on video as well and after about 5 minutes a truck came from the salvage yard, he stopped, got out, and picked up the tire, talked to the women in the road a few minutes and then left. I have got pictures here of all the roads that are getting torn up. Jean was not here tonight because she is sick. In her yard they actually installed some road markers. Some posts in her yard. They installed them at about 2 pm and by 6 o’clock, a truck already crashed into them. So, it only took 4 hours for a truck to run into it. I don’t know if she has video, but I have pictures here. There are spots where the road is all ripped up from the trucks going around the corners, cutting the corners. I’ve got a picture here of my yard where 8 feet in from the edge of the road, the paved surface, there is tracks, truck tire tracks 8 feet going into our yard. It’s not like they are barley cutting the corner there going into our yard. This 8-foot section spans 52 feet of our front yard. So, there is 52-feet of yard they are driving through. 
Another thing I wanted to talk about is the fact that they have been blocking the roads. I have seen them on 4 occasions totally block the road, this is 100% blocking the road. 3 occasions I have on video. So, I’ve got 2 pictures here from March 15th. So, they marked across the road here, backed up to the building that is in the City limits, they were unloading and loading dumpsters, and they were here for about 10 minutes on this day, oh no, sorry, this was about 7 minutes. You can see that there is a van stopped there, I have this on video as well, the van tried to go through our yard, then they realized that they weren’t going to squeeze between the truck and our yard, so they waited. I have gotten another close up shot so you can see where his tires are, there is actually spots where you can see where they have driven into our yard trying to back up, turn their tires and ripped up the road, or ripped up the yard from driving into the yard. So, I want to bring up again, this is not meant to be… this is zoned for storage, as far as I am aware. This is not anywhere near storage and not normal wear and tear that comes with storage unit. I have got another picture here from February 23rd where they actually blocked our entire driveway and the yard. So, um, I’ve got some video where I walked out to the truck, so you can see this, it’s kind of hard to see because we have a tree right there, but you can plainly see where they are blocking the driveway and the entire roadway as well. There is no way that anyone can go around. They have a parking space in front but when they block the road, they are blocking the parking space too. Because they are dropping off the dumpsters. I have got another picture here on February 9th where right where the City and Township roads meet, the truck pulled around the corner there and blocked the road there as well. This one he actually got out of the truck and he was out of the truck for about 10 minutes, all of them get out of the truck to unload but he actually walked away from the truck, I didn’t see him for a while, so he was there and there was eventually a red truck, I don’t have it on video but there was a red truck that did come by and he had to stop and wait for him. So those are the pictures I have, I’ll give you a copy of these.
The other few things, I will make it real quick. We still have speeding by employees from the parking lot. These are not customers, these are trucks we see every single day in and out. I have got a bunch of those on video, people burning their tires, people spinning their tires, when its icy – whipping around the corners trying to do doughnuts, a couple times we have seen them flying down the road 30-40 miles an hour in reverse. Normally I would be a little bit more careful, but they are rippin down the road. If someone is backing out of their driveway or if someone is coming around the corner, they are going to be smoked, I can guarantee it. 
Noise during the day time has been excessive, the house still shakes at times. That being said, night time has been phenomenally better. We are not being woken up at, you know, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 am anymore. So, day times noise is defiantly a bit excessive at times, I have video what at times I have my phone sitting in the window sill and you can actually see the windows shack from the noise, you know, that they are dumping, or dropping dumpsters, something to do with dumpsters, you can actually see the windows on the house shack. Um, I have all these things that I have uploaded to a private channel on YouTube, so if any of you council members want to see them, I can share the link with you and you can view them. 
Um, so basically my point, the point I want to get across is that, the current operations for that business do not line up with what the ordinance says they are supposed to be doing there, uh, and I know the council has acknowledged this on a couple different occasions. And I just, I know we are not having a conversation right now, I am just kind of talking here and you are listening, but I would just kind of like to know what the City is doing about these issues and why has the zoning violations taken so long for something to happen? I mean, I, I, so frustrated every single day when I go home and It’s like, ok, time to get to work again recording all this stuff, stuff that’s going on. I mean, you see them backing up, dumpsters in the way, trucks literally just crash into the dumpster; I have a video where they almost hit the fire extinguisher on the corner there, which right now has a huge mound of dirt by it, um, I think they are supposed to be 10-feet clear of that, um, dumpsters are always put right next to the fire extinguisher, or um, fire hydrant, um, so, trailers, dumpsters, and the pile of dirt, all within 10 feet of the fire hydrants, so that should be fixed too. I mean, I know this has been, I know that we have been told that the government is slow, all of that stuff. But this seems, like, kind of, I, it seems excessive. I don’t know what to do anymore, I’m at the point where, I’m thinking I am just going to have to contact a lawyer myself, because this is getting ridiculous and I don’t think anything’s been… I know you guys have been working, working on it. And I appreciate that but, I don’t know if it’s just, just does take this much time, but it seems very, very, very excessive. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Right, ok… Mr. Evans: We had so many problems. If I, If I could go back in time and not purchase this house, I would do it in a second. We want to fix this house, we want to make it look good… Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Right… Mr. Evans: We are trying to make it look good, right now, it looks like, it looks like garbage because, you know, it was not, not treated well over time. We are doing the siding this spring once it warms up. We are trying to fix this place and make it look nice. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Right, I… Mr. Evans: I don’t know what the point is of making it nice if every single day I have to pick up more trash out of my yard, got people speeding by… Today I went out there, after I cleaned up on the 15th, I went out there today and I found another chunk of metal, another water bottle in the yard, and another pack of cigarettes, and just, ugh, and foam… Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: First of all Brandon, thank you very much. At the same time, please share that with staff because we need that documentation. I know you and I have talked about calling the sheriff, you have done that also? We appreciate your information. Thank you.
Mr. Evans: Thank you.

