CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the meeting to order at 7 pm

I. ROLL CALL
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Trish Shields, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Carl Krause, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Engineer Joe Palen, Attorney Mike Flaherty, and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire.

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the agenda with an addition to V. M. Water and Sewer: new member, Dylan Christopherson, and to move up, under VIII. Petitions and Requests for Lions Club, moving it to #4 under V. G. Gold Rush, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.

III. PUBLIC FORUM
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: In the essence of making sure there is time for everyone to speak, we will not honor yielding time to others. You have 3 minutes each.

Brandon Evans at 360 1st Street SE: There are continuing issues. Overnight noise has diminished greatly. We are still having issues with driving in the yard, the driveway being blocked, the road blocked, and still some trash. Things have been getting a little better with them driving industrial vehicles on the road. It has now since stopped and they are driving forklifts all day. Better than what they were doing… don’t know if forklifts are allowed on City streets? It’s getting better but not where we would like to see it.
Councilor Trish Shields asked about him calling the police department.
Brandon: not at first, I didn’t. I have been advised to call every time. The police said not to call every time. I have called a few times, tried not to be excessive. I have still been keeping the logs. Not here with me today but have them available. Between Olmsted County Sheriff’s and State Patrol, some of them say it’s the City, not us. Everyone involved feels like it’s not on the same page.

Jean Myhre at 210 East Center Street: For the last few weeks, it’s been a drastic change. Feels its too good to be true. From our perspective, things have gotten much better. How long are the weight restrictions? That may be why it has been better. Less traffic. Thank you.
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: We are following the MN Dot guideline for when that comes off.

Dylan Christopherson; I am joining the Water & Sewer Committee. For the last ten years, I have worked in and around wastewater. I work at Rochester. Feels that it is in the best interest, not to build but to hook in with Rochester. Feels the cost to build is higher than estimated. There is a lot involved with building a plant. (Dylan went into some of his expertise and informed the Council of important things that need to be looked at.) Treatment plants do not last forever. Unless you want to go back and ask for more money, you’ll need to charge the rate high enough to build again in 20 years. I get charged $60 for sewer from Journey Developing. Rochester rates are half that. They may be slightly higher for Oronoco. There is enough wiggle room to plan. Operating is a burden and expensive. Other Cities work together to have joint systems. Cooperative partnership. It is wise to follow their lead.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: Regarding Oronoco Auto, the Attorney is working on a meeting with the sheriff.

1. Reinstate part-time maintenance May-August. For 120 days. Anything over, the City would have to offer benefits. Option: Post or rehire. He was paid $12 last year. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to hire Donny Vavra at $12 an hour starting May 1st, Councilor Carl Krause second; discussion on start date because of the weather. Councilor Beau Hanenberger friendly amended to start when needed, not to exceed 120 days; all in favor, motion carried.

1. Resolution 2018-5:  Election Judges. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve Resolution 2018-5, Councilor Carl Krause second; voice vote 5-0 aye. Resolution 2015-8 passed.
2. Resolution 2018-6: Lot line adjustment Cedar Woodlands. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve, Councilor Trish Shields second for discussion; discussion regarding the corner line of outlot B adjustment, whether it should be considered a rezone as well. The discussion went into what they did at P&Z. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to table Resolution 2018-6 to the May 15th council meeting after P&Z comes back with a report, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. Resolution 2018-7 Off-Site Lawful Gambling. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to approve Resolution 2018-7, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; voice vote 5-0 aye. Resolution 2018-7 passed.

2. Gold Rush Gathering Permit. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to accept the Gold Rush Gathering Permit, Councilor Trish Shields second; all in favor, motion carried.
3. Hold Harmless Agreement. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to accept the Hold Harmless Agreement for Gold Rush, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.
4. Lions request. (Moved up.) Councilor Carl Krause motioned to pass the liquor license for the Lion’s Club, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; Discussion on the Hold Harmless agreement. Attorney Mike Flaherty suggested to beef it up next year, went through the process for acquiring a liquor license, and would like to look into open container laws during the event in future. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to hire Ultimate Landscape to complete the work, Councilor Trish Shields second for discussion, it is for labor only, parts are under LCCMR contract. Out of CIP and not out of Parks fund. $1200 out of CIP. Looking at other purchases. It is class 3 rock. All in favor, motion carried. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve 3 bike racks, in addition to the LCCMR, out of the parks fund for River Wood Hills, Memorial, and Community Center. $190 dollars plus shipping for each one. Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; all in favor, motion carried.
4. Porta potties bids:  On-Site low bid. Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve On-Site, Councilor Carl Krause second; all in favor, motion carried.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst amended to use Clear-lane salt; Councilor Nancy Quimby naye. Motion passed 4-1.
