Regular City Council Meeting @ 7:00 pm

CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called the Regular City Council meeting to order at 7 pm.

I. ROLL CALL
Present: Mayor Ryland Eichhorst, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, Councilor Carl Krause, Councilor Nancy Quimby, Councilor Trish Shields, Engineer Joe Palen, Attorney Mike Flaherty and Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire.
Absent: None.

II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Beau Hanenberger motioned to approve the agenda, Councilor Trish Shields second; motion passed 5-0.

III. PUBLIC FORUM
Brandon Evans at 360 1st Street SE: Same deal as every time I have been here. However long it’s been, I am still having issues with Cross-Town Auto next door. The vehicles are still going back and forth constantly. All spring long we had the weight limits on the road, weight limits are being ignored. I called the police a couple times, but they never got there in time. I’ve got video of all the vehicles going across the street; now that the weight limits are lifted, traffic has increased dramatically again. As expected, once the warmer weather hits, it gets busier and busier and louder and louder. Seeing excavators, loaders, forklifts constantly back and forth across the road. Sometimes they drop stuff. Sometimes they pick it up, sometimes they don’t. Sometimes they run it over and break it into even smaller pieces and leave it on the road. You guys all know, I’ve told you over and over and over again. You guys get the point. The building across the street has been having a conveyor belt where they sort through whatever. They are dropping the stuff off the conveyor belts into the dumpster. Usually, they have the doors open and you hear it through the walls and through the shut windows. Now that the warm weather is here, we’d like to open the windows, but we have been shutting them because it is constantly, constantly, constantly, constant noise back and forth. It’s semis, loaders, excavators. We called the Olmsted Sheriff’s Department just to report it. Most of the time they don’t send someone out because most of the time when they get out here, they have already gone back to the Salvage Yard. I am tired of the same thing. I am letting you guys know that. Every once in awhile we have a day where we think it is better, then the next day it’s 65 trips with this vehicle… sometimes it’s been 9 am to 12 pm, it’s been every 3-4 minutes with a vehicle. I’ve got video of it, I’ve got logs written down. So, I can share that with you guys. Just letting you know it is not improving much at all. Still, we have a ton of stuff in the backyard; more trash, tarps blowing in, cups, beer bottles. Same stuff every day. Thank you.

Jean Mhyre at 210 East Center Street: Dido what Brandon says. I’m still trying to get a grasp of what their hours are, or what it’s supposed to be. I got woken up to the sound of one of their red dump trucks at midnight, Saturday night. That is a little extreme. 11 pm, 12 pm, 11:30 pm. Really? It’s these red dump trucks hauling in, I’ve seen one every day going to work. And this truck that brings the vehicles, clearly overloaded, 6:30 every night after I got home from work.  They were coming into the yard while restrictions were on. How come there is no Conditional Use Permit being filed? It’s a totally different business. They have stated this before. I do have a great concern with Brandon now that this weight restriction is off. Because is there going to be any type of control at all? Or is this just gonna be, just excessive, excessive, excessive semi-trucks and such? So, It's back!

Leann Lokken at 1075 Riverwood Ln: I am at Public Forum because it is unrelated to my other agenda item. The street sweeping that got done this year. Did you know that it got done on garbage day? On a Tuesday? Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: I knew it was over several days. Mrs. Lokken: In our neighborhood, it was done on a Tuesday, which is garbage day. Which meant that there were garbage cans at the end of every driveway that the street sweeper are having to maneuver around. So next year, there is a note to coordinate the schedule so that we don’t have garbage cans all over the place. So that it can be done more efficiently. So the corner Riverwood Ln and Riverwood Dr. right now has a lot of sand and gravel washing across that. It’s still kind of a mess. If you could take a look at that and see if something can be done on that corner to prevent washing.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst asked if anyone else would like to speak and then allowed Brandon 1 minute.