E. PERSONNEL:  
1. Ryland: Legislative Conference $99. Councilor Trish Shields approve Mayor Ryland Eichhorst to attend the conference for $99, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
2. Close office April 24th: LMC training $20 each all 4 employees. It is on a Tuesday. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to close the office on Tuesday, April 24th, 2018 and pay $80 for training, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: make sure to post. All in favor, motion carried.

F. ORDINANCES & RESOLUTIONS (voice vote)
1. Resolution 2018-1 Cemetery ROW Vacate: Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve Resolution 2018-1 Cemetery ROW Vacate, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; discussion on payment – did the cemetery pay? Voice vote all ayes; Resolution 2018-1 passed.
2. Resolution 2018 -3 CUP for 5th St. NW: Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve Resolution 2018-3 CUP, Councilor Trish Shields second for discussion; The lots are combined now. It has 2 driveway access; ordinance requires 1. 1 access is shared. Would this be considered grandfathered in? Attorney Mike Flaherty feels that it should have been addressed during the lot combine hearing. I’d have to look more into it. Engineer Joe Palen: you bring up a good point. Council should have put that requirement in when the lots were combined. (Discussion on where the shed was being placed. It is a narrow lot – would go in one way and out the other. Steep hillside, no area to move or turn around. Discussion continued on the wording in the resolution on the access. Councilor Trish Shields: two thoughts; 1 is setting a precedence, and 2, it is a primary road, that is concern. Discussion continued about the CUP, if you could set the condition to leave 2 driveway accesses and make it stay with the owner and not the property. Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire: No. CUP’s stay with the property. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: A CUP would not set precedence. It’s a special circumstance. Councilor Trish Shields is ok with leaving the accesses, but council should be aware. Voice vote all ayes; Resolution 2018-3 CUP approved.
3. Resolution 2018 – 4 Lot Split. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve Resolution 2018-4 Lot Adjustment, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; it’s a good way of cleaning up the lot lines with mutual agreement between the neighbors. Voice vote all ayes; Resolution 2018-4 passed.

G. DOWNTOWN ORONOCO GOLD RUSH DAYS* ~ Chair:  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst,  
1. Meeting Minutes: March 12, 2018. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst went through points of the meeting. The RCTC students had good in site.
2. Camper Host - Linda will follow up with the previous host, for $200. Beau mentioned that the host has already responded back. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to pay $250 for the Gold Rush camper host for 2018, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. $1000 donation for City Sign from a 2014 commitment is later in agenda.

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. Meeting Minutes:  March 5, 2018 - canceled due to the weather. March 26th at 6:30 pm is the next meeting. All are welcome to attend.
2. Oronoco Park: 2018 camping permit for $241.35. 17 weeks. Permit issued from Olmsted. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve the 17-week permit issued from Olmsted for $241.35, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. Zumbro Water Trail: 13 yes, 3 no’s, 4 appointments left, and one is a follow up. Hopefully it will be wrapped up in April.

I. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Window bids: receiving more bids for upstairs and for downstairs. ADA does not apply in this case. This would increase safety and weather efficacy. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to table those renovations until the April meeting, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
2. AC (upstairs room) tabled in motion above.

J. PUBLIC WORKS 
1. Tree work: 2 separate areas bid. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst briefly went over the bids. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to accept those bids from Arborists, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; no discussion. All in favor, motion carried.

K. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Transportation study:  1st Street SE. Engineer Joe Palen put together a memo that didn’t make it into the packet (handed it out to council). I looked at the issue and put together options for the council to consider. First is, get a handle on the amount of the truck traffic through simple traffic counts and work with a contractor to hang a camera, bring the info back, review and provide the traffic count. From that you can project and compare it to the design of the roadway. I think it’s important to get that information. Contact the business owner to tell us what their truck traffic is during the week. Councilor Trish Shields was concerned about the business being deceptive. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said that Brandon Evans has a list. Why would we do the study when Brandon has been logging it? Engineer Joe Palen: I appreciate the info provided by the resident, but this would be a record not disputable. It would reinforce the information from Brandon. (Discussion on clarification on the quote. Discussion on having more than one camera.) Joe suggested getting correspondence from the County from their 2013 truck traffic study. Any info would be valuable at this point. Councilor Trish Shields: Would it behoove us to contact Township? Engineer Joe Palen: I don’t know if they would have a stake in it. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: they have a business and it might be of interest to the Township. They could decide how they want to use the information. (Discussion went back to cost. $2500 to $4400 depending on collected data. It would come out of the streets and roads fund.) Councilor Trish Shields motioned to continue to move forward with the traffic count, for 2 days, do the recording at unannounced times, in two different locations. Engineer Joe Palen suggested to not specific video collection. Councilor Trish Shields amended the motion to collect information on 1st and center and second of Joe’s choosing, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; (discussion: Councilor Beau Hanenberger: we asked residents to take all this info down and do this. We already know the traffic volume. I don’t have a problem if legally this is what we have to do. Seem redundant to do what we already know. Is that good enough for what we need legally? Attorney Mike Flaherty: It depends on how your using it. Police wouldn’t write a ticket on 3rd party hearsay, they would have to see it themselves. You would have scientific data. Councilor Beau Hanenberger had an issue with the fact that, if the road is damaged, it would fall on the residents and they would be assessed, and he was not alright with that. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: the point is, the damage done to the road will help make a determination. Attorney Mike Flaherty: we could use that report. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: it’s a fair statement that what the public shared can’t be used in a legal setting. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: how do we keep this accurate? They could halt semis during the study. Brandon Evans asked if he should continue to keep track of the traffic? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Brandon, I don’t think you need to keep track. Councilor Trish Shields: on a personal note, your job as a land owner is to protect yourself, if you feel you need to continue, do what is necessary within the law to do that. All in favor, motion carried. Turn around time is about a month.
2. Street Damage: 1st Street SE. Council has pictures of the street damage in the packet. Councilor Beau Hanenberger said there is an immense amount of garbage down there. It is disgusting. Councilor Trish Shields: maybe we should start billing for repairs and cleanup. It should be something to be considered. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we will continue to monitor and if there is damage it will be brought to the council.
3. Schedule spring road review. Engineer Joe Palen: wait till snow is gone and dried up. Councilor Carl Krause: not on a Tuesday. Engineer Joe Palen: street sweeping in the short term needs to be done in the next few weeks. It gets to be a costly maintenance issue if it is not done. Council should have staff get some quotes. $2500 is what I remember from last year. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we should have staff look at it and bring it back in April. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to have City staff go ahead and solicit quotes, and get sweeping done in the next two weeks up to $2500, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor , motion carried.
4. Publish Snow plow bids. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to publish snow plow bids for 2018- 2019, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried. Fix the ad, it says 2018 -2018.

L. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes:  March 8, 2018 
2. Comp Plan. Stantec representative attended the P&Z meeting. They talked at length about the comp plan. Councilor Beau Hanenberger: This could take several months to a year. $20,000 to $100,000. Council needs to determine the appropriate budget. P&Z recommends a streamline update to keep cost down. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst feels everyone should read it. At the same time our future land use map needs to be updated. I think it’s a matter of coming up with a budget item; Phil Carson will work with staff to come back with proposals. (Ryland suggested several public open meetings for public input to see what Oronoco wants as a whole.) There is nothing council can do this year budget wise. It’s a 2019 effort. Engineer Joe Palen gave a suggestion of putting something together as tasked and see what staff, P&Z and Stantec would cover. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: We could have Mn Design Center come in, to do a public session like we did in 2016. Engineer Joe Palen: Stantec will take the first stab on tasks, to start initiation direction. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned for Engineer Joe Palen to engage Stantec’s planning department, outline something for the City going forward, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. CUP additions for commercial zoning; work in progress with P&Z.

M. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  February 13, 2018. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst would like the invitation to go on channel 7 for the April 10th meeting from 7-8:30.
2. Riverwood Hills looping:  bidding documents complete. Engineer Joe Palen: We need to acquire easements from 2 property owners. One changed hands and we need to engage that property owner. The other owner we are in correspondence with. Last meeting council motioned not to move ahead without securing easements. We could go ahead and bid and not award at this point. Councilor Carl Krause feels we need to get the easement first. Councilor Beau Hanenberger agrees.
3. Task Force: modifying bonding bill language. Down to 2 options. Will share in the April meeting. (requesting 3.1 million to confirm direction, prepare bidding documents and all the requirements to be shovel ready in 2019 or 2020.)
4. Hydrants: replacing and removing flushing hydrant. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to table the work until April when we have more bids, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried. 
5. Stantec; wellhead protection plan. (Proposal went out by email this morning to Council). Engineer Joe Palen went over the update in the process of the plan. There is no funding for part 2, so it falls to the City. The City has 2 years to complete this project. We have time for you to review the proposal. It is something the health department mandates the City to be done. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst is a supporter of this and feels it is critical that we do this. (Discussion on how far out the testing is done.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: we do quarterly sampling of our well. Councilor Beau Hanenberger approve up to $12,950 from the water fund, Mayor Ryland Eichhorst second; (discussion on cost. Discussion on map.) All in favor, motion carried.
6. St. Paul meetings; believe Ryland has taken care of that with conference calls. This may come back in April.
VIII. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
1. MN DNR Public Waters Permit Review (FYI)
2. Code of Ordinances (update): $7950. Discussion on City ordinances and the company. Councilor Beau Hanenberger feels that this is great. To have P&Z do this, would be nearly impossible. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to request American Legal for $7950 to do the code update ($5000 out of P&Z fund and remaining out of contract services), Councilor Carl Krause second; (takes about 9 months) all in favor, motion carried.
 
IX. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
1. Southbound City Sign: estimates. $6160 is the low bid. (Mayor Ryland Eichhorst went over all the estimates.) With the low bid it would be $7895 total. $800 was given from Gold Rush in 2015. So, it would be $6095 approximately. Council discussed location and current signage. Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Carl Krause and Councilor Beau Hanenberger would like to see a sign further north. Councilor Trish Shields asked to explore it a little further. Councilor Carl Krause will call Corey Allen to see if the City could use a spot on his land.
2. Gold Rush donated $1000 for the southbound sign 3 years ago. Councilor Trish Shields: If the City accepts and we don’t do the sign, the City can spend it as they wish. If not accepted, the money will remain with Gold Rush. Gold Rush could use it, they are low on funds. It was one of those forgotten things. Councilor Carl Krause: let Gold Rush keep it until we figure out the sign. Attorney Mike Flaherty: Would need a resolution in the future for accepting donation. Committee agree to not accept it, at this time.
3.  MNDOT "Oronoco" signs - southbound Highway 52, Exit 64. Councilor Trish Shields went over the back ground. There has been a change of MN Dot staff and it has been delayed. Return next month for an update.
4. 35 4th Ave NW:  Mayor Ryland Eichhorst gave the background on the ordinance violation. Homeowner will have it moved in 60 days. Mike gave a suggestion on what to do and that is to draft a letter giving him 60 days.
5. Facebook: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst gave the background. Councilor Trish Shields: leave policy as is, intention was informational only with no public comment, and it will stay as is. 
6. CEDA: Backup Generator Grant Info. Donna Mack in Lake City, who is working with us, is identifying potential funding sources for a backup generator for the River Wood Hills well. MN Rural Water Association micro loan would probably be the most viable way. However, in light of us doing a Wellhead Protection Plan, that opens up a lot of potential grants, after “plan 2” is completed. Public Works Dan Howard: One more quote is coming.