Brandon: I just wanted to mention one more thing that I forgot. I understand you cant control weather, but when the scheduling was done for the cameras, that was set up for a few days, like I said, I know that you can’t control the weather but I wanted to make sure that that 3-day period, the wifi network was visible to everyone. I got notifications on my phone that it was open and it was also during our second to the last blizzard, so we had a ton of snow, so, just so you know, the vehicles you did count may not have been exactly right to what is normal or would be without the blizzard.

Mayor Ryland Eichhorst called for the 3rd call and closed Public Forum at 7:07 pm.

1. Meeting Minutes: May 14, 2018 (FYI)

H. PARKS & TRAILS* - Katie Dudley, Chair 
1. Meeting Minutes:  May 7, 2018 (FYI)
2. Zumbro Water Trail. There are 16 in all; 4 Counties and 12 Cities agreed to participate. Will be $154 each to cover the cost of the application.

I. COMMUNITY CENTER
1. Window bids. (Discussion over replacing windows in the city council chamber, upstairs meeting room and/or downstairs room. Money is in the CIP.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to proceed with replacing bid with an upstairs bid in the upper room. The low bid was Jessen for $7750. Grid is an extra $500. So, up to $8250. Motion died for a lack of a second. (Discussion continued over which rooms and the bids. Councilor Trish Shields would like to see both upstairs and downstairs done at the same time. Councilor Carl Krause had an issue with Mark Jessen’s bid because it is stated he was under ABC Seamless in the bid. Is he sub-contracting? Trish said she thinks it is just a typo. He is in business on his own and could have used an old form and that part didn’t get corrected. Carl wants more bids. Ryland and Trish explained that they already had several bids, all in his packet. Carl: This is Sandy’s husband right? Her husband doing the job is a conflict of interest. Ryland and Trish explained that Sandy is not on Council and is not a voting member. She has no say in voting. That wouldn’t be a conflict of interest. Trish: There are other bids and feel no bias is shown, he is the low bid. If someone came in lower, we would have went with them.) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motion to have Mark Jessen rebid upper and lower windows and not to exceed $15,470, Councilor Trish Shields second for discussion. Friendly amend that we clarify it is done by Mr. Jessen and not by ABC Seamless, that there is no subletting the contract. We still have money in the budget. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst accepted the amendment. (Councilor Beau Hanenberger feels his opinion stands to do the windows in the council chambers.) Councilor Carl Krause, Councilor Beau Hanenberger, and Councilor Nancy Quimby voted neigh. Motioned 3-2, not approved.
2. Ceiling. Council will not proceed. Unnecessary work without windows being done.

J. PUBLIC WORKS 
 
K. STREETS & ROADS*   
1. Ditch repair: $867.50. Sinkhole progressing up towards the cemetery. Repair will be rockfill and grading. Councilor Carl Krause motioned to repair the ditch for $867.50, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second for discussion. (Discussion on location and cause.) Motion passed 5-0.
2. 1st Street SE: transportation study done by Stantec. Joe: The memo is in the packet. The traffic count was done with video collection on the 16th, 17th, and 18th. Collection data was done on 1st and what says River Park Road, even though it’s wrong, it is what Google has the road called going into the salvage yard. Recorded 178 vehicles per day. Heavy vehicle traffic varied day to day. On the 17th of April, we recorded 84 trips over a 10-12 hour period for the CAT loader. That is striking, a lot of trips. It isn’t meant for use on public roads. Loader traffic back and forth ebbs and flows. Didn’t see a lot of truck traffic, could be a cause for road restriction and snow storm. The volume of heavy truck traffic is greater than what we expect on the road. A few things to consider, the road is in decent shape for a 14-year road. Nothing out of the ordinary that we wouldn’t find around town of a road of this age. Shoulders should be corrected. The property on the north side, consider accessing roadway across the front of the whole property. They can damage that roadway, the City could choose to raise that with the property owner. It is a safety and roadway stability issue. Recommend shouldering, truck traffic at times is pushing off the roadway, especially that one curve. Maybe a 4-foot gravel shoulder would address that. Councilor Beau Hanenberger feels he is having a hard time that this is close. Feel that when the camera went up, the traffic went down. Councilor Trish Shields: I would also question it, given the weather at the time. Do we need to do this one more time now that the road restriction is lifted? I agree with Beau that it is not accurate. Engineer Joe Palen feels it is still good data. What if the counts double? What does that tell us? It tells us the road will degrade faster. We are not seeing physical degradation yet. Worse damage is caused by loading. The data collection is fairly expensive. Beau read through the heavy equipment list. We know the counts are higher and once the camera goes up, they will limit their traffic. They are speeding. I recorded them myself. It would be a waste of money to do this again. Ryland: yes, it will get worse as time goes on. We have the data as of April. We could redo it a year from now. At some time the road will have to be replaced. Carl would be in favor of the officers coming out. I would rather see that than more data. What kind of control do we have over the commercial equipment? We have control over speeding. Ryland: the conveyor is violating ordinance. City staff is responding to complaints. There is an ongoing investigation. This helps document. (Discussion on why they are breaking ordinances. Beau: We need to hold this to the same standards as a resident. This needs to be escalated. Attorney Mike Flaherty did meet with Sargent Carmack. When you say letter, you are referring to the zoning. We are investigating the possibility for court action. We are working through these issues. That is the main issue in my view. Nuisance issues are for the Sheriff's Department. The bigger issue is the use of the property outside of the citation structure. Ryland: anything you can do to help expedite that. We would appreciate that. Trish would like hours of operation address with them. Assistant Clerk Rebecca McGuire said it was addressed in this last letter. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst addressed the residents letting them know to call so that it is documented. Documentation is what holds up in a court of law.

L. PLANNING & ZONING*
1. Meeting Minutes:  May 10, 2018 (FYI) 
2. Propose violation schedule. (Councilor Beau Hanenberger read the structure of the schedule.) We need higher fines, so people don’t just pay them and keep violating.  Attorney Mike Flaherty: Typically, you hold a public hearing to address it, then you pass a resolution giving them typically 30 days to clean it up, then assess the cost of clean up to the taxes. You can issue citations, it does work. You can parallel them. Depends on the situation. That is usually how you handle it. Hazardous buildings are a whole separate process. I will look at the City Code to see if we can assess the taxes for cleanup. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: this is a recommendation that just effects the 600 Zoning code. We have American Legal reviewing this, and they may rewrite codes. (Discussion on how other cities proceed and what our current process is.) Ryland would like to wait until what American Legal comes back with suggestions.
 
M. WATER & SEWER* 
1. Meeting Minutes:  May 8, 2018 (FYI) Mayor Ryland Eichhorst went over highlights about the bonding bill.
VIII. PETITIONS, REQUESTS, & COMMUNICATIONS*
1. LMC property insurance renewal. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motioned to approve the LMC renewal, Councilor Carl Krause second; motion passed 5-0.
2. Lion’s Club Liquor License during Gold Rush. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to approve the Lion’s Club liquor application, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; Ryland: it will be a nice add to Gold Rush. The motion passed 5-0.
3. 709 Snowmobiles, ATV’s, And Off-Highway Motorcycles; ordinance review. There was a request to look at the ordinance. It is currently illegal to have ATV’s on City roads. Councilor Beau Hanenberger would like to see it rewritten, to allow; have them get a permit, to regulate speeding. More beneficial. Councilor Carl Krause: can we do snowmobiles too? Councilor Beau Hanenberger: they are on the trails, not the roads. Councilor Trish Shields said she sees golf carts on the roads as well. I don’t feel they belong on the road. (Discussion on what other cities allow.) Attorney Mike Flaherty: 169.045 state statue has to regulate with that. Permitting process usually checks license and insurance. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: if everything is followed, no one under 16, there is a process. Byron’s ordinance is very straightforward and simple. Councilor Trish Shields: I'm not opposed, just want to see them regulated. Attorney Mike Flaherty: you will need to have a public hearing to re-due an ordinance. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst motion to ask City staff to research, with Mike’s assistance, for ATV and golf carts, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second; Motion passed 5-0.
4. Gathering Permit: Memorial Field Tournament. Councilor Trish Shields motioned to deny the gathering permit due to: advertising before approval, RV camping where?, not taking out insurance, promoting liquor -next door is Tillys, Councilor Beau Hanenberger second for discussion. (Discussion about what the benefit is for, there are way too many things. There is a lot of questions.) The motion passed 5-0.
5. Leanne Lokken: it is the area behind her house, part of River Bend. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: We did reach out to the contractor. It is too wet to spray and mow, it will be done when it drys up. Trish: He cannot spray next to the river. It will be only mowed. The contractor will be working on this. Councilor Carl Krause said it is over a foot. (Discussion over the weeds. Councilor Beau Hanenberger asked about the other subdivisions.) Ryland: Overflow from the pond, it’s an issue until the ground gets substantiated, their developer will be addressing it. Engineer Joe Palen went over how it should be working and will be having a punch list to address it. Ms. Lokken: it was a year ago when I came to the public hearing and stated my concerns. At that point in time, their engineer said that they would plant and make trails. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: The association would take care of that when one is... Leanne: no, no, no. I asked him last summer if he was addressing it. They planned to do everything with construction. It wasn’t waiting for the HOA to take care of it. Canadian thistle is growing there. Mowing was not the intent. You cant wait years for the association to do that. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: DNR won’t allow spraying... Mrs. Lokken: I showed 3 methods to take care of it. Our City Works guys walked back there, I walk it with them. We discussed it being a crop field before. In a year, that’s how fast the weeds grew. I sent this back in October. Here we are 6 months later. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: it has been 5 months of winter. Mrs. Lokken: they could of done something last fall. I'm not buying this mowing it. It's not going to solve the weed problem. Are you going to have them make good on what they stated a year ago at the public hearing? I'm asking them to make it a decent place again. (Discussion between Ryland and Mrs. Lokken about the mowing and weeds.) Ryland: I’d have to go back and look at the minutes. Mrs. Lokken: go a little further and have them do what they said they would do. I want to thank Public Works. They were nice and professional.
 
IX. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
1. Southbound City Sign: estimates/alternative location. (Discussion of location.) We will have good luck with solar light. DOT thought it was a good site. It is a little further back than the last proposed location. Councilor Beau Hanenberger approved the sign location on 1st Street NW and Lake Shady, Councilor Nancy Quimby second; motion passed 5-0.
2. 50 1st Ave NE: demolition progress. John Tilford was not present. Ryland: we have gone through numerous starts and stops; burn it, bring into compliance, demo it. I think we have been patient with this gentlemen. Attorney Mike Flaherty: I am waiting on a building inspector report. That is the first step. I talked to Tom 3 weeks ago and once I get it, we will move forward with enforcement action. 
3. John Tilford: asked to be on agenda. Councilor Carl Krause said that he is digging a grave, so that is why he didn’t come.
4. 600 Vintage Rd NW. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: he is working on getting water and sewer, right? Councilor Beau Hanenberger went over what was discussed at P&Z and gave the timeline. P&Z recommended filing another building permit. Mr. Radke is not here. It has gone on long enough. He is currently talking to Buy RV Sell RV to get onto their well. Councilor Carl Krause feels the attorney should handle it because he won't do nothin until he's forced. Councilor Beau Hanenberger agrees with Councilor Carl Krause. Mayor Ryland Eichhorst: would like the Attorney to draft a letter. Councilor Carl Krause said he is living in it. Councilor Trish Shields said he has been warned several times about that.
